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PREAMBLE
This MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING, hereinafter referred to as the Contract,
entered into by the STATE OF CALIFORNIA, hereinafter referred to as the State or the
State employer, pursuant to Sections 19815.4 and 3517 of the Government Code, and the
CALIFORNIA STATE EMPLOYEES ASSOCIATION (Civil Service Division), Local 1000
SEIU, AFL/CIO, CLC, hereinafter referred to as CSEA Local 1000 or the Union; pursuant
to the Ralph C. Dills Act (Dills Act) commencing with Section 3512 of the Government
Code, and has as its purpose the promotion of harmonious labor relations between the
State and the Union; establishment of an equitable and peaceful procedure for the resolu-
tion of differences; and the establishment of rates of pay, hours of work, and other con-
ditions of employment, including health and safety.
The term “Contract” as used herein means the written agreement provided under Section
3517.5 of the Government Code.
The State further recognizes the professional nature of the duties and responsibilities of
Unit 3 employees in their contribution to the successful performance of the mission of
State Government.
CSEA (the Civil Service Division) agrees to hold the State harmless, defend and indem-
nify the State and its officers, agents, and employees for fees, costs, and damages resulting
from a challenge, in any forum (administrative or judicial) by any person or entity, to the
provisions of this Article.
ARTICLE 1 - RECOGNITION
A. (Unit 1) Pursuant to Public Employment Relations Board (PERB) Decision S-SR-1 the
State recognizes CSEA (Civil Service Division) Local 1000 as the exclusive representa-
tive for the Professional Administrative, Financial and Staff Services Bargaining Unit,
heteinafter referred to as Unit 1. Unit 1 consists of all employees in the job classifications
listed by title in Appendix *“A” attached hereto and incorporated by reference as a part of
this Contract.
A. (Unit 3) Pursuant to Public Employment Relations Board (PERB) Decision S-SR-3 the
State recognizes CSEA (Civil Service Division) Local 1000 as the exclusive representa-
tive for the Professional Educators and Librarians Bargaining Unit #3, hereinafter referred
to as Unit 3. Unit 3 consists of all employees in the job classifications listed by title in
Appendix “C” attached hereto and incorporated by reference as a part of this Contract.
A. (Unit 4) Pursuant to Public Employment Relations Board (PERB) Decision S-SR-4 the
State recognizes CSEA (Civil Service Division) Local 1000 as the exclusive representa-
tive for the Office and Allied Workers Unit, hereinafter referred to as Unit 4. Unit 4
consists of all employees in the job classifications listed by title in Appendix “E"” attached
hereto and incorporated by reference as a part of this Contract.
A. (Unit 11) Pursuant to Public Employment Relations Board (PERB) Decision S-SR-11
the State recognizes CSEA (Civil Service Diviston) Local 1000 as the exclusive represen-
tative for the Engineering and Scientific Technicians Unit, hereinafter referred to as Unit
11. Unit 11 consists of all employees in the job classifications listed by title in Appendix
“G"” attached hereto and incorporated by reference as a part of this Contract.
B. Pursuant to Government Code Sections 19815.4 and 3517, CSEA Local 1000 recog-
nizes the Director of the Department of Personnel Administration or his/her designee as
the negotiating representative for the State and shall negotiate exclusively with the ditec-
tor she/he designee, except as otherwise specifically spelled out in this Contract.
C. CSEA (the Civil Service Division) agrees to hold the State harmless, defend and indem-
nify the State and its officers, agents, and employees for fees, costs, and damages resulting
from a challenge, in any forum (administrative or judicial) by any person or entity, to the
provisions of this Article. .
ARTICLE 2 - UNION RIGHTS
2.1 Union Representatives
A. The State recognizes and agrees to deal with designated Union stewards, elected bar-
gaining unit council representatives, and/or Union staff on the following:
1. The enforcement of this Contract;
2. Employee discipline cases, including investigatory interviews of an employee who
is the subject of a noncriminal investigation;
3. Informal settiement conferences or formal hearings conducted by the Public Em-
ployment Relations Board (PERB);
4. Matters scheduled for hearing by the Board of Control;
5. Matters pending before the State Personnel Board;

6. AWOLSs and appeals to set aside resignations;
7. Discussions with management regarding denials of reasonable accommodation;
8. The Department Of Personnel Administration statutory appeal hearings.
B. A written list of Union stewards, and elected bargaining unit council representatives
broken down by department, unit, and designated area of representation, shall be furnished
to each department and a copy sent to the State immediately after their designation. The
Union shall notify the State promptly of any changes of such stewards. Union stewards
shall not be recognized by the State until such lists or changes thereto are received.
C. Area of Representation — A union steward's “area of primary representation” is defined
as an institution, office, or building. However, the parties recognize that it may be nec-
essary for the Union to assign a steward an area of representation for several small offices,
departments, or buildings within close proximity. Disputes regarding this paragraph may
be appealed directly to Step 3 of the Grievance Procedure (Section 6.9).
2.2 Access
A. Union stewards, Union staff, and/or elected bargaining unit council representatives
may have access to employees to represent them pursuant to Section 2.1(A) above. Access
shall not interfere with the work of the employees. Union stewards, Union staff, or elected
bargaining unit council representatives seeking access to employees must notify the de-
partment head or designee in advance of the visit.
B. Access to bargaining unit employees shall not be unreasonably withheld; however, it
may be restricted for reasons of safety, security, or patient care including patient privacy.
If access is restricted, other reasonable accommodations shall be made.
2.3 Use of State Equipment
A. Union stewards shall be permitted reasonable use of State phones to make calls for
Union representation purposes; provided, however, that such use of State phones shall not
incur additional charges to the State or interfere with the operation of the State.
B. Union Stewards shall be permitted minimal and incidental use of State equipment for
representational activities as defined in Section 2.1, if said equipment is available and
utilized as a normal part of his/her duties. Such use of State equipment shall not result in
additional costs to the State, nor shall it interfere with the conduct of State business.
C. Use of State equipment or the time used for activities permitted in this section shall be
subject to prior notification and approval by the employee’s immediate supervisor.
2.4 Distribution of Union Information
A. The Union may use existing employee organization bulletin boards to post materials
related to Union business. Upon mutual agreement between an authorized Union repre-
sentative and the department, Union bulletin boards will be where they are accessible to
employees. When required in advance, the Union shall reimburse the State for additional
costs incurred. A copy of all materials posted must be distributed to the facility or office
supervisor at the time of posting.
B. The Union may, before or after work hours or during meal and rest periods, distribute
Union literature. Distribution of Union information shall not be unreasonably denied or
disrupt the work of others. However, if access for distribution of information is restricted
for safety, security, or patient care including patient privacy, other reasonable accommo-
dations will be made in accordance with department procedures.
C. The Union may continue to use existing employee mailboxes and in-baskets for distri-
bution of literature. Such information will be distributed to departmental employees based
on the department’s policies and procedures in distributing other nonbusiness information.
D. The Union agrees that any literature posted or. distributed on site will not be libelous,
obscene, defamatory, or of a partisan political nature.
E. The Union shall be permitted incidental and minimal use of State electronic commu-
nication systems for communication of Union activities as the departments permit for other
nonbusiness purposes.
F. The use of electronic communication systems (devices) are not considered private or
secure information and are subject to being monitored by the department.
2.5 Use of State Facilities
The State will continue to permit use of certain facilities for Union meetings, subject to
the operating needs of the State. Requests for use of such State facilities shall be made
in advance to the appropriate Stale official. When required in advance, the Union shall
reimburse the State for additional expenses, such as security, maintenance, and facility
management costs or utilities, incurred as a result of the Union’s use of such State facili-
ties.
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2.6 Steward Time Off
Upon request of an aggrieved employee, a steward shall be allowed reasonable time off
during working hours, without loss of compensation, for representational purposes in
accordance with Section 2.1 (A) of this Contract, provided the employee represented is in
the steward’s designated area of representation. Release time for these purposes is subject
to prior notification and approval by the steward’s immediate supervisor. Upon mutual
agreement of the partics, a reasonable number of additional stewards can also be granted
reasonable time off under this section.
2.7 Employee Time Off
Employees shall be entitled to reasonable time off without loss of compensation to confer
with a Union representative on representational matters at the work site in accordance with
Section 2.2 above during work hours, subject to approval of the employee’s supervisor.
2.8 Union Steward Protection
The State shall be prohibited from imposing or threatening to impose reprisals, from dis-
criminating or threatening to discriminate against Union stewards, or otherwise interfer-
ing with, restraining, or coercing Union stewards because of the exercise of any rights
given by this Contract.
2.9 Union Information Packets
Upon initial appointment to any position as a probationary or permanent employee, the
employee shall be informed by the employer that the Union is the recognized employee
organization for the employee in said classification. The Statc shall present the employee
with a packet of Union information which has been supplied by the Union.
2.10 Orientation
A. During any regularly scheduled orientation session for new employees, a union staff
member or designee shall be given the opportunity to meet with bargaining unit employees
for 15 minutes for orientation of the employees to the Contract and the Union.
B. In work locations not accessible to regularly scheduled departmental orientation, each
new bargaining unit employee shall be given the opportunity to meet with a union repre-
sentative for 15 minutes during normal working hours for orientation to the Contract and
the Union.
ARTICLE 3 - UNION SECURITY
3.1 Union Security
The State agrees to deduct and transmit to the Union all membership dues authorized on
a form provided by the Union. Effective with the beginning of the first pay period follow-
ing ratification of this contract by the Legistature and the Union, the State agrees to cal-
culate, deduct, and transmit to the Union, Fair Share fees from State employees who do
not have membership dues deductions for the Union, based upon an amount or formula
fumished by the Union for Fair Share fees deductions. The State further agrees to recal-
culate, deduct, and transmit Fair Share fees to the Union based upon any revised amounts
or formulas furnished by the Union for Fair Share fees deductions during the term of this
contract. The State and the Union agree that a system of authorized dues deductions and
a system of Fair Share fee deductions shall be operated in accordance with Government
Code Sections 3513(h), 3513(j), 3515, 3515.6, 3515.7, and 3515.8, subject to the follow-
ing provisions:
1. When Fair Share fees are in effect, an employee may withdraw from membership
in the Union by sending a signed withdrawal letter to the Union with a copy to the
State Controller at any time. An employee who so withdraws his/her membership
shall be subject to paying a Fair Share fee, if such a fee is applicable.
2. The Union agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold the State and its agents harmless
against any claims made of any nature and against any suit instituted against the State
arising from this section and the deductions arising therefrom.
3. The Union agrees to annually notify all State employees who pay Fair Share fees
of their right to demand and receive from the Union a return of part of that fee pur-
suant to Government Code Section 3515.8.
4. No provisions of this section or any disputes arising thereunder shall be subject to
the grievance and arbitration procedure contained in this Contract.
5. Should a recession election be successful, the written authorization for payrolt de-
ductions for Union membership shall remain in full force and effect during the life of
this contract except that any employee may withdraw from the Union by sending a
signed withdrawal letter to the Union with a copy of the State Controller’s Office
within thirty (30) calendar days prior to the expiration of this Contract.
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3.2 Release of Home Addresses: Non Law Enforcement Employees
A. Home Addresses - Generally
1. Consistent with PERB regulations and State law, the State shall continue to provide
the Union with home addresses on a monthly basis for all employees covered by this
Contract until it expires.
2. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Contract, any employee may have his/
her home address withheld from the Union at any time by submitting a written request
to hisfher appointing power on a form provided by the State.
B. Home Address Withholding
Effective one month following ratification of this Contract by both parties, the State will
no longer use an Employee Action Request form that provides employees with the option
of having their home address withheld from the Union. Instead, bargaining unit employ-
ees will, upon request on their own initiative, be given a separate form by their appointing
power that permits two choices: (1) withhold their address from the Union, or (2) to
cancel a previous withhold request thereby permitting release of their home address to the
Union.
C. Home Address Withhold Notification to Employees
Within one month following ratification of this contract by both parties, the State will send
a letter drafted by the Union to all existing employees that have previously requested their
home address be withheld. The letter will provide said employees with the option of
canceling their previous withhold request thereby permitting release of their home address
to the Union
D. Release and Use of Addresses
The State Controller’s Office shall send the Union a list of all Bargaining Unit 1, 3, 4 and
11 employees who, pursuant to subsection (C) above, either did not respond or responded
by indicating they wanted to continue withholding their home address from the Union.
Said list(s) will contain the employee’s name, agency, and reporting unit.
E. Home Address Mailings by the State
The State will mail Union information once per year to the home address of bargaining
unit employees who have requested their home address be withheld from the Union. Said
material shall be provided by the Union. The cost of this mailing shall be paid for by the
Union. The Union agrees to hold the State harmless for any annual mail that does not
reach employees in Bargaining Units 1, 3, 4 and 11.
F. Address Confidentiality
Employee work and home addresses shall be maintained as confidential by the Union.
The Union shall take all reasonable steps to ensure the security of work and home ad-
dresses, and shall not disclose or otherwise make them available to any person, entity, or
organization.
G. Costs Reimbursable
The Union agrees to pay necessary and reasonable costs incurred by the State Controller’s
Office to produce the necessary name/home/work address tape file on a monthly basis.
H. Hold Harmless and Indemnification :
Notwithstanding any other provision of this Contract, the Union agrees to jointly defend
this section and to hold the State of Califomnia, its subdivisions, and agents harmless in
defending challenges of any nature arising as a result of this section of the Contract.
1. Nature of Material
The Union agrees that any literature mailed to employees by the State will not be libelous,
obscene, defamatory, or of a partisan political nature or constitute a solicitation of any
product or service unrelated to representation by the Union, including that provided by
and mailed on behalf of the Union. Advertisements or articles in Union provided material
involving partisan politics shall not be considered of a partisan political nature or consti-
tute a solicitation of any product or service for the purposes of this Contract.
ARTICLE 4 - STATE’S RIGHTS
A. Except for those rights which are abridged or limited by this Contract, all rights are
reserved to the State.
B. Consistent with this Contract, the rights of the State shall include, but not be limited to,
the right to determine the mission of its constituent departments, commissions, and boards;
to maintain efficiency of State operation; to set standards of service; to determine, consis-
tent with Article VII of the Constitution, the Civil Service Act, and rules pertaining thereto,
the procedures and standards of selection for employment and promotion, layoff, assign-
ment, scheduling and training; to determine the methods, means, and personnel by which
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State operations are to be conducted; to take all necessary action to carry out its mission
in emergencies; to exercise control and discretion over the merits, necessity, or organiza-
tion of any service or activity provided by law or executive order. The State has the right
to make reasonable rules and regulations pertaining to employees consistent with this Con-
tract, provided that any such rule shall be uniformly applied to all affected employees who
are similarly situated.
C. This article is not intended to, nor may it be construed to, contravene the spirit or intent
of the merit principle in State employment, nor limit the rights of State Civil Service em-
ployees provided by Article VII of the State Constitution or bylaws and rules enacted
thereto. Any matters which concern the application of the merit principle to State employ-
ees are exclusively within the purview of those processes provided by Article VII of the
State Constitution or bylaws and rules enacted thereto.
ARTICLE 5 - GENERAL PROVISIONS
5.1 No Strike
A. During the term of this Contract, neither the Union nor its agents nor any employee, for
any reason, will authorize, institute, aid, condone, or engage in a work slowdown, work
stoppage, strike, ot any other interference with the work and statutory functions or obli-
gations of the State.
B. The Union agrees to notify all of its officers, stewards, chief stewards, and staff of their
obligation and responsibility for maintaining compliance with this section, including the
responsibility to remain at work during any activity which may be caused or initiated by
others, and to encourage employees violating this section to retum to work.
5.2 No Lockout
No lockout of employees shall be instituted by the State during the term of this Contract.
5.3 Individual Agreements Prohibited
The State shall not negotiate with or enter into memoranda of understanding or adjust
grievances or grant rights or benefits not covered in this Contract to any employee unless
such action is with Union concurrence.
5.4 Savings Clause
Should any provision(s) of this Contract be found unlawful by a court of competent juris-
diction or invalidated by subsequently enacted legislation, the remainder of the Contract
shall continue in force. Upon occurrence of such an event, the parties shall meet and
confer as soon as practical to renegotiate the invalidated provision(s).
5.5 Reprisals
The State and the Union shall be prohibited from imposing or threatening to impose re-
prisals by discriminating or threatening to discriminate against employees, or otherwise
interfering with, restraining, or coercing employees because of the exercise of their rights
under the Ralph C. Dills Act or any right given by this Contract. The principles of agency
shall be liberally construed.
5.6 Supersession
A. The following enumerated Government Code Sections and all existing rules, regula-
tions, standards, practices and policies which implement the enumerated Government Code
Sections are hereby incorporated into this Contract. However, if any other provision of
this Contract alters or is in conflict with any of the Government Code Sections enumerated
below, the Contract shall be controlling and supersede said Government Code Sections or
parts thereof and any rule, regulation, standard, practice or policy implementing such
provisions. The Govemment Code Sections listed below are cited in Section 35 17.6 of the
Dills Act:
Government Code Sections
1. General
19824 Establishes monthly pay periods.
19839 Provides lump sum payment for unused vacation accrued or compensating time
off upon separation.
19888  Specifies that service during an emergency is to be credited for vacation, sick
leave, and MSA.
19838 Over payments/Payroll errors
2. Step Increases
19829 Requires DPA to establish minimum and maximum salaries with intermediate
steps.
19832 Establishes annual Merit Salary Adjustments (MSA's) for employees who meet
standards of efficiency.
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19834 Requires MSA payments to qualifying employees when funds are available.
19835 Provides employees with the right to cumulative adjustments for a period not to
exceed two years when MSA's are denied due to lack of funds. )
19836 Provides for hiring at above the minimum salary limit in specific instances.
19837 Authorizes rates above the maximum of the salary range when a person’s position
is downgraded. (Red Circle Rates)

3. Vacations

19856 Requires DPA to establish rules regulating vacation accrual for part-time employ-
ees and those transferring from one State agency to another.

19863 Allows vacation use while on temporary disability (due to work-incurred injury)
10 augment paycheck.

19991.4 Provides that absence of an employee for a work-incurred compensable injury
or disease is considered continuous service for the purpose of the right to vacation.

4. Sick Leave

19859 Defines amount eamed and methods of accrual for full-time and part-time em-
ployees.

19863 Allows sick leave use while on temporary disability (due to work-incurred injury)
to augment paycheck.

19863.1 Provides sick leave credit while employee is on industrial disability leave and
prescribes how it may be used.

19864 Allows the DPA to provide by rule for sick leave without pay for employees who
have used up their sick leave with pay.

19991.4 Provides that absence of an employee for a work-incurred compensable injury
or disease is considered continuous service for the purpose of the right to sick leave.

S. Uniforms, Work Clothes, and Safety Equipment

19850.4 Provides for work clothes for purposes of sanitation or cleanliness to be main-
tained and owned by the State.

19850.5 Provides for initial issuance of required safety equipment at State expense.
6. Industrial Disability Leave (IDL)

19869 Defines who is covered.

19870 Defines “IDL” and “full pay”.

19871 Provides terms of IDL coverage in lieu of workers’ compensation temporary dis-
ability payment.

19871.1 Provides for continued benefits while on IDL.

19872 Prohibits payment of temporary disability or sick leave pay to employees on IDL.
19873 Inapplicability of retraining and rehabilitation provisions of Labor Code to em-
ployees covered by IDL.

19874  Allows employees to receive Workers® Compensation benefits after exhaustion of
IDL benefits.

19875 Requires three-day waiting period, unless hospitalized or disabled more than 14
days.

19876 Payments contingent on medical certification and vocational rehabilitation.
19877 Authorizes DPA to adopt rules governing IDL.

19877.1 Sets effective date.

7. Non-Industrial Disability Insurance (NDI)

19878 Definitions.

19879 Sets the amount of benefits and duration of payment.

19880 Sets standards and procedures.

19880.1 Allows employee option to exhaust vacation prior to NDI.

19881 Bans NDI coverage if employee is receiving unemployment compensation.
19882 Bans NDI coverage if employee is receiving other cash payment benefits.
19883 Provides for discretionary deductions from benefit check, including employer con-
" tributions; employees do not accrue sick leave or vacation credits or service credits for any
other purpose.

19884 Filing procedures; determination and payment of benefits.

19885 Authorizes DPA to establish rules governing NDI.

8. Life Insurance

20750.11 Provides for employer contributions.

21400 Establishes group term life insurance benefits.

21404 Provides for Death Benefit from PERS.

21405 Sets Death Benefit at $5,000 plus 50 percent of one year’s salary.
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9. Health Insurance

22816 Provides for continuation of health plan coverage during leave of absence with-
out pay.

22825 Provides for employee and employer contribution.

22825.1 Sets employer contribution.

10. Workweek

19851 Sets 40-hour workweek and 8-hour day.

11. Overtime

19844 Directs DPA to establish rules regarding cash compensation and compensating
time off.

19848 Permits the granting of compensating time off in lieu of cash compensation within
12 calendar months after overtime worked. '

19849 Requires DPA to adopt rules governing overtime and the appointing power to
administer and enforce them.

19863 Allows use of accumulated compensable overtime while on temporary disability
(due to work-incurred injury) to augment paycheck.

12. Deferred Compensation

19993 Altows employees to deduct a portion of their salaly to participate in a deferred
compensation plan.

13. Relocation Expenses

19841 Provides relocation expenses for involuntary transfer or promotion requiring a
change in residence.

14. Travel Expenses

19820 Provides reimbursement of travel expenses foroff icers and employees of the State
on State business.

19822 Provides reimbursement to the State for housing, maintenance and other services
provided to employees.

15. Unpaid Leaves of Absence

19991.2 Allows the appointing power to grant a two-year leave for service in a technical
cooperation program.

19991.4 Provides that absence of an employee for work-incurred compensable injury or
disease is considered as continuous service for purposes of salary adjustments, sick leave,
vacation or scniority.

19991.6 Provides one year of pregnancy leave or less as required by a permanent female
employee.

16. Performance Reports

19992.2 Requires the appointing power to prepare performance teports and show them
to the employees.

19992.3 Requires performance reports to be considered in salary increases and decreases,
layoffs, transfers, demotions, dismissals and promotional examinations as prescribed by
DPA rule.

17. Involuntary Transfers

19841 Provides relocation expenses for involuntary transfer or promotion requiring a
change in residence.

19994.1 Authorizes involuntary transfers. Requires 60-day prior written notice when
transfer requires change in residence.

19994.2 Allows seniority to be considered when two or more employees are in a class
affected by involuntary transfers which require a change in residence.

18. Demotion and Layoff

19997.2 Provides for subdivisional layoffs in a State agency subject to DPA approval.
Subdivisional reemployment lists take priority over others.

19997.3 Requires layoffs according to seniority in a class, except for certain classes in
which employee efficiency is combined with seniority to determine order of layoff.
19997.8 Allows demotion in licu of layoff.

19997.9 Provides for salary at maximum step on displacement by another employee’s
demotion, provided such salary does not exceed salary received when demoted.
19997.10 An employee displaced by an employee with return rights may demote in lieu
of layoff. .

19997.11 Establishes reemployment lists for laid-off or demoted employees.

19997.12 Guarantees same step of salary range upon recertification after layoff or de-
motion.
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19997.13 Requires 30-day written notice prior to layoff and not more than 60 days after
seniority computed.
19998 Employees affected by layoff due to management-initiated changes should re-
ceive assistance in finding other placement in State service.
19998.1 State restriction on appointments.
19. Incompatible Activities
19990 Requires each appointment power to determine activities which are incompatible,
in conflict with, or inimical to their employees® duties; provides for identification of and
prohibits such activities.
20. Training
19995.2 Provides for counseling and training programs for employees whose positions
are to be eliminated by automation, technological or management-initiated changes.
19995.3 Provides for Department of Rehabilitation to retrain and refer disabled State
employees to positions in State service.
5.7 Non-Discrimination
A. No State employee shall be discriminated against in State employment on the basis of
race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sexual orien-
tation, political affiliation, or physical or mental disability as defined in the Americans
with Disabilities Act.
B. Allegations of discrimination shall not be subject to the grievance and arbitration pro-
cedure, but may be appealed to the State Personnel Board through the existing State Equal
Employment Opportunity (EEO) complaint process, and/or the Department of Fair Em-
ployment and Housing, and/or the Federal Equal Employment Opportunity Commission.
5.8 Sexual Harassment
A. No State employee shall be subject to sexual harassment. The State agrees to take such
actions as necessary to ensure that this purpose is achieved, and shall post a statement of
its commitment to this principle at all work sites.
B. Allegations of sexual harassment shall not be subject to the grievance and arbitration
procedure, but may be appealed to the State Personnel Board through the existing State
Equal Employment Opportunity (EEO) complaint process, and/or the Depariment of Fair
Employment and Housing, and/or the Federal Equal Employment Opportunity Commis-
sion.
5.9 Joint Labor/Management Committee on Discrimination
The parties agree to establish a joint labor/management committee on discrimination in
State service. The commitiee shall review issues including the relationship of discrimi-
nation to adverse actions, departmental equal employment opportunity programs and current
processes that deal with discrimination complaints. The types of discrimination include
race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, national origin, ancestry, marital status, physical or
mental disability, sexual orientation, or political affiliation.
The committee shall assess available data that identifies and measures discrimination in
the workplace. The committee may recommend to the State Personnel Board the collec-
tion of data relevant to the committee’s charge. The committee may call upon experts in
the field to help the committee analyze the extent of discrimination in the workplace.
1. The committee shall begin meeting within 90 days after ratification of this Con-
tract.
2. The committee will consist of an equal number of Union and State representatives.
Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 shall have one representative each. Other bargaining units may
have one Union/employee representative each. Selected members shall be represen-
tative of groups protected by the Federal and State civil rights legislation.
3. The State agrees that the Union representatives will serve and participate on the
committee without loss of compensation. The committee will be co-chaired by one
of the Union’s representatives, along with a co-chair representing the State.
4. The committee will conduct a study and prepare, within 12 months or no later then
December 2000 a report to the State Personnel Board with recommendations on ad-
dressing discrimination. The State agrees to provide Administrative Services and
Resources to support the committee’s charge and stated time lines.
5. The above report shall serve as a basis for the Union and the State to discuss
methods and programs to free the workplace from discrimination, as defined above,
in keeping with a diverse workforce.
5.10 Labor/Management Committees
The purpose of labor/management committees is to improve quality and efficiency in the
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work processes through frank and open discussion of those concerns and problems that
impede the workflow. Upon request of the Union and with the concurrence of the depart-
ment head or designee, a labor/management committee may be established by mutual
agreement to address specific or ongoing issues.
Such committees may be established according to the following guidelines:
1. The committees will consist of equal numbers of management and Union represen-
tatives.
2. Commiltee recommendations, if any, will be advisory in nature.
3. Labor/management committee meetings shall not be considered contract negotia-
tions and shall not be considered a substitute for the grievance procedure.
ARTICLE 6 - GRIEVANCE AND ARBITRATION PROCEDURE
6.1 Purpose N
A. This grievance procedure shall be used to process and resolve grievances arising under
this Contract and employment-related complaints.
B. The purposes of this procedure are:
1. To resolve grievances informally at the lowest possible level.
2. To provide an orderly pracedure for reviewing and resolving grievances promptly.
6.2 Definitions
A. A grievance is a dispute of one or more employees, or a dispute between the State and
the Union, involving the interpretation, application, or enforcement of the express terms
of this Contract.
B. A complaint is a dispute of one or more employees involving the application or inter-
pretation of a written rule or policy not covered by this Contract and not under the juris-
diction of the State Personnel Board. Complaints shall only be processed as far as the
department head or designee.
C. As used in this procedure, the term “immediate supervisor” means the individual iden-
tified by the department head.
D. As used in this procedure, the term “party"” means the Union, an employee, or the State.
E. A “Union representative” refers to a Union steward or staff representative or a bargain-
ing unit council representative.
6.3 Time Limits
Each party involved in a grievance shall act quickly so that the grievance may be resolved
promptly. Every effort should be made to complete action within the time timits contained
in the grievance procedure. However, with the mutual consent of the parties, the time
limitation for any step may be extended.
6.4 Waiver of Steps
The parties may mutually agree to waive any step of the grievance procedure.
6.5 Presentation
At any step of the grievance procedure, the State representative may determine it desirable
to hold a grievance conference. If a grievance conference is scheduled, the grievant or a
Union steward, or both, may attend without loss of compensation. A Union representative
or job steward may request a meeting at the first or second step.
6.6 Informal Discusston
An employee’s grievance initialty shall be discussed with the employee’s immediate su-
pervisor. Within seven calendar days, the immediate supervisor shall give his/her decision
or response.
6.7 Formal Grievance - Step 1
A. If an informal grievance is not resolved to the satisfaction of the grievant, a formal
grievance may be filed no later than:
1. 21 calendar days after employee can reasonably be expected to have known of the
event occasioning the grievance, or
2. Within 14 calendar days after receipt of the decision rendered in the informal griev-
ance procedure.
B. However, under no circumstances may the period in which to bring the grievance be
extended beyond the 21 calendar days in Item (1) above.
C. If the first level of appeal is the employee’s immediate supervisor, the grievant may
bypass Step 1.
D. A formal grievance shall be initiated in writing on a form provided by the State and
shall be filed with a designated supervisor or manager identified by each department head
as the first level of appeal.
E. Within 14 calendar days after receipt of the formal grievance, the person designated by
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the department head as the first level of appeal shall respond in writing to the grievance.
F. No contract interpretation or grievance settlement made at this stage of the grievance
procedure shall be considered precedential. All interpretations and settlements shall be
consistent with the provisions of this Coniract.

6.8 Formal Grievance - Step 2
A.Ifthe grievant is not satisfied with the decision rendered pursuant to Step 1, the grievant
may appeal the decision within 21 calendar days after receipt to a designated supervisor
or manager identified by each department head as the second level of appeal. If the de-
partment head or designee is the first level of appeal, the grievant may bypass Step 2.
B. Within 21 calendar days after receipt of the appealed grievance, the person desighated
by the department head as the second level of appeal shall respond in writing to the griev-
ance.
C. No contract interpretation or grievance settlement made at this stage of the grievance
procedure shall be considered precedential. All interpretations and settlements shall be
consistent with the provisions of this Contract.

6.9 Formal Grievance - Step 3
A. If the grievant is not satisfied with the decision rendered pursuant to Step 2, the grievant
may appeal the decision within 21 calendar days after receipt to a designated supervisor
or manager identified by each department head as the third level of appeal. If the depart-
ment head or designee is the second level of appeal, the grievant may bypass Step 3.
B. Within 21 calendar days after receipt of the appealed grievance, the person designated
by the department head as the third level of appeal shall respond in writing to the griev-
ance. A copy of the written response shall be sent concurrently to the CSEA Local 1000,
SEIU, 1108 “O” Street, Sacramento, CA 95814.

6.10 Formal Grievance - Step 4
A. If the grievant is not salisfied with the decision rendered at Step 3, the grievant may
appeal the decision within 30 calendar days after receipt to the Director of the Department
of Personnel Administration or designee.
B. Within 30 calendar days after receipt of the appealed grievance, the Director of the
Department of Personnel Administration or designee shall respond in writing to the griev-
ance.

6.11 Response
If the State fails to respond to a grievance within the time limits specified for that step, the
grievant shall have the right to appeal to the next step.

6.12 Formal Grievance - Step § .
A. If the grievance is not resolved at Step 4, within 30 calendar days after receipt of the
fourth level response, the Union shall have the right to submit the grievance to arbitration.
B. Within seven calendar days after the second notice requesting arbitration has been served
on the State or at a date mutually agreed to by the parties, the parties shall meet to select
an impartial arbitrator. If no agreement is reached at this meeting, the parties shall, im-
mediately and jointly, request the American Arbitration Association, State Conciliation
and Mediation Service, or the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service to submit to
them a panel of ten arbitrators from which the State and the Union shall alternately strike
names until one name remains and this person shall be the arbitrator. If the second notice
is not received within six months of the receipt of the fourth-level response, the request
for arbitration is withdrawn.
C. The arbitration hearing shall be conducted in accordance with the Voluntary Labor
Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association. The cost of arbitration shall
be borne equally between the parties.
D. An arbitrator may, upon request of the Union and the State, issue his/her decision,
opinion, or award orally upon submission of the arbitration. Either party may request that
the arbitrator put his/her decision, opinion, or award in writing and that a copy be pro-
vided.
E. The arbitrator shall not have the power to add to, subtract from, or modify this Contract.
Only grievances as defined in Section 6.2(A) of this Article shall be subject to arbitration.
In all arbitration cases, the award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding upon the
parties.

6.13 Health and Safety Grievances
A. It is the policy of the State employer to enforce safety and health, policies, procedures,
and work practices and protect employees from harm in connection with State operations.
B. To this end, the parties agree that it is in their mutual best interest to endeavor to make
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the work site free from situations, circumstances, or conditions that constitute an imme-
diate and recognizable threat to the health and safety of employees.
C. It is the intent of this Health and Safety Grievance Procedure to ensure a prompt re-
sponse to employees who feel that a situation exists which constitutes an immediate and
recognizable threat to their health and safety.
D. When an employee in good faith belicves that he/she is being required to work where
an immediate and recognizable threat to his/her health and safety exists, he/she will so
notify hisfher supervisor. The supervisor will immediately assess the situation, direct any
necessary corrective action to eliminate any immediate and recognizable threat to the
employee’s health and safety, and either direct the employee to temporarily perform some
other task or direct the employee 1o proceed with his/her assigned duties. If the Union or
the employee still believe the immediate and recognizable threat to his/her health and
safety exists, the Union or the employee may file a grievance alleging a violation of this
Section at Step 2 of the grievance procedure as follows:
1. Health and Safety Grievance - Step 2
a. If the grievant is not satisfied with the decision rendered by his/her supervisor,
the grievant may appeal the decision in writing, within 24 hours after receipt of the
decision to a designated supervisor or manager identified by each department as
the second level of appeal.
b. The person designated by the department head as the second level of appeal shall
respond to the grievance in writing within fourteen (14) calendar days.
2. Health and Safety Grievance - Step 3
a. If the grievant is not satisfied with the decision rendered pursuant to Step 2, the
grievant may appeal the decision in writing, within 24 hours after receipt of the
decision to a designated supervisor or manager identified by each department head
as the third level of appeal. If the department head or designee is the second level
of appeal, the grievant may bypass Step 3.
b. The person designated by the department head as the third level of appeat shall
respond to the grievance in writing within fourteen (14) calendar days.
¢. If the grievance is not resolved at Step 3 within 24 hours after receipt of the third
step response, the Union shall have the right to submit the grievance to arbitration.
d. The arbitration shall take place no later than 14 days following the Union’s re-
quest unless the parties mutually agree otherwise.
e. Arbitration shall be in accordance with Section 6.12(B) of this Article unless
otherwise provided.
6.14 Grievance Review
Upon request, the State shall meet monthly with the Union in an attempt to settle and
resolve grievances. The parties shall agree at least two weeks prior to each meeting on the
agenda and who shall attend.
ARTICLE 7 - HOLIDAYS
A. All full-time employees, except Civil Service exempt Unit 3 employees in the Depart-
ment of Education, shall be entitled-to such holidays with pay as provided below, in ad-
dition to any official State holidays declared by the Governor.
B. Such holidays shall include January 1, the third Monday in January, February 12, the
third Monday in February, the last Monday in May, July 4, the first Monday in September,
the second Monday in October, November 11, Thanksgiving Day, the day after Thanks-
giving, and December 25.
C. Every full-time employee, upon completion of six (6) months of his/her initial proba-
tionary period in State service, shall be entitled to one (1) personal holiday per fiscal year.
The personal holiday shall be credited to each full-time employee on the first day of July.
D. The department head or designee may require five (5) days advance notice before a
personal holiday is taken and may deny use subject to operational needs. When an em-
ployee is denied use of a personal holiday, the department head or designee may allow the
employee to reschedule the personal holiday or shall, at the department’s discretion allow
the employee to either carry the personal holiday to the next fiscal year or, cash out the
holiday on a straight time (hour for hour) basis. Employees shall not be allowed to carry
over or cash out more than two (2) personal holidays in any fiscal year.
E. The department head or designee shall make a reasonable effort to grant an employee
use of his/her personal holiday on the day of his/her desire subject to operational need.
F. When November 11 falls on a Saturday, full-time employees shall be entitled to the
preceding Friday as a holiday with pay.
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G. When a holiday other than a personal holiday or November 11 falls on a Saturday, full-
time employees shall, regardless of whether they work on the holiday, only accrue an
additional eight (8) hours of personal holiday credit per fiscal year per said holiday.

H. When a holiday other than a personal holiday falls on Sunday, full-time employees
shall be entitled to the Monday following as a holiday with pay.

L. For the purpose of computing the number of hours worked, time during which an em-
ployee is excused from work because of a holiday shall be considered as time worked by
the employee.

J. When a permanent full-time employee who works a minimum of forty (40) hours in a
week in which a holiday occurs and is required to work on the holiday, such employee
shall receive one and one-half (1-1/2) compensation for all hours worked on the holiday
plus, either eight (8) hours of holiday credit or cash compensation. The method of com-
pensation shall be at the State's discretion.

K. Less than full-time employees in workweek Group 2 who are required to work on a
holiday shall be entitled to compensation as follows: a pro-rated amount of holiday pay,
and time and one-half compensation for all hours worked (cash or time off at the
department’s discretion).

L. Less than full-time employees shall receive holidays in accordance with the following:

M. In the event that traditional, but unofficial holidays (e.g., Mother's Day, Father’s Day), or
religious holidays (e.g., Easter or Yom Kippur) fall on an employee’s scheduled workday,
the employee shall have the option to request the use of annual leave, accrued vacation,
holiday credits, personal leave and personal days or CTO time, in order to secure the day
off. The department head or designee shall make a reasonable effort to grant an employee
the day off subject to operational need.

ARTICLE 8 - LEAVES

8.1 Vacation Leave ]

A. Employees shall not be entitled to vacation leave credit for the first six (6) months of
service. On the first day of the monthly pay period following completion of six (6) quali-
fying monthly pay periods of continuous service, all full-time employees covered by this
section shall receive a one-time vacation bonus of 42 hours of vacation credit. Thereafter,
for each additional qualifying monthly pay period, the employee shall be allowed credit
for vacation with pay on the first day of the following month as follows:
7 months to 3 years 7 hours per month
37 months to 10 years 10 hours per month
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121 months to 15 years 12 hours per month
181 months to 20 years 13 hours per month
20 years and over 14 hours per month
An employee who returns to State service after an absence of six (6) months or longer,
caused by a permanent separation, shall receive a one-time vacation credit on the first
monthly pay period following completion of six (6) qualifying pay periods of continuous
service in accordance with the employee's total State service before and after the absence.
B. A full-time employee who has eleven (11) or more working days of service in a monthly
pay period shall earn vacation credits as set forth under Item (A) above. Absences from
State service resulting from a temporary or permanent separation for more than eleven
(11) consecutive working days which fall into two consecutive qualifying pay periods
shall disqualify the second pay period. '
C. Employees working less than full-time accrue vacation in accordance with the chart
shown in Article 7(L) of this Contract.
D. Vacation credits may be taken in fifteen (15) minute increments.
E. Employees are authorized to use existing fractional vacation hours that may have been
accumulated.
F. Upon termination from State employment, the employee shall be paid for accrued va-
cation credits for alt accrued vacation time.
G. Subject to operational needs, the time when vacation shall be taken by the employee
shall not be unreasonably denied. Employee vacation requests shall be submitted and
granted or denied in writing in a timely manner. Vacations can only be cancelled when
unanticipated operational needs require it.
H. Vacation requests must be submitted in accordance with departmental policies on this
subject. However, when two (2) or more employees on the same shift (if applicable) in
a work unit (as defined by each department head or designee) request the same vacation
time and approval cannot be given to all employees requesting it, employees shall be granted
their preferred vacation period in order of seniority (defined as total months of State ser-
vice in the same manner as vacation is accumulated). When two (2) or more employees
have the same amount of State service, department seniority will be used to break the tie.
Vacation schedules, which have been established in a work unit, pursuant to the seniority
provisions in this article, shall not be affected by employee(s) entering the unit after the
schedule has been established.
I. By June 1 of each calendar year those employees whose vacation balance exceeds, or
could exceed by December 31, the vacation cap of Article 8.1 (J) must submit to their
supervisor for approval a plan to use vacation to bring their balance below the cap. If the
employee fails to submit a plan, or adhere to an approved plan, the depariment head or
designee has the right to order an employee to take sufficient vacation to reduce the
employee’s vacation balance or potential balance on December 31 below the cap specified
in Section 8.1 (J).
J. If an employee does not use all of the vacation that the employee has accrued in a
calendar year, the employee may carry over his/her accrued vacation credits to the follow-
ing calendar year to a maximum of 400 hours. A department head or designee shall permit
an employee to carry over more than 400 hours of accrued vacation leave hours if an
employee was unable to reduce his/her accrued hours because the employee: (1) was re-
quired to work as a result of fire, flood, or other extensive emergency; (2) was assigned
work of a priority or critical nature over an extended period of time; (3) was absent on full
salary for compensable injury; (4) was prevented by department regulations from taking
vacation until December 31 because of sick leave; or (5) was on jury duty.
8.2 Sick Leave

A. As used in this section, “sick leave” means the necessary absence from duty of an
employee because of:

1. Iliness or injury, including iliness or injury relating to pregnancy.

2. Exposure to a contagious disease which is determined by a physician to require

absence from work,

3. Dental, eye, and other physical or medical examination or treatment by a licensed

practitioner.

4. Absence from duty for attendance upon the employee’s ill or injured mother, father,

husband, wife, son, daughter, brother, or sister, or any person residing in the imme-

diate household. Such absence shall be limited to 5 workdays per occurrence or, in

extraordinary situations, to the time necessary for care until physician or other care

can be arranged.
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B. A full-time employee who has 11 or more working days of service in a monthly pay
period shall be eligible for up to 8 hours of sick leave credit. On the first day of the
monthly pay period following completion of each qualifying pay period of service, each
full-time employee shall eamn 8 hours of credit for sick leave with pay.
C. Credit for less than full-time employees shall be computed as follows:
1. Part-time employees. On the first day of the monthly pay period following comple-
tion of each monthly pay period of continuous service, each part-time employee shall
be allowed, on a pro rata basis, the fractional part of his/her appropriate accrual rate
of credit for sick leave with pay in accordance with the schedule in Article 7(L);
2. Multiple positions under this rule:
a. An employee holding a position in State service in addition to the primary full-
time position with the State shall not receive credit for sick leave with pay for
service in the additional position;
b. Where an employee holds 2 or more “less than full-time positions,” the time
worked in each position shall be combined for purposes of computing credits for
sick leave with pay, but such credits shall not exceed the amount earned for (8
hours per pay period) full-time employment credit.
D. The department head or designee shall approve sick leave only after having ascertained
that the absence is for an authorized reason and may require the employee to submit sub-
stantiating evidence including, but not limited to, a physician’s or licensed practitioner's
verification. The State recognizes the confidential nature of the relationship between the
health care provider and patient. However, such substantiation shall include, but not be
limited to, the general nature of the employee’s illness or injury and prognosis (i.e., the
anticipated length of the absence, any restrictions upon return to work that prevent the
employee from performing the full range of his/her normal work assignment and antici-
pated future absences). If the department head or designee does not consider the evidence
adequate, the request for sick leave shall be disapproved. Upon request, a denial of sick
leave shall be in writing stating the reason for denial.
E. An employee may be required to provide a physician's or licensed practitioner’s veri-
fication of sick leave when:
1. The employee has a demonstrable pattem of sick leave abuse; or
2. The supervisor believes the absence was for an unauthorized reason.
E. Sick leave may be accumulated without limit.
G. Sick leave may be requested and taken in 15 minute increments.
H. A full-time employee whose continuity of employment is broken by a permanent sepa-
ration of 6 months or longer and is subsequently reemployed cannot be credited with any
unused sick leave accumulated prior to the employee’s separation and the full-time em-
ployee must complete one month of continuous service before being granted one day of
sick leave credit. In addition, when a full-time employee has a break in the continuity of
employment because of a permanent separation of less than six months or because of a
temporary separation, the full-time employee's prior unused sick leave balance is restored.
1. When an employee’s sick leave balance is zero, other leave credits such as vacation,
CTO, PLP, personal holiday, personal day, or holiday leave may be substituted with the
supervisor's approval, and shall not be unreasonably denied.
8.3 Bereavement Leave
A. A department head or designee shall authorize bereavement leave with pay for a per-
manent or probationary full-time State employce due to the death of his/her parent, step-
parent, spouse, child, grandchild, grandparent, brother, sister, stepchild, or death of any
person residing in the immediate household of the employee at the time of death. Such
bereavement leave shall be authorized for up to three eight-hour days (24 hours) per oc-
currence. The employee shall give notice to his/her immediate supervisor as soon as possible
and shall, if requested by the employee’s supervisor, provide substantiation to support the
request upon the employee’s return to work.
B. A department head or designee shall authorize annual leave, vacation, personal holiday,
personal day, holiday credit, CTO, or PLP for a permanent full-time or probationary full-
time State employee due to the death of his/her mother-in-law, father-in-law, daughter-in-
law, son-in-law, sister-in-law, brother-in-law. Such leave shall be authorized for up to
three regular workdays (24 hours) per fiscal year. The employee shall give notice to his/
her immediate supervisor as soon as possible and shall, if requested by the employee's
supervisor, provide substantiation to support the request.
C. If the death of a person as described above requires the employee to travel over 400
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miles one way from his/her home, additional time off with pay shall be granted for two
additionat days which shall be deducted from accrued sick leave. Should additional leave
be necessary, the department head or designee may authorize the use of existing leave
credits or authorized leave without pay.
D. Employees may utilize their vacation, CTO, or any other eamed leave credits for ad-
ditional time required in excess of time allowed in (A) or time required due to the death
of other relatives not listed in (A) above. Sick leave may be utilized for Bereavement
Leave in accordance with the provisions of sick leave in Article 8.2.
E. Fractional time base (part-time) employees will be eligible for bereavement leave on
pro rata basis, based on the employees’ fractional time base. [See chart in Article 7(L) in
this Contract.] ’
8.4 Parental Leave
A. A female permanent employee shall be entitled, upon request, to an unpaid leave of
absence for purposes of pregnancy, childbirth, recovery therefrom or care for the newborn
child for a period not to exceed one (1) year. The employee shall provide medical substan-
tiation to support her request for pregnancy leave. The request must include the beginning
and ending dates of the leave and must be requested no later than 30 calendar days after
the birth of the child. Any changes to the leave, once approved, are permissive and subject
to the approval of the department head or designee.
B. A male spouse or male parent, who is a permanent employee, shall be entitled, upon
request, to an unpaid leave of absence for a period not to exceed one (1) year to care for
his newborn child. The employee shall provide medical substantiation to support his request
for parental leave. The request must include the beginning and ending dates of the leave
and must be requested no later than 30 calendar days after the birth of the child. Any
changes to the leave, once approved, are permissive and subject to the approval of the
department head or designee.
C. If the request for parental leave is made more than thirty (30) calendar days after the
birth of the child, a permissive unpaid leave of absence may be considered by the depart-
ment head or designee.
D. During the period of time an employee is on parental leave, he/she shall be allowed to
continue their health, dental, and vision benefits. The cost of these benefits shall be paid
by the employee and the rate that the employee will pay will be the group rate.
8.5 Adoption Leave
A. A department head or designee shall grant a permanent employee’s request for an unpaid
leave of absence for the adoption of a child for a period not to exceed one (1) year. The
employee may be required to provide substantiation to support the employee’s request for
adoption leave.
B. During the period of time an employee is on adoption leave, he/she shall be allowed to
continue their health, dental, and vision benefits. The cost of these benefits shall be paid
by the employee and the rate that the employee will pay will be the group rate.
C. Existing leave credits may be used for the purpose of assuming custody of the adopted
child. .
8.6 Union Leave
The Union shall have the choice of requesting an unpaid leave of absence or a paid leave
of absence (Union leave) for a Union bargaining council representative, steward, or chief
job steward. An unpaid leave of absence may be granted by the State pursuant to the
unpaid leave of absence provisions in this contract. A Union leave may also be granted
during the term of this Contract at the discretion of the affected department head or des-
- ignee in accordance with the following:
1. The Union leave shall normally be requested on a State-approved form, fourteen
(14) calendar days prior to the date of the leave. - .
2. A Union leave shall assure an employee the right to histher former position upon
termination of the leave. The term “former position™ is defined in Government Code
Section 18522.
3. The Union agrees to reimburse the affected department(s) for the full amount of the
affected employee’s salary, plus an additional amount equal to 35 percent of the af-
fected employee’s salary, for all the time the employee is off on a Union leave.
4. The affected employee shall have no right to return from a Union leave earlier than
the agreed upon date without the approval of the employee's appointing power.
5. Except in emergencies or layoff situations, a Union leave shall not be terminated
by the department head or designee prior to the expiration date.
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6. Employces on a Union leave shall suffer no loss of compensation o benefits.
7. Whether or not time for a Union leave is counted for merit purposes shall be deter-
mined by the State Personnel Board and such determination shall not be grievable or
arbitrable.
8. Employees on Union leave under this provision and the Union shall waive any and
all claims against the State for Workers' Compensation and Industrial Disability Leave.
9. In the event an employee on a Union leave, as discussed above, files a Workers’
Compensation claim against the State of California or any agency thereof, for an injury
or injuries sustained while on a Union leave, the Union agrees to indemnify and hold
harmless the State of California or agencies thereof, from both workers’ compensation
Tiability and any costs of legal defense incurred as a result of the filing of the claim.
8.7 Unpaid Leave of Absence
A. A department head or designee may grant an unpaid leave of absence for a period not
1o exceed one (1) year. The employee shall provide substantiation to support the employee’s
request for an unpaid leave of absence.
B. Except as otherwise provided in subsection (C) below, an unpaid leave of absence shall
not be granted to any employee who is accepting some other position in State employ-
ment; or who is leaving State employment to enter other outside employment; or does not
intend to, nor can reasonably be expected to, return to State employment on or before the
expiration of the unpaid leave of absence. A leave, so granted, shall assure an employee
the right to his/er former position upon termination of the leave. The tesm “former position”
is defined in Government Code Section 18522.
C. An unpaid leave of absence may be granted for, but not limited to, the following rea-
sons:
1. Union activity; .
2. For temporary incapacity due to illness or injury;
3. To be loaned to another govemmental agency for performance of a specific assign-
ment; :
4. To seek or accept other employment during a layoff situation or otherwise lessen
the impact of an impending layoff;
5. Education;
6. Research project;
7. Personal or family matters; or
8. Run for public office.
D. Extensions of an unpaid leave of absence may be requested by the employee and may
e granted by the department head or designee.
E. A leave of absence shall be terminated by the depariment head or designee (1) at the
expiration of the leave; or (2) prior to the expiration date with written notice at least thirty
(30) workdays prior to the effective date of the revocation.
8.8 Catastrophic Leave
Upon request of an employee and upon approval of a department director or designee,
leave credits (CTO, personal leave, annual leave, vacation, personal day, and/or holiday
credit) shall be transferred from one or more employees to another employee, in accor-
darice with the departmental policies, under the following conditions:
1. Sick leave credits cannot be transferred;
2. When the receiving employee faces financial hardship due to injury or the pro-
longed illness of the employee, employee’s spouse, or child, parent, or spouse's par-
ent;
3. ‘The receiving employee has exhausted all leave credits;
4. The donations must be 2 minimum of 1 hour and thereafter, in whole hour incre-
ments and credited as vacation.
S. Personal holiday must be transferred in one day increments (Personal holiday
donations shall be made pursuant to the donating employee’s time base.);
6. Transfer of annual leave, personal leave, vacation, CTO, personal day, and holiday
credits shall be allowed to cross departmental lines in accordance with the policies of
the receiving department;
7. The total leave credits received by the employee shall normally not exceed three
months; however, if approved by the appointing authority, the total leave credits re-
ceived may be six months;
8. Donations shall be made on a form to be supplied by the State, signed by donating
employee, and verified by the donating depariment, When donations are used, they
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will be processed based on date and time received (first in, first used). Unused do-
nations shall be returned to the appropriate donor;
9. This section is not subject to the Grievance and Arbitration Article of the Contract.
8.9 Catastrophic Leave - Natural Disaster
Upon request of an employee and upon approval of a department director or designee,
leave credits (CTO, vacation, personal leave, annual leave, personal day, and/or holiday
credit) shall be transferred from one or more employees to another employee, in accor-
dance with departmental policies, under the following conditions:
1. Sick leave credits cannot be transferred;
2. When the receiving employee faces financial hardship due to the effect of the
natural disaster on the employee's principal residence;
3. The receiving employee has exhausted all vacation, annual leave, and CTO credits
and resides in one of the counties where a State of Emergency exists as declared by
the Govemor;
4. The donations must be a minimum of 1 hour and thereafter, in whole hour incre-
ments and credited as vacation;
5. Personal holiday must be transferred in one day increments. (Personal holiday
donations shall be made pursuant to the donating employee’s time base);
6. Transfer of annual leave, vacation, personal leave, CTO, personal day, and holiday
credits shall be allowed to cross departmental lines in accordance with the policies of
the receiving department;
7. The total leave credits received by the employee shall normally not exceed three
(3) months; however, if approved by the appointing authority, the total leave credits
received may be six (6) months;
8. Donations shall be made on a form to be supplied by the State, signed by the
donating employee, and verified by the donating department. When donations are
used, they will be processed based on date and time received (first in, first used).
Unused donations shall be returned to the appropriate donor;
9. This section is not subject to the Grievance and Arbitration Article of this Contract.
8.10 Release Time for State Civil Service Examinations
A. Employees who are participating in a State civil service examination shall be granted
reasonable time off without loss of compensation to participate in an examination if the
examination has been scheduled during his/her normal work hours and the employee has
provided reasonable (normally two working days) notice to his/her supervisor. For the
purposes of this section, hiring interviews for individuals certified from employment lists,
individuals on SROA lists seeking transfers, or individuals seeking transfers in depart-
ments where the department head or designee determines the department is in a layoff
mode shatl be considered part of the examination process. The State shall attempt to
accommodate a shift change request from an employee who is scheduled to work a grave-
yard shift on the day of a State Personnel Board examination.
B. Authorized release time for reasonable travel time to and from the examination site may
be granted by the department.
8.11 Release Time for State Personnel Board Hearings
Upon two (2) working days advance notice, the State shall provide reasonable time off
without loss of compensation for a reasonable number of employees to attend hearings
conducted by the California State Personnel Board during the employee's normal work
hours provided that the employee is either (1) a party to the hearing proceedings, e.g., an
appellant, or (2) is specifically affected by the results of the hearing and has been sched-
uled to appear or testify before the State Personnel Board. The State shall attempt to
accommodate a shift change request from an employee involved in (1) or (2) above on the
day of a State Personnel Board hearing.
8.12 Leave Credits Upon Transfer in State Service
All employees shall, upon transfer in State service, transfer with all accumulated vacation,
annual leave, personal leave, personal days and sick leave credits.
8.13 Court Appearance and/or Subpoenas
A. Whenever an employee is served with a subpoena which compels his/her presence as
a witness, unless he/she is a party or an expert witness, such employee shall be granted a
leave of absence with pay in the amount of the difference between the employee’s regular
earnings and any amount he/she receives for such appearance.
B. This action shall not be applicable to appearances for which the employee receives
compensation in excess of his/her regular pay.
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8.14 Jury Duty

A. An employee shall be allowed such time off without loss of compensation as is required

in connection with mandatory jury duty. Upon receiving notice of jury duty an employee

shall immediately provide a copy of the notice to his/her supervisor.

B. If payment is made for such time off, the employee is required to remit to the State jury

fees received. If an employee elects to use accrued vacation leave or compensating time

" off while on jury duty, the employee is not required to remit jury fees. For the purposes
of this section, “jury fees” means fees received for jury duty excluding payment for mile-
age, parking, meals, or other out-of-pocket expenses.

C. For an employee summoned to jury duty during hours other than the employee’s regular

and customary shift, management will endeavor to temporarily reassign the employee to

a work shift that more closely coincides with the hours the employee is required to serve

on jury duty, including any necessary travel time, subject to the following:

1. The department already maintains an appropriate work shift that utilizes the
employee’s classification; and
2. The operational needs of the department permit such reassignment,

D. An employee shall be allowed time off without loss of compensation if approved by the

department head or designee for voluntary jury duty such as grand jury. If approved by

the department, paragraphs (B) and (C) apply.

E. For the purpose of this section, an employee summoned to jury duty may be required

to adjust their work shift to an eight hour schedule.

F. An employec summoned to jury duty who does not serve for a full day or who is placed

on “on-call” status shall return to work to complete hisfher scheduled workday if reason-

able time remains for such return. An employee may not be required to report back to
work if he/she feels there is not reasonably enough time left in the workday and if the
employee's supervisor concurs. Concurrence will not be unreasonably withheld.

8.15 Personal Leave Program -

A. Personal Leave shall be requested and used by the employee in the same manner as

vacation or annual leave. Requests to use Personal Leave must be submitted in accor-

dance with departmental policies on vacation or annual leave. Employees may not be

required to use Personal Leave credits. .

B. At the discretion of the State, all or a portion of unused Personal Leave credits may be

cashed out at the employee's salary rate at the time the Personal Leave payment is made.

It is understood by both parties that the application of this cash out provision may differ

from department to department and from employee to employee. Departments shall con-

sider an employee’s request to retain leave credits for future use rather than have the leave
cashed out. Upon termination from State employment, the employee shall be paid for
unused Personal Leave credits in the same manner as vacation or annual leave. Cash out
or Jump sum payment for any Personal Leave credits shall not be considered as “compen-
sation” for purposes of retirement. If funds become available for the Personal Leave
program, departments will offer employees the opportunity to cash out accrued Personal

Leave.

C. If any dispute arises about this Personal Leave scction, an employee may file a griev-

ance and the decision reached at Step 4 (Department Of Personnel Administration) of the

grievance procedure shall be final and not subject to the arbitration clause of this contract.

D. Personal leave credits shall not be counted towards the 1,734/1,934 hours of compen-

sation for Special School employees subject to the State Special Schools 10-Month Com-

pensation Agreement.
8.16 Family Medical Leave Act (FMLA)

A. The State acknowledges ils commitment to comply with the spirit and intent of the

leave entitlement provided by the FMLA and the California Family Rights Act (CFRA)

referred to collectively as “FMLA.” The State and the Union recognize that on occasion

. it will be necessary for employees of the State to take job-protected leave for reasons
consistent with the FMLA. As defined by the FMLA, reasons for an FMLA leave may
include an employee’s serious health condition, for the care of a child, spouse, or parent
who has a serious health condition, and/or for the birth or adoption of a child.

B. For the purposes of providing the FMLA benefits the following definitions shall apply:
1. An eligible employee means an employee who meets the eligibility criteria set forth
in the FMLA;

2. An employee’s child means any child, regardless of age, who is affected by a se-
rious health condition as defined by the FMLA and is incapable of sclf care. *“Care”
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as provided in this section applies to the individual with the covered health condition;
3. An employee's parent means a parent or an individual standing i loco parentis as
set forth in the FMLA;
4. Leave may include paid sick leave, vacation, annual leave, personal leave, cata-
strophic leave, holiday credit, excess hours, and unpaid leave. In accordance with the
FMLA, an employee shall not be required to use CTO credits, unless otherwise speci-
fied by Article 8.8 of this Contract.
a. FMLA absences due to illness and/or injury of the employee or eligible family
member, may be covered with the employee’s available sick leave credits and
catastrophic Jeave donations. Catastrophic leave eligibility and sick leave credit
usage for a FMLA leave will be administered in accordance with Article 8.8 and 8.2
of this Contract.
b. Other leave may be substituted for the FMLA absence due to illness and/or in-
jury, at the employee’s discretion. An employee shall not be required to exhaust all
paid leave, before choosing unpaid leave, unless otherwise required by Article 8.8
of this Contract.
¢. FMLA absences for reasons other than illness and/or injury (i.e., adoption or care
of an eligible family member), may be covered with leave credits, other than sick
leave, including unpaid leave, at the employee’s discretion. Except in accordance
with Article 8.8 of this Contract, an employee shall not be required to exhaust all
leave credits available before choosing unpaid leave to cover an FMLA absence.
C. An eligible employee shall be entitled to a maximum of 12 workweeks (480 hours)
FMLA leave per defined year and all other rights set forth in the FMLA. This entitlement
shall be administered in concert with the other leave provisions in Article 8 of this Con-
tract. Nothing in this Contract should be construed to allow the State to provide less than
that provided by the FMLA.
D. An eligible employee shall provide certification of the need for an FMLA leave. Ad-
ditional certification may be requested if the department head or designee has reasonable
cause to believe the employee’s condition or eligibility for FMLA leave has changed. The
reasons for the additional certification request shall be provided to the employee in writ-
ing.
E. FMLA leave shall be recorded in accordance with the 12 month “rolling backward™
year. A “rolling” 12-month period is measured backward from the date the employee uses
any FMLA leave. Each time an employee takes an FMLA leave, the remaining leave
entitlement is any balance of the twelve (12) workweeks that has not been used during the
preceding twelve (12) months.
F. An employee on FMLA leave has a right to be restored to his/her same or “equivalent”
position (FMLA) or to a “comparable” position (CFRA) with equivalent pay, benefits, and
other terms and conditions of employment.
G. For the purposes of computing seniority, employees on paid FMLA leave will accrue
seniority credit in accordance with the Department of Personnel Administration Rules
599.608 and 599.609.
H. Any appeals regarding an FMLA decision should be directed to the department head or
designee. FMLA is a Federal law and administered and enforced by the Department of
Labor, Employment Standards Administration, Wage and Hour Division. The State’s CFRA
is a State law which is administered and enforced by Department of Fair Employment and
Housing. FMLA/CFRA does not supersede any article of this Contract which provides
greater family and medical leave rights. This section is not subject to grievance or arbi-
tration.
8.17 Mentoring Leave (Unit 1) )
A. Eligible Unit 1 employees may receive up to 40 hours of “mentoring leave” per cal-
endar year to participate in mentoring activities once they have used an equal amount of
their personal time for these activities. “Mentoring leave” is paid leave time which may
only be used by an employee to mentor. This leave does not count as time worked for
purposes of overtime. “Mentoring leave” may not be used for travel to and from the
mentoring location.
B. An employee must use an equal number of hours of his/her personal time (approved
annual leave, vacation, personal leave, personal holiday, or CTO during the workday and/
or personal time during non-working hours) prior to requesting “mentoring leave.” For
example, if an employee requests two (2) hours of “mentoring leave”, he/she must have
used two (2) verified hours of his/her personal time prior to receiving approval for the
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“mentoring leave”. “Mentoring leave” does not have to be requested in the same week or
month as the personal time was used. It does, however, have to be requested and used
before the end of the calendar year.
C. Prior (o requesting mentoring leave and in accordance with departmentat policy, an
employee shall provide his/her supervisor with verification of personal time spent mentoring
from the mentoring organization.
D. Requests for approval of vacation, CTO, and/or annual leave for mentoring activities
are subject to approval requirements in this Contract and in existing departmental policies.
Requests for approval of mentoring leave are subject to operational needs of the State,
budgetary limits, and any limitations imposed by law.
E. In order to be eligible for “mentoring leave,” an employee must:
1. Have a permanent full-time appointment;
2. Have successfully completed the probationary period for their current position; and
3. Have committed to mentor a child or youth through a bona fide mentoring orga-
nization for a minimum of one schoo! year. (Most programs are aligned with the
child’s normal school year; however, there may be some that are less or more. Depart-
ment management may make exceptions to the one school year commitment based on
the mentor program that is selected.)
F. Any appeals and/or disputes regarding this section shall be handled in accordance with
the Complaint procedure specified in Article 6 of this Contract.
8.17 Mentoring Leave (Unit 3)
A. Eligible Unit 3 employees may receive up to forty (40) hours of “mentoring” leave per
calendar year to participate in mentoring activities once they have used an equal amount
of their personal time for these activities. “Mentoring leave” is paid leave time which may
only be used by an employee to mentor. This leave does not count as time worked for
purposes of overtime. “Mentoring leave” may not be used for travel to and from the
mentoring location.
B. An employee must use an equal number of hours of his or her personal time (approved
annual leave, vacation, personal leave, personal holiday, or CTO during the work day and/
or personal time during non-working hours) prior to requesting “mentoring leave.” For
example, if an employee requests two (2) hours of “mentoring leave,” he or she must have
used two (2) verified hours of his or her personal time prior to receiving approval for the
“mentoring leave.” “Mentoring leave” does not have to be requested in the same week or
month as the personal time was used. It does, however, have to be requested and used
before the end of the calendar year.
C. Prior 10 requesting mentoring leave and in accordance with departmental policy, an
employee shall provide his or her supervisor with verification of personal time spent
mentoring from the mentoring organization.
D. Requests for approval of vacation, CTO, and/or annual leave for mentoring activities
are subject to approval requirements in this agreement and in existing departmental poli-
cies. Requests for approval of mentoring leave arc subject to operational needs of the
State, budgetary limits, and any limitations imposed by law.
E. In order to be eligible for “mentoring leave,” an employee must:
1. have a permanent full-time appointment.
2. have successfully completed the probationary period for their current position; and
3. have committed to mentor a child or youth through a bonafide mentoring organi-
zation for a minimum of one school year. (Most programs are aligned with the child’s
normal school year, however, there may be some that are less or more. Departmental
management may make exceptions to the one school year commitment based on the
mentor program that is selected.)
F. In addition, an employee is not eligible to receive “mentoring leave” if:
1. he or she is assigned to a “post” position in the Departments of Corrections or Youth
Authority; or
" 2. he or she works in a level of care position in the Departments of Developmental
Services, Mental Health, Education and Veterans' Affairs.
3. Any appeals and/or disputes regarding this position shall be handled in accordance
with the Complaint procedure specified in Section 6.2(b) of this Contract.
8.17 Mentoring Leave (Unit 11)
A. Eligible Unit 11 employees may receive up to forty (40) hours of “mentoring leave” per
calendar year to participate in mentoring activities once they have used an equal amount
of their personal time for these activities. “Mentoring leave” is paid leave time which may
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only be used by an employee to mentor. This leave does not count as time worked for
purposes of overtime. “Mentoring leave™ may not be used for travel to and from the
mentoring location.
B. An employee must use an equal number of hours of his or her personal time (approved
annual leave, vacation, personal leave, personal holiday, or CTO during the work day and/
or personal time during non-working hours) prior to requesting “mentoring leave.” For
example, if an employee requests two (2) hours of “mentoring leave”, he or she must have
used two (2) verified hours of his or her personal time prior to receiving approval for the
“mentoring leave”. “Mentoring leave” does not have to be requested in the same week or
month as the personal time was used. It does, however, have to be requested and used
before the end of the calendar year.
C. Prior to requesting mentoring leave and in accordance with departmental policy, an
employee shall provide his or her supervisor with verification of personal time spent
mentoring from the mentoring organization.
D. Requests for approval of vacation, CTO, and/or annual leave for mentoring activities
are subject to approval requirements in this contract and in existing departmental policies.
Requests for approval of mentoring leave are subject to operational needs of the State,
budgetary limits, and any limitations imposed by law.
E. In order to be eligible for “mentoring leave”, an employee must:
1. Have been working in his or her current full-time position for a minimum of six
consecutive months;
2. Have committed to mentor a child or youth through a bonafide mentoring organi-
zation for a minimum of one school year. (Most programs are aligned with the child’s
normal school year, however, there may be some that are less or more. Department
management may make exceptions to the one school year commitment based on the
mentor program that is selected.)
F. In addition, an employee is not eligible to receive “mentoring leave” if:
1. He or she is assigned to a “post” position m the Departments of Corrections or
Youth Authority; or
2. He or she works in a level of care position in the Departments of Developmental
Services, Mental Health, Education and Veterans' Affairs.
G. Any appeals and/or disputes regarding this section shall be handled in accordance with
the Complaint procedure specified in Section 6.2 (B) of this Contract.
8.18 Educational Leave (Unit 3)
A. The State and the Union recognize the importance of Educational Leave. Each depart-
ment may review the current departmental educational leave policy within 120 days of the
ratification of this agreement. Each department will meet and confer with the Union on
the impact of changes made in the current policy based upon the department's review.
This policy will at a minimum contain: criteria for course approval, an appeal of denial
mechanism to an individual other than the immediate supervisor of the individual making
the denial , a time specific application process for employees to request usage of education
leave, and documented verification of successful completion of approved course work.
B. The department head or designeec may approve educational leave with pay to attend
programs at accredited schools, colleges (including 2 year and 4 year), universities (in-
cluding independent studies) or programs recommended by a Trade Advisory Council for
the purpose of further instruction in subjects related to the employee’s work assignment
and/or achievement of departmental goals. Approved educational leave shall be granted
for reasonable travel time, instructional/classroom time and required field work during
regular work hours.
1. Only Unit 3 civil service employees in classes currently eligible for educational
leave are eligible under this provision.
2. The department head or designee may, at any time, limit the number of persons on
educational leave commensurate with departmental work requirements, fiscal resources
and availability of an appropriate substitute. A teacher/instructor whose written re-
quest for educational leave is denied shall be informed in writing of the reasons for
such action within 14 calendar days. If an employec is denied education leave on
three consecutive occasions he/she may request a review of the criteria upon which
the leave was denied by a department head or designee.
3, Eligible employees must have at least one (1) year of permanent full-time service
in a classification which accrues educational leave before being granted such leave.
4. Eligible employees will be credited with educational leave at a rate of 10 hours per
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month. Portions of months of service shall not be counted or accumulated.

S. Tuition and all other expenses incurred as a result of educational leave will be the
responsibility of the employee.

6. The State will encourage the employee to utilize Educational Leave. When an
employee eligible for educational leave is granted time off in accordance with Para-
graph B. above, such time off shall be deducted from his/her educational leave bal-
ance.

7. When on educational leave, employees shall retain their merit salary adjustment
date, and shall receive credit for vacation, sick leave, educational leave, or any other
benefit which would normally accrue during such work period.

8. The Department of Personnel Administration shall provide by rule for the regula-
tion, accumulation, and transfer of educational leave, and shall prescribe methods by
which employees leaving the employment of one State agency and entering the em-
ployment of another State agency may receive proper credit for their accumulated
educational leave.

9. Requests under this Section shall not be unreasonably denied by the State nor shall
employees make unreasonable requests to use education leave.

10. Anemployee returning from educationat leave shall have the right to return to his/
her former position. Every reasonable effort will be made to retun the employee to
the same position.

C. The State and the Union (parties) agree to support legislation implementing this agree-
ment that would allow the conversion of educational leave into retirement service credit
under the California Public Employees Retirement System (CalPERS). Upon the retire-
ment of an employee, all accrued hours of educational leave would be converted to CalPERS
service. This conversion shall be at the same rate of conversion as is presently done with
sick leave. The proposed legislative language follows:
Section 20963.1 is added to the Government Code, to read:
Section 20963.1 Unused Education Leave for State Members.
A State member, who is represented by Unit 3 or Unit 21 and whose effective date of
retirement is within four months of separation from employment of the State, shall be
credited at his or her retirement with 0.004 year of service for each unused day of educa-
tional leave credit, as certified to the board by the employer. The provisions of this Sec-
tion shall be effective for eligible State members who retire directly from State employ-
ment on and after January 1, 2000, provided a memorandum of understanding has been
agreed upon by the State employer and the recognized employee organization to become
subject to this Section.

‘D. This Section does not apply to the exempt employees of the Special Schools of the

Department of Education and Librarians.

8.19 10-12 and 11-12 Leave (Unit 3)

A. A department head may, upon the request of an employee, grant a leave of absence:
1. not to exceed 75 calendar days to permanent or probationary civil service employ-
ees or
2. not to exceed any two (2) pay periods during the period designated by the depart-

- ment head for release from performance of duties to full-time permanent or probation-
ary employees. These need not be consecutive months. Such leave shall be without
pay for persons employed and paid under the provisions of DPA Regulation 599.666
and with deferred pay for persons employed and paid under the provisions of DPA
Regulation 599.667.

B. Leaves of absence granted under the provisions of these rules shall be counted as

qualifying service for merit and special in-grade salary adjustments, for seniority and for

computation of months of total State service 1o determine a change in the monthly credit
for vacation leave. For all other purposes, leaves of absence granted pursuant to this Section
shall not be counted as qualifying service.

C. All Unit 3 employees, except exempt teachers of the Department of Education, may

request to utilize the 10-12 and/or 11-12 plan.

D. Any denial of the 10-12 or 11-12 plan shall be accompanied by a reason in writing.

E. An employee returning from 10-12, 11-12 leave shall have the right to return to his/

her former position. Every reasonable effort will be made to return the employee to the

same position.

F. Within sixty (60) days of ratification of this agreement the Union and the State will

meet with the State Controller to work out implementation of the provisions in the above
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1]
agreement in regards to pay, benefits and PERS service credit. That implementation agree-
ment will become an addendum to this Contract.
8.20 9-12 Leave Plan (Unit 3)
A. A department head may, upon the request of an employee, grant a leave of absence not
to exceed any three (3) pay periods during the period designated by the department head
for release from performance of duties to full-time permanent or probationary employees.
Such leaves shall be without pay for persons employed and paid under the provisions of
DPA Regulations to be developed and with deferred pay for persons employed and paid
under the provisions of DPA Regulations. These need not be consecutive months.
B. Leaves of absence granted under the provisions of these rules shall be counted as quali-
fying service for merit and special in-grade salary adjustments, for seniority, and for com-
putation of months of total State service to determine a change in the monthly credit for
vacation leave. For all other purposes, leaves of absence granted pursuant to this Section
shall not be counted as qualifying service.
C. All Unit 3 employees, except exempt teachers of the Department of Education, may
request to utilize the 9-12 plan.
D. Any denial of the 9-12 plan shall be accompanied by a reason in writing.
E. Anemployee returning from 9-12 leave shall have the right to hisher former position.
The term “former position” is dcfined in Government Code Section 18522.
ARTICLE 9 - HEALTH AND WELFARE
9.1 Health Bencfit Plans
A. Health Program Description
1. Contribution Amounts
a. From July 1, 1999 to December 31, 1999, the State agrees to pay the following
contribution for health benefits. To be eligible for this contribution, an employee
must positively enroll in a health plan administered or approved by PERS.
(1) The State shall pay $174 per month for coverage on an eligible employee.
(2) The State shall pay $332 per month for coverage of an eligible employee plus
one dependent.
(3) The State shall pay $432 per month for coverage of an employec plus two
or more dependents.
b. From January 1, 2000 to June 30, 2001, the State agrees to pay the following
contribution for health benefits. To be eligible for this contribution, an employee
must positively enroll in a health plan administered or approved by PERS.
(1) The State shall pay $174 per month for coverage on an eligible employee.
(2) The State shall pay $346 per month for coverage of an eligible employee plus
one dependent. -
(3) The State shall pay $452 per month for coverage of an employee plus two
or more dependents.
c. The parties agree to work cooperatively with CalPERS and the health plans to
control premium increases. One method to control premiums would be to incor-
porate higher co-payments into the health plans as soon as possible. Any premium
savings that result from these co-payment changes will be used to offset employee
out-of-pocket premium costs.
B. Health Benefits Eligibility
1. Employee Eligibility
a. For purposes of this section, “eligible employee™ shall be defined by the Public
Employees® Medical and Hospital Care Act.
b. Permanent Intermittent Employees
(1) Initial Eligibility - A permanent intermittent employee will be eligible to
enroll in health benefits during each calendar year if the employee has been
credited with a minimum of 480 paid hours in one of two control periods. For
purposes of this section, the control periods are January 1 through June 30 and
July 1 through December 31 of each calendar year. An eligible permanent in-
termittent employee must enroll in a health benefit plan within 60 days from the
end of the qualifying control period.
(2) Continuing Eligibility - To continue health benefits, a permanent intermittent
employee must be credited with a minimum of 480 paid hours in a control period
or 960 paid hours in two consecutive control periods.
2. Famity Member Eligibility
For purposes of this section, “eligible family member” shall be defined by the Public
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Employees’ Medical and Hospital Care Act.

. Technical Clean Up To Health Benefit Vesting Language
The Union agrees to support legislation to amend Section 22825.3 to read as fol-
Tows:
22825.3(a) Notwithstanding Sections 22825, 22825.1, and 22825.2 State employ-
ees who become State members of the Public Employees’ Retirement System after
January 1, 1989, and who are included in the definition of State employee in sub-
division (c) of Section 3513 shall not receive any portion of the employer’s con-
tribution payable for annuitants, pursuant to Section 22825.1, unless these employ-
ees are credited with 10 years of State service as defined by this section, at the time
of retirement.
22825.3(b) Notwithstanding Sections 22825, 22825.1 and 22825.2, a State em-
ployee who became a State member of the Public Employees’ Retirement System
after January 1, 1990, and is either (1) excluded from the definition of State em-
ployee in subdivision (c) of Section 3513; or (2) a non-elected officer or employee
of the exccutive branch of government who is not a member of the civil service,
shall not receive any portion of the employer’s contribution payable for annuitants,
pursuant to Section 22825.1, unless the employee is credited with 10 years of State
service as defined by this section, at the time of retirement.
22825.3(c) The percentage of employer contribution payable for post- retirement
health benefits for an employee subject to this section shall be based on the member’s
completed years of state service at retirement as shown in the following table:

22825.3(d) This section shall only apply to state employees who retire from ser-
vice.

22825.3(e) Benefits provided to an employee subject to this shall be applicable to
all future State service.

22825.3(f) For purposes of this section, “State service” shall mean service ren-
dered as an employee or an appointed or elected officer of the State for compen-
sation. In those cases where the State assumes or has assumed from a public agency
a function and the related personnel, service rendered by that personnel for com-
pensation as employees or appointed or elected officers of that local public agency
shall not be credited, at retirement, as State service for the purposes of this section,
unless the former employer has paid or agreed to pay the State agency the amount
actuarially determined to equal the cost for any employee health benefits which
were vested at the time that the function and the related personnel were assumed
by the State. For non-contracting local public agencies the State department shall
certify the completed years of local agency service to be credited to the employee
to the Public Employees’ Retirement System at the time of separation for retire-
ment.

22825.3(g) Whenever the State contracts to assume a local public agency function,
completed years of service rendered by the personnel for compensation as employ-
ees or appointed or elected officers of the local public agency shall be credited as
State service only upon a finding by the Department of Finance that the contract
contains a benefit factor sufficient to reimburse the State for the amount necessary
to fully compensate the State for post-retirement health benefit costs for those
personnel.

22825.3(h) This section shall not apply to employees of the California State Uni-
versity or the Legislature.
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9.2 Dental Benefit Plans
A. Contribution Amounts
1. From July 1, 1999 to July 31, 1999, the State agrees to pay the following con-
tribution for dental benefits. To be eligible for this contribution, an employee must
positively enroll in a dental plan administered by the Department Of Personnel
Administration.
a. The State shall pay $23.97 per month for coverage of an eligible employee.
b. The State shall pay $43.41 per month for coverage of an eligible employee
plus one dependent.
c. The State shall pay $63.54 per month for coverage of an eligible employee
plus two or more dependents.
2. From August 1, 1999 to June 30, 2001, the State agrees to pay the following
contributions for dental benefits. To be eligible for this contribution, an employee
must positively enroll in a dentat plan administered by the Department of Person-
nel Administration.
a. The State shall pay $30.70 per month for coverage of an eligible employee.
b. The State shall pay $55.60 per month for coverage of an eligible employee
plus one dependent.
c. The State shall pay $81.38 per month for coverage of an eligible employee
plus two or more dependents.
3. The employee wilt pay any premium amount for the dental plan in excess of the
State’s contribution, except that the employee's share of the cost shall not exceed
25 percent of the total premium.
4. The State agrees that $296,845.56 (Unit 1), $15,602.80 (Unit 3), $214,455.37
(Unit 4), and $17,330.85 (Unit 11) of the money remaining in the Delta Dental
Surplus Account shall be applied to the employees' share of any rate increases
incurred in the dental indemnity program during the plan year ending December
31, 1999. If no rate increase occurs, then said amount shall be applied to the
employees' share of any dental benefit rate increase occurring during the plan year
ending December 31, 2000. The Union agrees that this is a full and final settlement
and release of all known and all unknown disputes, claims, injuries, debts, or dam-
ages relating to Delta Dental premiums deducted under the terms of the 1992 -
1995 collective bargaining contract.
B. Employee Eligibility
Employee eligibility for dental benefits will be the same as that prescribed for health benefits
under Section 9.1 (B) (I).
C. Family Member Eligibility .
Family member eligibility for dental benefits will be the same as that prescribed for health
benefits under Section 9.1 (B) (2).
D. Coverage During First 24 Months Of Employment
Employees appointed into State service on or after January 1, 1993, and who meet the
above eligibility criteria, will not be eligible for enrollment in the State sponsored fee-for-
service plan until they have completed 24 consecutive months of employment without a
permanent break in service. However, if no alternative plan or prepaid plan is available
within a 50-mile radius of the employee's residence, the employee will be allowed to enrolt
in the fee-for-service plan.
9.3 Vision Benefit Plan
A. Program Description
The employer agrees to provide a vision benefit to eligible employees and dependents.
The vision benefit provided by the State shall have an employee co-payment of $10 for the
comprehensive annual eye examination and $25 for materials.
B. Employee Eligibility
Employee eligibility for vision benefits will be the same as that prescribed for health benefits
under Section 9.1 (B) (1).
C. Family Member Eligibility }
Family member eligibility for vision benefits witl be the same as that prescribed for health
benefits under Section 9.1 (B) (2).
9.4 Rural Subsidy Program
Effective January 1, 2000, the State shall establish a rural subsidy program for Bargaining
Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 members, which may be administered in conjunction with a similar
program for State employees in other bargaining units, for excluded employees, and for
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annuitants. The Department Of Personnel Administration shall administer any fund in-
volving Bargaining Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 members.
A. The program shall operate in the following fashion:
1. The State shall contribute $1,500 per year on behalf of each bargaining unit member
(employee) who lives in a defined rural area, as more definitely described in Govern-
ment Code section 22825.01 which is incorporated herein by reference.
a. For Bargaining Unit 1, 3, 4 and 11 members, because a substantial number of
them are seasonal employees, payments shall be on a monthly basis.
b. For permanent employees, as in the “Medical Reimbursement Account” situa-
tion, the employee does not have to wait for reimbursement of covered medical
expenses until the full amount has been deposited.
2. As to any employee who enters State service or leaves State service during a fiscal
year, contributions for such employee shall be made on a pro rata basis. A similar
computation shall be used for anyone entering or leaving the bargaining unit (e.g.,
promotion in midfiscal year).
3. The money shall be available for use as defined in Government Code Section
22825.01.
4. A Rural Healthcare Equity Trust Fund(s) (hereafter Fund) will be established with
a separate account for Bargaining Unit 1, 3, 4 and 11 members, as one of several
similar accounts. )
5. Each Unit 1, 3, 4 and 11 employee shall be able to utilize up to $1,500 per year, but
with the exceptions for greater utilization hereafter noted. The pro rata limitation
pursuant to paragraph (2) is applicable here.
6. If an employee does not utilize the complete $1,500 pursuant to the procedures and
limitations described in Governiment Code section 22825.01, then the unused monies
shall be put in a “same year pool.” That same year pool shall be utilized to pay those
who have incurred health care expenses in excess of the $1,500, but again according
10 the procedures and limitations. The monies in the same year pool would be distrib-
uted at the end, or even soon after, each fiscal year to that group of employees who
had expenses in excess of $1,500 in the relevant fiscal year. Those monies shall be
distributed on a pro tanto (pro rata) basis.
a. Any employee not in Bargaining Unit 1, 3, 4 and 11 all year shall receive credit
under this paragraph (6) utilizing the same pro rata formula as in paragraph (2)
above.
b. If an employee is entitled to less than $25.00 under this paragraph (6), the money
shall instead go into next year’s fund pursuant to paragraph (6) hereafter.
7. If monies still remain after a distribution to such employees (i.e., all employees who
spent more than $1,500 as provided in the bill were completely reimbursed), then
those surplus monies shall be rolled over into the next fiscal year’s funds available for
distribution to employees whose expenses exceed $1,500 in such subsequent year.
Similar “rollovers” would occur in any years where all employees were completely
reimbursed (or had payments made on their behalf) and monies still remained in the
pool.
8. Beyond the text of Government Code section 22825.01, the parties will structure
and administer the fund in accordance with all applicable IRS and other regulatory
statutes and rules.
9. Interest earned from the fund(s), shall be used to offset administrative costs.
10. Notwithstanding the above, if the IRS shall determine that the above benefit vio-
lates its statutes or rules (e.g., the payments by the State employer are taxable), then
the above provisions shall be of no further force and effect. The parties will negotiate
under the Dills Act for a replacement benefit, which shall be “cost neutral” to the
employer.

9.5 Employee Assistance Program
A. The State recognizes that alcohol, nicotine, drug abuse, and stress may adversely affect
job performance and are treatable conditions. As a means of correcting job performance
problems, the State may offer referral to treatment for alcohol, nicotine, drug, and stress
related problems such as marital, family, emotional, financial, medical, legal, or other
personal problems. The intent of this section is to assist an employee’s voluntary efforts
to treat alcoholism, nicotine use, or a drug-related or a stress-related problem.

B. Each department head or designee shall designate an Employee Assistance Program
Coordinator who shall arrange for programs to implement this Section. Employees who
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are referred to an Employee Assistance Program Coordinator will be referred by the ap-
propriate management personnel. An employee undergoing alcohol, nicotine, drug, or
mental health treatment, upon approval, may use accrued sick leave credits, CTO, vaca-
tion, and holiday credits for sucha purpose. Leave of absences without pay may be granted
by the department head or designee upon the recommendation of the Employee Assistance
Program Coordinator if all sick leave, holiday credits, vacation, and compensating time
off have been exhausted, and the employee is not eligible to use Industrial Disability Leave
or Non-Industrial Disability Insurance. A list of all Employee Assistance Program Coor-
dinators and a telephone number to contact the appropriate coordinator shall be furnished
to the Union within a timely manner after the execution of this Contract. Changes to such
lists and phone numbers shall be promptly fumnished to the Union when such changes
occeur.
C. The records concerning an employee's referral and/or treatment shall be kept confiden-
tial. No manager, supervisor, department director, or coordinator shall disclose the nature
of the employce’s treatment or the reason for employee's leave of absence. Records of
such referrals shall not be kept in the employee's personnel file.
D. Upon request by the Union, a department which has an internal Employee Assistance
Program for its employees will meet to discuss concerns presented by the Union regarding
the administration of the program.

9.6 Pre-Tax of Health and Dental Premiums Costs
Employees who are enrolled in any health and/or dental plan which requires a portion of
the premium to be paid by the employee, will automatically have their out-of-pocket pre-
mium costs taken out of their paycheck before Federal, State, and social security taxes are
deducted. Employees who choose not to have their out-of-pocket costs pretaxed, must
make an election not to participate in this benefit.

9.7 Pre-Retirement Death Continuation of Benefits
"The Union agrees to support legislation that would add Government Code Section 19849.15:
19849.15 Notwithstanding Government Code Section 22777, the State employer shall,
upon the death of an employee while in State service, continue to pay employer contribu-
tions for health, dental, and vision benefits for a period not to exceed 120 days beginning
in the month of the employee’s death. The surviving spouse, or any other family member,
if any, shall be advised of all rights and obligations during this period regarding the con-
tinuation of health and dental benefits as an annuitant by the California Public Employees®
Retirement System. The surviving spouse or eligible family member shall also be notified
by the department during this period regarding COBRA rights for the continuation of vision
benefits. This section shall apply to represented State employees in bargaining units that
have agreed to this provision.

9.8 Joint Union/Management Benefits Advisory Committee
A. The State and the Union agree to establish a Joint Union/Management Benefits Advi-
sory Committee to review benefits and to make recommendations on cost containment.
This committee shall meet, at least, quarterly. Topics may include, but are not limited to,
eligibility, cost containment, number and quality of benefits provided, competitiveness
among providers, and standardization of benefit design, utilization, promotion, and cost,
wellness and health promotion. This committee shall be advisory in nature.
B. The committee shall be comprised of an equal number of Union and management rep-
resentatives, the total number to be determined by the Department Of Personnel Administra-
tion. The committee shall be co-chaired by a labor and management member.
C. Union members on the committee shall serve without loss of compensation. All other
expenses shall be the responsibility of each party participating on this committee.
D. The Department of Personnel Administration will provide necessary staff to support the
committee.

9.9 Presumptive Illness
When required by Cal/OSHA provisions, the State shall provide medical examinations for
employees working in occupations which expose them to health risks. Examinations shall
be in accordance with Cal/lOSHA regulations.

9.10 Employee Injury on the Job
A. In the event a disabling injury occurs to an employee while on the job, the State agrees
to furnish prompt and appropriate transportation to the nearest physician or hospital. If
circumstances permit, the employee’s personal choice of physician will be utilized. Em-
ployees may submit, in writing, their choice of personal physician to be utilized in the
event of an injury on the job.
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B. An employee who is directed by hisfher supervisor to accompany or transport an in-
jured employee to a physician or medical facility shall suffer no loss of compensation for
the time spent.
C. If the treating physician advises the injured employee to go home or the employee is
admitted and remains in a hospital or clinic for treatment, the employee shall be paid for
his/her full shift.
D. The State shall not use the Department of Industrial Relations Rating Bureau’s Advi-
sory Rating form as the vehicle to justify removing a worker from his/her normal work
assignments, )
9.11 Employee Injury or Disability
Employees shall be eligible for Industrial and Non-Industrial Disability Leave as provided
in Government Code Sections 19869 through 19885, except as provided in Section 9.12
(Non-Industrial Disability Insurance) and Section 9.17 (Industrial Disability Leave).
9.12 Non-Industrial Disability Insurance
A. Non-Industrial Disability Insurance (NDI) is a program for State employees who be-
come disabled due to nonwork related disabilities as defined by Section 2626 of the Un-
employment Insurance Code.
B. For periods of disability commencing on or after October 1, 1984, eligible employees
shall receive NDI payments at 60 percent of their full pay, not to exceed $135 per week,
payable monthly for a period not exceeding 26 weeks for any one disability benefit period.
An employee is not eligible for a second disability benefit due to the same or related cause
or condition unless they have returned to their regular time base, and work for at least ten
(10) consecutive workdays. Paid leave shall not be used to cover the ten (10) workdays.
C. The employee shall serve a ten (10) consecutive calendar day waiting period before
NDI payments commence for each disability. Accrued vacation or sick leave balances
may be used to cover this waiting period. The waiting period may be waived when the
employee is a registered bed patient in a hospital or nursing home, or receives treatment
in a hospital or surgical unit or licensed surgical clinic. Procedure rooms and doctor’s
offices are not included.
D. If the employee elects to use vacation, annual leave, personal leave, or sick leave cred-
its prior to receiving NDI payments, he or she is not required to exhaust the accrued leave
balance.
E. Following the start of NDI payments, an employee may, at any time, switch from NDI
to sick leave, vacation leave, annual leave, personal leave, or catastrophic leave but may
not return to NDI until that leave is exhausted.
F. In accordance with the State’s “return to work” policy, an employee who is eligible to
receive NDI benefits and who is medically certified as unable to return to full-time work
during the period of his or her disability, may upon the discretion of his or her appointing
power work those hours (in hour increments) which, when combined with the NDI benefit,
will not exceed 100 percent of their regular “full pay.” This does not qualify the employee
for a new disability period under (B) of this article. The appointing power may require an
employee to submit to a medical examination by a physician or physicians designated by
the Director of the Employment Development Department for the purpose of evaluating
the capacity of the employee to perform the work of his or her position.
G. If an employee refuses to retumn to work in a position offered by the employer under
the State’s Injured State Worker Assistance Program, NDI benefits will be terminated ef-
fective the date of the offer.
H. Where employment is intermittent or irregular, the payments shall be determined on the
basis of the proportionate part of a monthly rate established by the total hours actually
employed in the 18 monthly pay periods immediately preceding the pay period in which
the disability begins as compared to the regular rate for a full-time employee in the same
group or class. An employee will be eligible for NDI payments on the first day of the
monthly pay period following completion of 960 hours of compensated work.
L. All other applicable Department of Personnel Administration laws and regulations not
superseded by these provisions will remain in effect.
1. Upon approval of NDI benefits, the State may issue an employee a salary advance if the
employee so requests.
K. All appeals of a denial of an employee’s NDI benefits shall only follow the procedures
in the Unemployment Insurance Code and Title 22. All disputes relating to an employee's
denial of benefits are not gricvable or arbitrable. This docs not change either party’s
contractual rights, which are not related to the denial of an individual's benefits.
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9.13 Enhanced Industrial Disability Leave (EIDL)
A. An employce working in the Department of Corrections or in the Department of the
Youth Authority who loses the ability to work for more than 22 workdays as the result of
an injury incurred in the official performance of his/her duties may be eligible for financial
augmentation to the existing Industrial Disability Leave benefits. Such injury must have
been directly and specifically caused by an assault by an inmate, ward, or parolee.
B. An employee working in the Departments of Developmental Services, Mental Heaith,
or Veterans Affairs who loses the ability to work for more than 22 workdays as the result
of an injury incurred in the official performance of his/her duties may be eligible for a
financial augmentation to the existing Industrial Disability Leave benefits. Such injury
must have been directly and specifically caused by an assault by a resident, patient, client,
or member.
C. The EIDL benefits will be equivalent to the injured employee’s net take home salary
on the date of occurrence of the injury. EIDL eligibility and benefits may continue for no
longer than one year after the date of occurrence of injury. For the purposes of this section,
“net salary” is defined as the amount of salary received after Federal income tax, State
income tax, and the employee’s retirement contribution have been deducted from the
employee’s gross salary. The EIDL benefit will continue to be subject to miscellaneous
payroll deductions.
D. EIDL will apply only to serious physical injuries and any complications directly related
medically and attributable to the assault, as determined by the department director or
designee. This benefit shall not be applied to cither presumptive, stress-related disabili-
ties, or physical disability having mental origin.
E. The final decision as to whether an employee is eligible for, or continues to be eligible
for EIDL, shall rest with the department director or designee. The department may peri-
odically review the employee’s condition by any means necessary to determine an
employee’s continued eligibility for EIDL.
F. Other existing rules regarding the administration of EDL will be followed in the admin-
istration of EIDL.
G. This section relating to EIDL will not be subject to the arbitration procedure of this
Contract.

9.14 FlexElect Program
A. The State agrees to provide a flexible benefits program (FlexElect) under Internal
Revenue Code Section 125 and related Sections 105(b), 129, and 213(d). All participants
in the FlexElect Program shall be subject to all applicable Federal statues and related ad-
ministrative provisions adopted by the Department Of Personnel Administration. All eli-
gible employees must have a permanent appointment with a time base of half time or more
and have permanent status, or if limited-term or temporary authorized (TAU) position,
must have mandatory return rights to a permanent position.
B. Employees who meet the eligibility criteria stated in Subsection (A) above, will also be
eligible to enroll in a Medical Reimbursement and/or Dependent Care Reimbursement
account under the FlexElect Program.
C. The State shall continue its current practice on a cash option in the FlexElect Program.
D. Permanent Intermittent employees are eligible to participate in the FlexElect Program
as described in Article 18 of this Contract.

9.15 Long-Term Care Insurance Plan
A. Employees are eligible to enroll in any long-term care insurance plan sponsored by the
Department of Personnel Administration. The employee’s spouse, parents, and the spouse’s
parents are also eligible to enroll in the plan, subject to the underwriting criteria specified
in the plan.
B. The long-term care insurance premiums and the administrative cost to the Department
of Personnel Administration and the State Controller’s Office shall be fully paid by the
employee and are subject to payroll deductions.

9.16 Temporary Disabled Employees
A. When an employee claims temporary disability from performing his/her usual and cus-
tomary duties, and requests modified duties, the State may require medical substantiation
of the condition.
B. Consistent with the State’s Reasonable Accommodation Policy, the State shall attempt
to provide altemative duties within the individual’s medical restrictions and classification,
dependent on availability of work and funding.
C. Any disputes arising out of this section may only be appealed through the State Person-
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nel Board’s Reasonable Accommodation Appeals Process. This section is not subject to
the grievance and arbitration procedure of this Contract.
9.17 Industrial Disability Leave
A. For periods of disability commencing on or after January 1, 1993, subject to Govern-
ment Code Section 19875, eligible employees shall receive IDL payments equivalent to
full net pay for the first 22 workdays after the date of the reported injury.
B. In the event that the disability exceeds 22 workdays, the employee will receive 66 and -
2/3 percent of gross pay from the 23rd workday of disability until the end of the 52nd week
of disability. No IDL or payments shall be allowed after two years from the first day (i.e.,
date) of disability.
C. The employee may elect to supplement payment from the 23rd workday with accrued
leave credits including annual leave, vacation, sick leave, or compensating time of f (CTO)
in the amount necessary to approximate the employee’s full net pay. Partial supplemen-
tation will be allowed, but fractions of less than one hour will not be permitted. Once the
level of supplementation is selected, it may be decreased to accommodate a declining
leave balance but it may not be increased. Reductions to supplementation amounts will
be made on a prospective basis only.
D. Temporary Disability (TD) with supplementation, as provided for in Govemment Code
Section 19863, will no longer be available to any State employee who is a member of
either the PERS or STRS retirement system during the first 52 weeks, after the first date
of disability, .within a two-year period. Any employee who is already receiving disability
payments on the effective date of this provision will be notified and given 30 days to make
a voluntary, but irrevocable, change to the new benefit for the remainder of his/her eligi-
bility for IDL.
E. If the employee remains disabled after the IDL benefit is exhausted, then the employce
will be eligible to receive Temporary Disability benefits as provided for in Government
Code Section 19863.
F. In the event that an employee is determined to be !"permanent and stationary” by his/
her physician before the IDL benefit is exhausted, but is unable to retum to work, he/she
must agree to participate in a vocational rehabilitation program. Refusing to participate
will result in immediate suspension of the IDL benefit.
G. All appeals of an employee’s denial of IDL benefits shall only follow the procedures
in the Government Code and Title 2. All disputes relating to an employee’s denial of
benefits are not grievable or arbitrable. This does not change either party’s contractual
rights which are not related to an individual’s denial of benefits.
9.18 Group Legal Service Plan
The State of California agrees to contract for an employee-paid group legal services plan.
The plan will emphasize a choice of providers and access to legal services. The plan shall
be offered on a voluntary, after-tax payroll deduction basis, and any costs associated with
administering the plan shall be paid by the participating employees through a service charge.
9.19 Light Limited Duty Assignments (Unit 3)
A. As part of a retum-to-work program for employees, who are incapacitated due to ill-
ness or injury, an employee may request and/or the State may initiate a limited duty as-
signment.
B. Limited duty assignments will be administered in accordance with all the following
criteria:
1. When the assignment is in accordance with a physician’s substantiation and rec-
ommended instruction;
2. When and where the State determines that the assignment provides needed ser-
vices;
3. When the employee can satisfactorily perform the work;
4. When there is prognosis for improvement of the illness or injury;
S. Maintaining safety shall be prime consideration prior to assigning limited duty.
C. The duration of a limited duty assignment shall be up to 45 calendar days. At the
State’s discretion, a limited duty assignment may be extended up to 60 days when war-
ranted under B. (1) through (5) above.
D. The State may make altemative assignments, retrain employees, or may, if it follows
the requirements of the Govemment Code, medically terminate an employee whose prog-
nosis for continued employment is poor.
E. The State reserves the right to have the employee examined by a physician of its choos-
ing prior to granting, continuing, or extending a light/limited duty assignment.
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F. When an employee’s injury or iliness is medically determined to be permanent, the
employee or the State may initiate action under the provisions of Reasonable Accommo-
dation as prescribed by the State Personnel Board. Nothing in this Section shall be con-
strued to contravene the State Personnel Board’s constitutional and/or statutory authority
to determine the appropriate classification of assigned duties; to require reasonable ac-
commodation of an employee or applicant with disability; or to determine the ability of an
applicant or employee to perform the essential functions of a classification or job. Com-
plaints under this Section alleging out-of-class work, denial of reasonable accommoda-
tions, discrimination based on disability, or inappropriate medical demotion, transfer or
termination shall not be grievable under the grievance procedure contained in Article 6 of
this Contract, but may be appealed to the State Personnel Board, the Department of Fair
Employment and Housing, and/or the Employment Opportunity Commission.
G. This Section shall apply to Unit 3 civil service and exempt employees.
9.19 Calfrans Life Insurance (Unit 4)
A. In addition to the worker's compensation death benefit provisions of Labor Code Sec-
tion 4702 and the approximate $15,000 State death beneflt provided Unit 4 employees, the
Department of Transportation agrees to pay $50,000 to the designated beneficiary of any
CalTrans Unit 4 employee who iskilled while assigned State duties in State highway right-
of-way under the following conditions:
1. The employee is hit by any motor vehicle, or part thereof, being operated in the
right-of-way, and
2. Payment of the worker’s compensation job-related death benefit is not denied be-
cause of an affirmative defense by the employer as specified in Labor Code Section
5705. CalTrans will investigate each work-related death and determine if the qualify-
ing conditions were satisfied before paying the $50,000 to the deceased employee’s
designated beneficiary. Payment shall only be made if all of the qualifying criteria
contained in this Section are satisfied. In accordance with existing law, a copy of the
investigation report will be provided to the Union upon request.
In the event of a dispute regarding appropriate designated beneficiaries, the CalTrans
Life Insurance benefit will not be paid until the disputants legally verify that they have
settled their dispute or a court of competent jurisdiction resolves the matter for them.
9.19 Life Insurance (Unit 11)
A. In addition to the benefit provisions of Labor Code Section 4702 otherwise applicable
to Unit 11 employees, and the approximate $15,000 State death benefit provided Unit 11
employees, the State agrees to pay $50,000 to the designated beneficiary of:
1. Any CalTrans Unit 11 employee, or
2. A Department of Food and Agriculture Plant Quarantine Inspector, or
3. A Department of Water Resources
Water Resources Technician I/11
Construction Inspector Technician Range A/B
Construction Inspector
Construction Supervisor |
4. And, any Public Utilities Commission employee.
Provided said employees in the above referenced groups (a) (1)-(4) are killed while
assigned State duties in State highway or railroad right-of-way under the following
conditions:
a. The employee is hit by any motor vehicle or part thereof being operated in the
right-of-way, and
b. Payment of the Worker’s Compensation job-related death benefit is not denied
because of an affirmative defense by the employer as specified in Labor Code Section
5705. The Department will investigate each work-related death and determine if
the qualifying conditions were satisfied before paying the $50,000 to the deceased
employee's designated beneficiary. Payment shall only be made if all of the quali-
fying criteria contained in this Section are satisfied. In accordance with existing
law, a copy of the investigation report will be provided to the Union upon request.
In the event of a dispute regarding appropriate designated beneficiaries, the Life
Insurance benefit will not be paid until the disputants legally verify that they have
settled their dispute or a court of competent jurisdiction resolves the matter for
them,
B. The Air Resources Board shall maintain the life insurance policy currently in effect for
Air Resources Field Representatives and Automotive Emissions Test Specialist assigned
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to the Heavy Duty Diesel Section.
C. The State shall provide the Union with a copy of any changes in life insurance policies
required under this Section.

9.20 Enhanced Industrial Disability Leave (EIDL) State Special Schools (Unit 3)
A. An employee who loses the ability to work for more than 22 workdays as the result of
an injury incurred in the official performance of his/her duties may be eligible for financial
augmentation to the existing Industrial Disability Leave Benefits. Such injury must have
been directly and specifically caused by a student.
B. The EIDL benefits will be equivalent to the injured employee’s net take home salary
on the date of occurrence of the injury. EIDL eligibility and benefits may continue for no
longer than one year after the date of occurrence of injury. For the purposes of this Sec-
tion, “net salary” is defined as the amount of salary received after Federal income tax,
State income tax, and the employee’s retirement contribution have been deducted from the
employee’s gross salary. The EIDL benefit will continue to be subject to miscellaneous
payroll deductions.
C. IDL will apply only to serious physical injuries and any complications directly related
medically and attributable to the assault, as determined by the department director or
designee. This benefit shall not be applied to either presumptive, stress-related disabili-
ties, or physical disability having mental origin.
D. The final decision as to whether an employee is eligible for, or continues to be eligible
for EIDL shall rest with the department director or designee. The Department may peri-
odically review the employee’s condition by any means necessary to determine an
employee’s continued eligibility for EIDL.
E. Other existing rules regarding the administration of IDL will be followed in the admin-
istration of EIDL. .
F. ‘This Section retating to EIDL will not be subject to the arbitration procedure of this
Contract.

ARTICLE 10 - HEALTH AND SAFETY

10.1 Health and Safety Commitment
The State is committed to providing a safe and healthy work place for State employees.
The Union supports a positive and strong health and safety program and shall cooperate
with the State’s efforts in this regard.

10.2 Health and Safety Committees
A. The parties agree that Joint Union/Management Health and Safety Commiltees are ap-
propriate. At the Union’s request, each department shall establish at least one Joint Union/
Management Health and Safety Commitlee.
B. At the Union’s request, the State may establish local work site Joint Union/Manage-
ment Health and Safety Committees consisting of an equal number of Union and manage-
ment representatives to address specific areas of concemn.
These commilttees shall meet, at least, quarterly unless there is a mutual agreement be-
tween a department and the Union to meet on a different schedule. These committees shall
meet for the purpose of discussing health and safety problems, recommending appropriate
actions on health and safety issues such as, but not limited to, indoor air quality, safety
promotion, cumulative trauma disorders, employee safety training, preventing neck and
back injuries, record keeping, and how to encourage employees to be more conscious of
safety.
C. Employees appointed to serve on the committee shall serve without loss of compensa-
tion.
D. To the extent permitted by law, and upon request, copies of employee occupation injury
reports will be furnished to the appropriate Joint Union/Management Health and Safety
Committee and shall remain confidential. '
E. The parties agree that training on domestic violence, workplace security, rape preven-
tion, and assaultive behavior are appropriate subjects for high priority consideration by the
Joint Union/Management Health and Safety Committee.

10.3 Occupational Hazards
When an employee in good faith believes that he/she is being required to work where an
immediate and recognizable threat to his/her health and safety exists, he/she will so notify
hisfher supervisor. The supervisor will immediately investigate the situation and ¢ither
direct the employee to perform some other task away from the occupational hazard(s) or
proclaim the area safe and direct the employee to procced with his/her assigned duties.
This direction shall normally be after consulting with higher level supervisory or manage-
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ment staff. If the Union or the employee still believes the unsafe condition(s) exist, the
Union or the employee may file a grievance alleging a violation of this section in accor-
dance with the Health and Safety grievance procedure.
10.4 Injury and Illness Prevention Programs
A. Each department shall establish, implement, and maintain an Injury and Iliness Preven-
tion Program. The program shall be in writing and distributed and/or made available to
all employees.
B. If any dispute arises with regard to this section, an employee may file a grievance. The
decision reached at Step 4 (Department of Personnel Administration) of the grievance
procedure shall be final.
10.5 Emergency Evacuation Procedures
A. Each department shall establish, implement, and maintain an emergency evacuation
procedure. The program shall be in writing and distributed and/or made available to all
employees.
B. If any dispute arises with regard to this section, an employee may file a grievance. The
decision reached at Step 4 (Department of Personnel Administration) of the grievance
procedure shall be final.
10.6 Safety Equipment
Safety equipment required by the State shall be provided to employees covered by this
Contract by the employer.
A. Such equipment may include safety devices, wearing apparel and other equipment for
the protection and safety of employees in the conduct of their assigned duties.
B. The State shall provide training in the use of safety equipment required in the perfor-
mance of the job.
C. Employees may request additional safety equipment if they feel it may add to their
overall safety.
D. Equipment damaged or lost, due to the negligence of the employee, shall be replaced
by the employee at his/her expense.
10.7 Protective Clothing
A. When the State requires protective clothing to be worn, the State shall provide the
protective clothing. Employees or the Union may request the issuance of protective cloth-
ing.
B. “Protective Clothing” means attire that is worn over, or in place of, regular clothing and
is necessary to protect the employees’ clothing from damage or stains which would be
present in the normal performance of their duties. Protective clothing provided pursuant
to this Contract is State-owned or leased property which will be maintained by the State.
Damaged protective clothing, due to the negligence of the employee, shall be replaced by
the employee at his/her expense.
10.8 Medical Monitoring
Medical monitoring programs shall be discussed by the appropriate departmental Joint
Union/Management Health and Safety Committee(s) and they will take into account the
status of current technology and scientific recommendations for such programs, and the
need for specific departmental programs.
10.9 Hazardous Materials
A. Upon request of the Union or an employee, the State shall provide a completed Material
Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for each hazardous substance in use at the place of employ-
ment, which has been supplied to the employer by the manufacturer, producer, or seller.
If not provided by the manufacturer, producer, or seller, the State shall prepare a written
request asking that the MSDS be sent.
B. In accordance with departmental policies, an employee will receive training in the use
of hazardous substances where the following conditions exists:
1. The manufacturer is required under Labor Code Section 6390 to provide a MSDS;
2. The employee is required to use/handle the substance; or
3. It is necessary to update or otherwise train an employee in its use.
10.10 Employee Restroom Facilities
To the extent possible, where both male and female employees are employed at a perma-
nent work site, the State will provide separate restroom facilities which are also separate
from those facilities provided to inmates, wards, residents, patients, members, and stu-
dents.
10.11 Access to Work Areas 24-Hours
A. Upon request, employees in 24 hour Facilities/Institutions who need keys will be pro-
vided keys.
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B. Keys may not be provided due to special circumstances, such as safety or security
reasons. In those instances, management will ensure employees have access to and egress
from their work areas during their normal work hours.
10.12 Personal Alarms
A. The departments having 24 hour institutions shall keep the Union informed, upon re-
quest, of the progress of personal alarms being tested, manufactured, or being considered
for use within said institutions. The State shall meet with a Union representative before
the devices are provided to employees.
B. Any institution currently providing such personal alarm devices will continue to do so.
10.13 Referral of Assault/Battery
A. The State shall refer all cases involving a ward/inmate assault and/or battery, as defined
by existing laws, on an employee to the appropriate prosecuting authority.
B. The State shall report all cases involving a toll patron assault and/or battery, as defined
by existing laws, on a toll collector to the appropriate police agency.
10.14 Computer Work Stations
A. In order to provide a safe and healthy workplace for its employees, the State agrees to
order computer equipment wherever possible in accordance with the recommendations
made by the Joint Union/Management Video Display Terminal Committee Report.
B. The State shall provide instruction in the proper operation and adjustment of computers
and workstation equipment. Both parties will encourage employees to properly use com-
puter equipment. The State shall maintain the Computer User’s Handbook which will be
available to all departments for training purposes.
C. The State shall také action as it deems necessary to make the following equipment
available to all employees that use computers:
1. Glare screens;
2. Document holders;
3. Adjustable chairs;
4. Adjustable keyboards, computer tables and supports;
5. Foot and wrist rests.
Additionally, the State shall take action as it deems necessary to mitigate glare from the
workplace, such as, rearrangements of the work stations to avoid glare on terminal screens
from windows and ceiling luminaries, or providing other measures to reduce the glare
from light sources.
D. Upon request by the Union, the State agrees 10 meet to review any revisions or addi-
tions to the State’s ergonomic guidelines for computer equipment.
10.15 Assaultive Behavior
The State will endeavor to provide training to all employees at risk of assault on how to
defuse potentially violent situations and verbal confrontations.
10.16 Workplace Violence Prevention
A. In order to provide a safe and healthy workplace for employees, the State agrees to meet
with the Union to develop and implement “Workplace Violence Prevention™ policies and
programs.
B. The State agrees to meet with the Union to develop a model Workplace Violence Pre-
vention Program and make the program available to all departments.
C. The State agrees to provide training on procedures for preventing workplace violence
and the Union will encourage employees to use these procedures.
D. Those Workplace Violence Prevention Programs and policies which have been adopted
by departments and that meet the mutually agreed upon model program criteria to be es-
tablished in subparagraph (B) above will remain in effect during the term of this Contract.
10.17 Independent Medical Examinations
A. Whenever the State believes that an employee, due to an illness or injury, is unable to
perform his/her normal work duties, the State may require the employee to submit to an
independent medical examination at State expense. The medical examination will be
separate of any medical services provided under the State’s Workers’ Compensation Pro-
gram.
B. The purpose of such independent medical evaluations are not to determine the degree
of disability the employee has suffered, but rather as to whether illness of injuries sus-
tained restrict the employee from performing the full range of his/her normal work assign-
ment.
C. If the State, after the independent medical examination, determines that the employee
cannot perform his/her normal work assignments, the State shall give the employee the
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opportunity to challenge the State’s medical evaluation by supplying hisfher personal medi-
cal evaluations to dispute the State’s findings.

10.18 Infectious Disease Control
A. The State shall provide all employees in 24-hour institutions in-service training on
infectious disease control. New employees, and current employees who have not received
training, shall be provided training on infectious disease control.
B. Training shall be provided for employees in the Departments of Health Services, Indus-
trial Relations, Developmental Services, Mental Health, Rehabilitation, and the California
Environmental Protection Agency whose laboratory, research, testing, or regulatory duties
may expose them to infectious diseases.
C. When an outbreak of infectious, contagious, or communicable diseases/conditions is
known, the State shali notify potentially exposed employees at the work site.
D. Infectious Disease Control Training shall include, but not be limited, to blood borne
and air borne diseases.
E. The State shall utilize the best guidelines available. Examples of guidelines may in-
clude the use of the Joint Advisory Notices issued by the Center for Disease Control. For
licensed hospitals, such training shall be consistent with the California Code of Regula-
tions.

10.19 Precautions Against Exposure to the HIV Virus and Hepatitis B
A. The Department of Corrections (CDC), Youth Authority (CYA), Mental Health (DMH),
Veterans Affairs (DVA), and Developmental Services (DDS) shall utilize the best guide-
lines identified for the housing, control and treatment of inmates, wards, clients, and pa-
tients to ensure the protection of staff from exposure to contagious/infectious disease.
Examples of guidelines the departments may use are the Joint Advisory Notice issued by
the Department of Labor, Department of Human Services, and guidelines issued by the
Center for Disease Control.
B. CDC, CYA, DMH, DVA, and DDS shall provide the necessary training to staff who are
responsible for the care and treatment of inmates, wards, clients, and patients with HIV.
Training will be tailored to the express or identified needs of the staff assigned and will
be conducted as determined and identified by management. Upon request, the Union will
be provided with the approved training plan relative to HIV.
C. Signs or posters indicating the proper precautions that staff should follow relative to
good sanitary practices will be posted in staff restrooms and other locations as determined
by management.
D. The Union will bring concems regarding health and safety issues to the local Health
and Safety Committee for resolution.
E.CDC, CYA, DMH, DVA, and DDS may offer Hepatitis B vaccinations to all employees
who have contact with inmates, wards, clients, or patients.

10.20 Remodellng/Renovations and Repairs .
A. Whenever a State owned or managed building is remodeled or renovated, the agency/
tenant whose space is being remodeled/renovated, will provide at least 30 days prior notice
to employees impacted by the construction. A copy of this notice shall be provided to the
Union. :
B. Except in emergency situations, the State shall give not less than 24 hours prior notice
whenever repair work in State owned or managed buildings is done which may result in
employee health concerns for the work environment.
C. Prior to undertaking any remodeling, renovation, or repair, that requires removal of any
material, the materials will be tested for lead and asbestos. If such materials are present,
they will be removed in accordance with State regulations to assure the safety of employ-
eesf/tenants.
D. For leased buildings not managed by the State, the State will include the following
language in all new leases entered into after January 1, 2000:
“Except in emergency situations, the Lessor shall give not less than 24 hour prior notice
to State tenants, when any pest control, remodeling, renovation, or repair work affecting
the State occupied space may result in employee health concemns for the work environ-
ment.”
E. The State will take actions to accommodate employees who suffer from chemical hy-
persensitivity as it pertains to Article 10.20 (Remodeling/Renovations and Repairs).

10.21 Pest Control - :
A. Whenever a department utilizes a pest control chemical in State owned or managed
buildings/grounds, the department will provide at least 24 hours notice prior to application
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of the chemical, unless an infestation occurs which requires immediate action. Notices
will be posted in the lobby of the building and will be disseminated to building tenant
contacts.
B. Employees who wish to review the MSDS sheet(s) for the chemical(s) being applied
may do so by making their request to the appropriate building manager’s office. Appli-
cation of the chemical(s) will be done in a manner consistent with State regulations to
assure the safety of tenants.
C. Normally, the chemical application will take place during hours when the building is
closed for business.
D. For leased buildings not managed by the State, the State will include the following
language in all new leases entered into after January 1, 2000:
“Except in emergency situations, the Lessor shall give not less than 24 hour prior notice
to State tenants, when any pest control, remodeling, renovation, or repair work affecting
the State occupied space may result in employee health concerns for the work environ-
ment.”
E. The State will take actions to accommodate employees who suffer from chemical hy-
persensitivity as it pertains to Article 10.21 (Pest Control).
10.22 Temperature Controls (Unit 3)
A. The parties acknowledge the vital importance of the correctional education system in
the Departments of Corrections and the Youth Authority. To maintain the effectiveness of
this system, it is necessary to develop and implement policies that are conducive to main-
taining and promoting the health/safety of the teachers, minimizing physical discomfort
and maximizing educational opportunity for students in these programs.
1. The parties agree that within 90 days of the ratification of the Unit 3 agreement,
a joint labor/management committee will be established, consisting of an equal num-
ber of Union and management members. The purpose of this committee will be to:
a. Review and/or develop current departmental and site specific policies and pro-
cedures.
b. Establish or revise temperature and air quality guidelines when mutually agree-
able; :
c. Develop policy implementation procedures which shall address air circulation,
air quality and air conditioning needs.
2. The parties further agree that management shall designate a representative at each
institution/facility with whom an employee and/or Union representative may raise issues
conceming air policy and pracedure applications. Should an employee not be able to
resolve their issues/concems, he or she may file a grievance pursuant to the provisions
of Section 6.13 (Health and Safety Grievances). '
10.22 Health and Safety Inspections (Unit 11)
While it is recognized that periodic health and safety Inspections are the responsibility of
each facilities manager, each department may, upon request of the Union, conduct annual
health and safety inspections of facilities with Unit 11 employees. Such inspections shall
be made by the departmental Health and Safety Officer and/or a designee. A Union rep-
resentative may accompany the Health and Safety Officer and/or a designee when con-
ducting the inspections. The results of the inspections will be posted at each facility. This
section is not subject to Article 6, Grievance and Arbitration Procedure.
10.23 Health and Safety Education and Training (Unit 11)
A. Where the State identifies a need, the State will provide health and safety information
to all cmployees as a part of an on-going program of health and safety awareness and
education. Such information may be reviewed and updated annually with input from the
departmental Joint Union/Management Health and Safety Committee(s).
B. Employees may request to receive additional job-specific health and safety training as
needed and deemed appropriate by the State.

- C. Where Departmental Joint Union/Management Health and Safety Commitiee(s) have
been formed, information regarding Health and Safety Education Training may be an ap-
propriate topic of discussion in these meetings. The Departments agree to consider health
and safety education and training recommendations issued by these joint committee(s).

10.24 Health and Safety Incentive Award Program - DWR (Unit 11)
A. The Department of Water Resources will establish on a pilot basis, a Health and Safety
Incentive Program, in the Division of Operations and Maintenance (O & M) field divi-
sions,
B. All permanent, full-time employees of the five (5) O & M field divisions will be eligible
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to participate in the program established for the division. The Department agrees to pro-
vide funding of awards for the program.
C. The program is intended to encourage employees to work safely and reduce sick leave
usage. Participation in this program is limited to employees working at the five (5) 0&M
field divisions. The management of O&M will develop criteria and guidelines for deter-
mining whether the awards will be in cash or in material goods. The criteria established
will be discussed with CSEA prior to implementing the program. Based upon the criteria
implemented, awards will be given to employees who have established and maintained the
best overall health and safety record.
D. If a dispute arises over this Section (10.24 - Health and Safety Incentive Award Pro-
gram - DWR), an employee may only file a complaint per Section 6, and the decision
reached by the Director of DWR or designee shall be final. This Section (10.6) shatl be
effective upon enactment of legislation which clearly exempts this provision from the
definition of “compensation” contained in Government Code Section 20022.
E. The State reserves the right to cancet this program if such action is deemed to be in the
best interest of the State. The State agrees to give affected employees and CSEA 30 days
notice prior to canceling the program.

10.25 Smoking Cessation (Unit 11)

" A. The state will continue to provide smoking cessation programs consistent with prior
Departmental practices.
B. Participation or non-participation in such programs shall not jeopardize the employ-
ment rights of participants and non-participants for failure to successfully complete smok-
ing cessation programs.
C. Where not already implemented, the State agrees to consider smoking cessation pro-
grams upon request of groups of employees within the same department and geographic
proximity.

ARTICLE 11 - SALARIES

11.1 Salaries
A. Effective July 1, 1999, all Unit 1, 3, 4 and 11 classifications shall receive a general
salary increase of four percent (4%). The increase shall be calculated by multiplying the
base salary by 1.04. The parties recognize that the actual salary increase for each classi-
fication may vary slightly due to rounding.
B. Effective September 1, 2000, all Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 classifications shall receive a
general salary increase of four percent (4%). The increase shall be calculated by multi-
plying the basc salary by 1.04. The parties recognize that the actual salary increase for
each classification may vary slightly due to rounding.

11.2 Salary Definitions
Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 hereby agree to support putting the following changes to Article 5. of
the Department of Personnel Administration regulations into effect provided all bargain-
ing units agree to the same.
As used in this article, terms are defined as follows:
A. “Salary range” is the range of rates between, and including, the minimum and maxi-
mum rate currently authorized for the class;
B. “Step” for employees compensated on a monthly basis is a 5 percent differential above
or below a salary rate rounded to the nearest dollar and for employees compensated on a
daily or hourly basis is a § percent differential above or below a rate rounded to the nearest
dollar and cents amount. One-step higher is calculated by multiplying the rate by 1.05
(e.g-, $2,300 x 1.05 = $2,415). One-step lower is calculated by dividing the rate by 1.05
(e.g., $2,415 + 1.05 = $2,300);
C. “Rate” for employees compensated on a monthly basis is any one of the full dollar
amounts found within the salary range and for employees compensated on a daily or hourly
basis is any one of the dollar and cents amounts found within the salary range;
D. “Range differential” is the difference between the maximum rate of two salary ranges;
E. “Substantially the same salary range *“ is a salary range with the maximum salary rate
less than two-steps higher than or the same as the maximum salary rate of another salary
range;
F. “Higher salary range” is a salary range with the maximum salary rate at least two-steps
higher than the maximum salary rate of another salary range;
G. “Lower salary range” is a salary range with the maximum salary rate any amount less
than the maximum salary rate of another salary range.
Unless otherwise provided, the lowest salary range currently authorized for the class is
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used to make salary comparisons between classes except for deep classes. Any rate falling
within the salary range for a class may be used to accomplish appropriate step differentials
in movement between classes and salary ranges.
11.3 Timely Payment of Wages
A. When a permanent full-time employee receives no pay warrant on payday, the State
agrees to issue a salary advance, consistent with departmental policy and under the follow-
ing condittons:
1. When there are errors or delays in processing the payroll documents and the delay
is through no fault of the employee, a salary advance will normally be issued within
two (2) workdays after payday for an amount close to the actual net pay (gross salary
less deductions) in accordance with departmental policy;
2. When a regular paycheck is late for reasons other than (1) above (e.g., AWOL, late
dock), a salary advance of no less than 50 percent of the employee’s actual net pay
will normally be issued within five (5) work days after payday. No more than four (4)
salary advances per calendar year may be issued under these circumstances;
3. The difference between the employee’s net pay and the salary advance shall not be
paid until after receipt of the Controller’s warrant for the pay period.
B. It will be the responsxblhty of the employee to make sure volunlaxy deductions (e.g.,
credit union deductions, union dues, etc.) are paid.
C. This provision does not apply to those employees who have direct deposit.
D. Nothing in this provision shall prevent departments from continuing policies in excess
of this provision.
E. The State agrees to provide timely payment of wages after an employee’s discharge,
layoff or resignation consistent with applicable department and Controlter's Office poli-
cies.
11.4 Merit Salary Adjustments (MSA)
A. Employees shall receive annual merit salary adjustments (MSA) in accordance with
Government Code Section 19832 and applicable Department of Personnel Administration
rules. :
B. The employee shall be informed in writing of denial ten (10) working days prior to the
proposed effective date of the merit salary adjustment.
C. Denial of‘the MSA shall be subject to the grievance and arbitration procedure.
11.5 Night Shift Differential
A. Unit 1, 3, 4 and 11 employees who regularly work shifts shall receive a night shift
differential as set forth below:
1. Employees shall qualify for the first night shift pay differential of $.40 cents per
hour where four (4) or more hours of the regularly scheduled work shift falls between
6 p.m. and 12 midnight.
2. Employees shall qualify for the second night shift pay differential of $.50 cents per
hour where four (4) or more hours of the regularly scheduled work shift falls between
12 midnight and 6 a.m.
B. A‘*regularly scheduled work shift” are those regularly assigned work hours established
by the department director or designee.
11.6 Bilingual Differential Pay
Bilingual Differential Pay applies to those positions designated by the Department of Per-
sonnel Administration as eligible to receive bilingual pay according to the following stan-
dards:
A. Definition of Bilingual Position for Bilingual Differential Pay:
1. A bilingual position for salary differential requires the use of a bilingual skill on
a continuing basis averaging 10 percent of the time. Anyone using their bilingual
skills 10 percent or more of the time will be eligible whether they are using them in
a conversational, interpretation, or translation setting. An employee may provide their
supervisor with data supporting the use of their bilingual skills 10 percent or more of
the time. Management will evaluate this data in assigning bilingual designation to the
position. In order to receive bilingual differential pay, the position/ employee must be
certified by the using department and approved by the Department of Personnel Ad-
ministration. (Time should be an average of the time spent on bilingual activities
during a given fiscal year.);
2. The position must be in a work setting that requires the use of bilingual skills to
meet the needs of the public in either:
a. A direct public contact position;
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b. A hospital or institutional setting dealing with patient, client, student, or inmate
needs;
c. A position utilized to perform interpretation, translation, or speciatized bilingual
activities for the department and its clients;
3. Position(s) must be in a setting where there is a demonstrated client or correspon-
dence flow where bilingual skills are clearly needed;
4. Where organizationally feasible, departments should ensure that positions clearly
meet the standards by centralizing the bilingual responsibility in as few positions as
possible;
5. Actual time spent conversing or interpreting in a second language and closely related
activities performed directly in conjunction with the specific bilingual transaction will
count toward the 10 percent standard.
B. Rate:
1. An employee meeting the bilingual differential pay criteria during the entire pay
period would receive a maximum of $100.00 per pay period including holidays.
2. A monthly employee meeting the bilingual differential pay criteria less than the
entire pay period would receive the differential on a pro rata basis.
3. A fractional-month employee meeting the bilingual differential pay criteria would
receive the differential on a pro rata basis.
4. An employee paid by the hour meeting the bilingual differential pay criteria would
receive a differential of $.58 per hour.
C. Employees, regardless of the time base or tenure, who use their bilingual skills more
than 10 percent of the time on a continuing basis and are approved by the Department of
Personnel Administration, will receive the bilingual differential pay on a regular basis.
D. Bilingual differential payments will become earnings and subject to contributions to
the State Retirement System, OASDI, levies, garnishments, Federal and State taxes.
E. Employees working in positions which qualify for regular bilingual differential pay as
authorized by the Department of Personnel Administration may receive the appropriate
pay during periods of paid time off and absences (e.g., sick leave, vacation, holidays, etc.).
F. Employees will be eligible to receive the bilingual differential payments on the date the
Department of Personnel Administration approves the departmental pay request. The
effective date may be retroactive to the date of appointment to a position requiring bilin-
gual skills when the appointment documentation has been delayed. The effective date
may be retroactive up to 60 days when the incumbent’s duties are changed to include the
use of bilingual skills.
G. Bilingual salary payments will be included in the calculation of lump sum vacation,
sick leave, and extra hour payments to employees terminating their State service appoint-
ment while on bilingual status.
H. Employees will not receive bilingual salary compensation for overtime hours worked,
except upon separation from State service, regardless of total hours during the pay period.
Agencies may not include bilingual salary compensation when computing overtime rate.
I. Employees receiving regular bilingual differential pay will have their transfer rights
determined from the maximum step of the salary range for their class. Incumbents receiv-
ing bilingual pay will have the same transfer opportunities that other class incumbents are
provided.
1. The bilingual differential pay should be included in the rate used to calculate temporary
disability, Industrial Disability, and Non-Industrial Disability leave benefits.
11.7 Sustained Superior Accomplishment Awards
Sustained Superior Accomplishment Awards shall not be considered “compensation” for
purposes of retirement.
11.8 Union/Management Committee on State Payroll System
The parties agree to establish a Union/Management Committee to advise the State Con-
troller on planned and anticipated changes to the State's payroll system. Topics to be
explored include, but are not limited to, accuracy and timeliness of the issuance of over-
time warrants, changes in earnings statements, direct deposit of employee pay, and design
of and transition to a biweekly pay system.
The committee shall be comprised of an equal number of management representatives and
Union representatives. In addition, the Department of Personnel Administration shall
designate a chairperson of the committee. The Union may have one representative each
from Bargaining Units 1, 3, 4, and 11 who shall serve without loss of compensation.
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11.9 Recruitment and Retention Differentials
A. Upon approval by the Department of Personnei Administration, a departmerit may
provide a monthly recruitment and retention differential to employees.
B. This differential may be authorized for specific classifications in specific geographic
locations or facilities.
C. A department will provide the Union with notice when a request to provide a monthly
recruitment and retention differential is made to the Department of Personnel Admin-
istration:
D. Less than full-time permanent employees and permanent intermittent employees
may receive a recruitment and retention differential on a pro rata basis.
E. The amount and location of such differentials is neither grievable nor arbitrable.
11.10 Recruitment and Retention -
Avenal, Ironwood, Calipatria, and Chuckawalla Valley Prisons
A. Effective July 1, 1998, employees who are employed at Avenal, Ironwood, Calipatria,
or Chuckawalla Valley State Prisons, Department of Corrections, for twelve (12) consecu-
tive qualifying pay periods, shall be eligible for a recruitment and retention bonus of $2,400,
payable thirty (30) days following the completion of every twelve (12) consecutive quali-
fying pay periods.
B. If an employee voluntarily terminates, transfers, or is discharged prior to completing
twelve (12) consecutive pay periods at Avenal, Ironwood, Calipatria, or Chuckawalla Valley
State Prisons, there will be no pro rata payment for those months at either facility.
C. If the department mandatorily transfers an employee, he/she shall be eligible for a pro
rata share for those months served.
D. If an employee promotes to a different facility or department other than Avenal, Iron-
wood, Calipatria, or Chuckawalla Valley State Prisons prior to completion of the twelve
(12) consecutive qualifying pay periods, there shall be no pro rata of this recruitment and
retention bonus. After completing the twelve (12) consecutive qualifying pay periods, an
employee who promotes within the department will be entitled to a pro rata share of the
existing retention bonus.
E. Part-time and intermittent employees shall receive a pro rata share of the annual recruit-
ment and retention differential based on the total number of hours worked excluding
overtime during the twelve (12) consecutive qualifying pay periods.
F. Annual recruitment and retention payments shall not be considered as compensation for
purposes of retirement contributions.
G. Employees on IDL shall continue to receive this stipend.
H. If an employee is granted a leave of absence, the employee will not accrue time towards
the twelve (12) qualifying pay periods, but the employee shall not be required to start the
calculation of the twelve (12) qualifying pay periods all over. For example, if an employee
has worked four (4) months at a qualifying institution and then takes six (6) months’
maternity leave the employee will have only eight (8) additional qualifying pay periods
before receiving the initial payment of $2,400. i
1. It is understood by the Union that the decision to implement or not implement annual
recruitment and retention payments or to withdraw authorization for such payments, and
the amount of such payments rests solely with the State and that decision is not grievable
or arbitrable.
11.11 Deferred Compensation Plans
Employees are to be included in the State of California, Department of Personnel
Administration’s, 401(k) and 457 Deferred Compensation Programs. Eligible employees
under IRS Code Section 403(b) will be eligible to participate in the 403(b) Plan.
11.12 Institutional Worker Supervision Pay Differential (Unit 1)
A. Effective July 1, 1992, Unit 1 employees who have regular and direct responsibility
for work supervision, on-the-job training, and work performance evaluation of at least two
inmates, wards, or resident workers who take the place of civil service employees for a
total of 173 hours a pay period shall, subject to the approval of the DPA, receive a pay
differential of $325 per qualifying pay period.
This differential shall be called Institutional Worker Supervision Pay (IWSP).
B. The pay differential shall not be subject to PERS deductions for either the employee
or the State.
C. The pay differential shall be pro rated for less than full-time employees.
D. The pay differential shall only be included in overtime calculations for FLSA eligible
classes, and shall not be included to calculate NDI or lump sum vacation, sick and excess
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hours due to fluctuating work schedules.
E. Alt-Range 40 compensation shall be discontinued one day prior to the implementation
date of the IWSP as described in paragraph a. above.
F. Upon promotion to a higher classification in State Service an employee receiving com-
pensation under this pay differential shall move from their combined salary rate (base
salary plus IWSP) to compute the appointment rate.
G. To implement the change from AR40 to the IWSP differential, a red circle rate will be
authorized where the employee’s IWSP differential is greater than the employee’s base
salary plus IWSP. The red circle rate will equal the difference between the two described
pay levels. The red circle rate concept shall continue until such time as the employee’s
adjusted base salary plus the IWSP equals or exceeds the employee's salary with AR40.
11.12 Institutional Worker Supervision Pay Differential (Unit 3)
A. The State agrees to study the feasibility and cost effectiveness to the employer of
providing an institutional worker supervision pay differential to Unit 3 employees in the
California Department of Corrections and California Youth Authority who meet the crite-
ria specified in paragraph (B) of this Section. The study shall be completed by March 1,
2000. DPA shall meet and confer with CSEA over the impact of the study results including
the continued use and scheduling of inmate/ward workers in education programs and the
availability of resources.
B. Bargaining Unit 3 employees in the Department of Corrections and Youth Authority
who have regular and direct responsibility for work supervision, on-the-job training, and
work performance evaluation of at least two inmates or wards who take the place of civil
service employees for a total of 173 hours a pay period, may, subject to the approval of
DPA, receive a pay differential per qualifying pay period.
C. The pay differential shall not be subject to retirement contributions for either the
employee or the State.
D. The pay differential shall be pro rated for less than full-time employees.
E. The pay differential shall only be included in overtime calculations for FSLA eligible
classes, and shall not be included to calculate NDI or lump-sum vacation, sick leave, and
excess hours due to fluctuating work schedules.
11.12 Institutional Worker Supervision Pay Differential (Unit 4)
A. Effective July 1, 1992, Bargaining Unit 4 employees who have regular and direct re-
sponsibility for work supervision, on-the-job training, and work performance evaluation
of at least two inmates, wards, or resident workers who take the place of civil service
employees for a total of 173 hours a pay period shall, subject to the approval of the De-
partment of Personnel Administration, receive a pay differential of $180 per qualifying
pay period.
B. Effective January 1, 1994, Bargaining Unit 4 employees who have regular and direct
responsibility for work supervision, on-the-job training, and work performance evaluation
of at least two inmates, wards, or resident workers who take the place of civil service
employees for a total of 173 hours a pay period shall, subject to the approval of the De-
partment of Personnel Administration, receive a pay differential of $190 per qualifying
pay period.
C. The pay differential shall not be subject to PERS deductions for either the employee or
the State.
D. The pay differential shall be pro rated for less than full-time employees.
E. The pay differential shall only be included in overtime calculations for FLSA eligible
classes, and shall not be included to calculate NDI or lump-sum vacation, sick leave, and
excess hours due to fluctuating work schedules.
F. Upon promotion to a higher classification in State service, an employee receiving com-
pensation under this pay differential shall move from their combined salary rate (base
salary plus Supervision of Inmates/Wards/Resident Workers Pay Differential rate) to com-
pute the appointment rate.
G. Alternate Range 40 compensation shall be discontinued effective July 1, 1992.
H. Employees who received an AR 40 which is greater than the amount specified in para-
graph (A) above (when added to the employee’s salary) shall receive a plus adjustment
equal to the difference between the AR 40 adjustment and the Institutional Worker Super-
vision Pay (IWSP). This adjustment shall continue until such time as the employee’s adjusted
base salary plus the IWSP equals or exceeds the employee's salary with AR 40. It is un-
derstood that should the employee’s base salary be reduced, the amounts of the AR 40
adjustment and plus adjustment would also be reduced.

11.12 Climbing Pay (Unit 11)
This section shall take effect October 1, 1999, or the first pay period following ratification,
whichever occurs later. '
A. Air Resource Board
Air Resources Board (ARB) employees who are required to climb to the sampling point
of smoke stacks or storage tanks at a height of 30 feet or more shall receive an hourly
differential of $10.00 per actual climbing hour.
B. Caltrans
Caltrans employees who are required to climb using climbing equipment, and employ-
ment, and employees of the same departments who are required to hold backup safety
lines for climbers, shall receive an hourly differential of $10.00 per actual climbing hour
using climbing equipment or holding backup safety lines.

11.13 Out-of-State Pay Differential (Unit 1)
A. Employees who are headquartered out of State or who are on permanent assignment
to travel at least SO percent of the time out of State shall continue to receive an out-of-State
pay differential of $346 per month.
B. Less than full-time employees shall receive the out-of-State pay differential on a pro-
rata basis based upon their reduced time base.

11.13 Recruitment and Retention Differentials (Unit 3)
The State and the Union agree to the following general provisions for authorization of
recruitment and/or retention differentials:
A. Upon justification of need and approval by the Department of Personnel Administra-
tion (DPA), employees in Unit 3 classifications used by the Departments of Corrections,
Developmental Services, Education, Mental Health, Rehabilitation, Veterans’ Affairs, and
Youth Authority may receive a recruitment and/or retention differential for specific posi-
tions, classifications, facilities, or geographic locations. Circumstances which may sup-
port the need for recruitment and/or retention differentials may include but are not limited
to situations such as remote institutions/facilities which cannot recruit qualified staff,
institutions/facilities where prevailing compensation provisions exceed those offered by
the State, or classifications in high demand.
B. The amount of recruitment and/or retention differential shall not exceed $500 per month,
and certification of available funding must be provided by the implementing department
and approved by the Department of Finance.
C. The State agrees to provide the Union with a minimum of 30 days' notice prior to
implementation or discontinuance of a recruitment and/or retention differemtial, and to
meet and discuss impact. '
D. Permanent employees who work less than full time (cither on a Contract schedule or
a 9/12, 10/12, or 11/12 schedule and permanent intermittent employees shall be eligible
to receive approved recruitment and/or retention differentials. Payments for these em-
ployees shall be calculated on a pro rata basis.
E. Recruitment and/or retention payments shall not be considered compensation for pur-
pose of retirement contributions. )
F. All approved recruitment and/or retention differentials shall be initially authorized for
a period of 12 months and may be renewed for additional 12-month periods.

11.13 Out-of-State Pay Differential (Unit 4)
A. Employees who are headquartered out of State shall receive an out-of-State pay differ-
ential of $346 per month.
B. Less than full-time employees shall receive the differential on a pro rata basis, based
on their reduced time base.

11.13 Qut-of-State Pay Differential (Unit 11)
Employees in the classifications listed below, who are out of state on a long-term assign-
ment, shall receive an out-of-State pay differential as follows:

11.14 Top Step Rounding (Unit 1)
Top Step Rounding: Classes shall be adjusted to reflect 5 percent increments between the
minimum and maximum salary rates. Each 5 percent shall be calculated by muitiplying
by 1.05 and rounded to the nearest dollar. To calculate 5 percent for daily and hourly rates
multiply by 1.05 and round to the nearest dollar and cents amount. To provide the needed
time to calculate the new maximum salary rates, top step rounding shall be effective the
first of the pay period following 90 days from the date of ratification of this agreement.
11.14 CDC, Recruitment and Retention Differentials - Account Clerk Series (Unit 4)
A. Upon approval by the Department of Personnel Administration, the Department of Cor-
rections may provide recruitment and retention differentials to Unit 4 employees as fol-
lows:
1. Either up to $200.00 per month (monthly differential), or
2. Up to $2,400.00 per year (annual payment).
These differentials may be authorized for specific Unit 4 classifications in specific geo-
graphic locations or facilities based on the needs of the State.
B. When the annual payment is authorized, employees must complete twelve (12) con-
secutive qualifying pay periods in order to receive the annual payment. No payment, nor
pro rata share of the payment, shall be given if the employee separates or is discharged
from State service, is rejected on probation, or voluntarily transfers to another location
where the differential is not authorized. Time spent on NDI does not count as a qualifying
pay period.
If an employee who is receiving a monthly differential transfers to a location where the
differential is not authorized, the differential shall be discontinued. )
C. Part-time and intermittent employees shall receive a pro rata share of the annual recruit-
ment and retention differential based on the total number of hours worked during the twelve
(12) consecutive qualifying pay periods. Part-time and intermittent employees shall re-
ceive a pro rata share of the monthly differential based on a total number of hours worked
within the monthly pay period.
D. Annual recruitment and retention payments shall not be considered as compensation for
purposes of retirement contributions.
E. It is understood by CSEA Local 1000 that the decision to implement or not implement
annual recruitment and retention payments or monthly differentials or to withdraw autho-
rization for such payments or differentials, and the amount of such payments or differen-
tials, rests solely with the State and that such decision is not grievable or arbitrable.
E Classifications which are cligible for this differential include:

G. Itis understood by the parties that this provision is designed to address recruitment and
retention problems that exist in specific classifications at individual facilities, and that the
decision to implement such a differential rests solely with the State.
11.14 Commercial Driver’s License Differential (Unit 11)
A. Caltrans and Department of Water Resources
Full-time, part-time or limited-term employees assigned to a CalTrans or Department of
Water Resources (DWR) position requiring regular operation of vehicles which require a
Class A or B Commercial Driver's License (CDL) shall receive a maximum differential of
$155.00 or proportion thereof added to their monthly salary for each month in which they
are subject to performing these duties.
B. Department of Fish and Game
1. The Department of Fish and Game (DFG) shall pay a differential of $155.00 per
month to employees holding a Class A or B Commercial Driver’s License (CDL) who:
a. Are full-time employees, and
b. Hold a Class A or B CDL, with appropriated endorsement(s) and medical
examiner's certificate required by the Department of Motor Vehicles, and
c. Are assigned to a DFG-designated position requiring regular operation of ve-
hicles for which a Class A or B CDL is required.
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2. The DFG shall identify the positions referenced in Section B(1)(c) above and in so
doing, will identify the appropriate CDL and endorsement(s) required for the position.
Assignment of employees to these positions shall be at the Department’s discretion.
The provisions of this subsection (B)(2) are neither grievable nor arbitrable.
3. An employee whose required CDL and/or endorsement(s) isfare revoked or not
renewed for any reason, or who is not operating vehicles satisfactorily, or who lacks
the proper skill or qualifications 1o operated the subject vehicles at the worksite, may
be subject to administrative transfer:
a. out of the position within which the differential is paid, or
b. to a position not requiring the possession of a CDL, and will no longer be eligible
for payment of the differential.
4. The Union recognizes that the differential will not be paid to incumbents in those
classes in which the State Personnel Board specification identifies possession of a
CDL as part of the minimum qualifications of the class.
5. Notwithstanding classification specifications, employees receiving the differential
can be required to operate vehicles as deemed necessary by the Department. ‘This
provision is neither grievable nor arbitrable.
6. Part-time employees shall, subject to all of the provisions in subsection (B)(1-5),
be eligible for payment of the differential on a pro-rata basis.
11.15 - Information Technology (IT) (Unit 1)
Employees in IT classifications who are assigned to a mission critical IT function may be
provided a skills retention differential when meeting the following criteria:
Level One 10% per month
Verification of completion of required department specified IT training courses and dem-
onstrated successful application of leamed competency (example: Data Development and
Administration, System Administration, Network Administration, etc.)
Level Two 15% per month
Verification of completion of advanced department specified IT training courses and dem-
onstrated successful application of leamed competency (example: Database Development
and Administration, System Administration, Network Administration, etc.)
Level Three 20% per month
Possession of specific product professional credential. Verification of professional certi-
fication (example: Oracle Database Development and Administration, Microsoft Certified
Systems Engineer).
11.15 Dictaphone Differential (Unit 4)
A. Full-time employees in the classification of Office Assistant (Typing) in positions where
the transcription of dictation from a dictating machine is done regularly, constitutes the
employee’s main assignment, and occupies the largest portion of the employee’s time,
shall receive a Dictaphone differential as follows:
1. Employees in Ranges A, B, and C shall receive $74.00 per month.
2. Employees in Range D shall receive $90.00 per month.
B. Less than full-time employees shall receive the Dictaphone differential on a pro-rata
basis according to the employee’s reduced time base.
11.15 Water Treatment Plant Differential (Unit 11)
This section shall take effect October 1, 1999, or the first pay period following ratification
of this contract, whichever is later.
A. Water Resources Technicians I and Il who are employed at Department of Water Re-
sources (DWR) water treatment plants, and who are required by DWR to possess licenses
and/or certificates pertaining to water treatment plant operation, shall reccive a five (5)
percent differential.
B. Water Resources Technicians I and II who are employed at Department of Water Re-
sources (DWR) water treatment plants who are required by DWR to obtain a license and/
or certificate pertaining to water treatment plant operation, and who successfully complete
the examination for the same, shall be reimbursed for application, examination and re-
newal fees. Said employees shall be given a reasonable amount of time off work without
loss of compensation to take licensing and/or certification examinations, provided the ex-
amination is on a scheduled work day and the employee gives his/her supervisor reason-
able advance notice of the need to take time off.
C. Water Resources Technicians I and 11 who are required to posses a license or certificate
pertaining to water treatment plant operations who fail to obtain or maintain a license or
certificate, may be voluntarily or involuntarily transferred into another position or classi-
fication.

D. This section shall be subject to the grievance procedure up to and including the third
level of review. It shall not be subject to arbitration.
11.16 Information Technology Allocations (Unit 1)
By October 1, 1999, the DPA shall implement new position allocations standards that rec-
ognize the increased complexity and responsibility of duties currently assigned to associ-
ate level information Technology positions. The State anticipates that up to 1,000 posi-
tions in the following classifications may be affected by upgrades as a result of the new
standards.

The differential provided for by this Section shall not be subject to PERS deductions, and
it will not be included when calculating any overtime compensation otherwise provided
for by this contract.
11.18 Arduous Duty Differential for 4C Employees (Unit 1)
The State shall establish an “arduous pay” program to provide additional compensation to
FLSA exempt employees assigned to WWG 4C when there is no other way to recognize
the performance of additional duties and responsibility which clearly exceed the normal
demands of an employee's classification/position. Employees shall be eligible for this pay
differential for up to four months per fiscal year (or per event for emergencies involving
loss of life or property).
Requests for arduous pay shall be made to the Department of Personnel Administration on
a case-by-case basis by the employing department. The Department of Personnel Admin-
istration shali evaluate said requests based on whether it satisfies all of the following.
1. Non-negotiable Deadline or Extreme Urgency
The work must have a deadline or completion date that cannot be controlled by the
employee or his/her supervisor, or must constitute an extreme urgency. The deadline
or extreme urgency must impose upon the employee an immediate and urgent demand
for his/her work that cannot be avoided or mitigated by planning, rescheduling, post-
ponement or rearrangement of work, or modification of the deadline.
2. Work Exceeds Normal Work Hours and Normal Productivity
The work must be extraordinarily demanding and time consuming, and of a nature
that it significantly exceeds the normal work week and work productivity expecta-
tions of the employee’s work assignment.
Employees who are excluded from FLSA are expected to work variable work sched-
ules as necessary to meet the demands of the job. This pay differential is not intended
for employees who regularly or occasionally work in excess of the normal work week
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to meet normal work load demands. It is intended where in addition to working a
significant number of hours in excess of the normal work week, there is a demand for
and achievement of greater productivity or result.
3. Work is Unavoidable.
The work must be of a nature that it cannot be postponed, redistributed, modified,
reassigned, or otherwise changed in any way to provide relief.
4. Work Involves Extremely Heavy Workload
The work is of a nature that it cannot be organized or planned to enable time off in
exchange for the extra hours worked. The absence from work would cause difficulty
or hardship on others and would result in other critical work not being completed.
Occasional heavy workload of less than 12 to 14 days in duration would not normally
satisfy this requirement because time off can be arranged as compensation for this
demand.
5. No Other Compensation
The employee who is receiving this pay differential is not eligible for any other ad-
ditional compensation for the type and nature of the above described work.
Department decisions not to submit arduous pay requests to the Department of Personnel
Administration, and DPA decisions to deny arduous pay, shall not be subject to the griev-
ance or arbitration provisions of this agrecment.
The differential shall be $300 per work week, up to $1200 total per pay period. Any work
week that overlaps months should be counted in the month that the work week ends.
An employee may be paid: $300, $600, $900, or $1200 per pay period.

11,20 California State Lottery Sales Incentive Bonus (Unit 1)
The provisions of this Section become effective the first day of the first complete quarter
following the ratification of the Contract by both parties.
The California State Lottery (CSL) reserves the right to manage the variety and quantity
of Scratcher products offered for sale in order to stay within its budgetary and legal man-
dates.
Employees appointed to the CSL classifications of District Sales Representative (DSR)
and Key Accounts Specialist (KAS) are eligible to receive a sales bonus based on achieve-
ment of sales in the following three product lines: Scratcher products; On-Line products;
and a Target Game which shall be designated by the Director or designee.
The following provisions shall govern the program:
A. Prior to the beginning of each new quarter of the fiscal year, the CSL Director or
designee shall announce a statewide sales goal for each of the three product lines identi-
fied above. Individual achievement of quarterly sales goals for each territory or account
list is measured against the established quarterly CSL statewide sales goal for each of the
three product lines. The sales bonus for eligible employees is based on sales achievement
in each of the three product lines. Scratcher product sales are defined as only those ticket
packs that have been financially settled by retailers.
B. The CSL Sales Division shall issue a quarterly report showing the percentage contri-
bution (market share) of the employee’s sales area to actual statewide sales.
The “market share” of each sales area is the percentage contribution of the territory or
account list to actual statewide sales during the quarter ending one quarter prior to the goal
quarter, also identified as the “quarter before last.”
Example: The goal for quarter 1 of FY 1999/00 is based on the market share from quarter
3 of FY 1998/99.
C. Each product line is allocated a percentage of the total award dollar with each level as
follows: Scratchers product 70 percent, Target Game product 20 percent, and On-Line
product 10 percent. Upon completion of each quarter and a qualifying period, if a territory
or account list achieves at least a Level 1 sales goal in any product line, the employee
receives the appropriate percentage of the total award attributable to that product for the
level achieved. With a quatifying period, the employee is eligible to attain an award for
each of the three product lines.
D. “Target Game” is that game identified and designated by the Director (CSL) or des-
ignee to receive special promotional emphasis. Target Game sales shall be excluded from
the goal and achievement of other product lines.
If a Target Game is not designated, the Director or designee shall redirect the Target Game
percentage to the other remaining product lines.
E. If the CSL deems it necessary to adjust one or more of the bonus level percentages, it
shall notify the Union and meet and confer, upon request, concerning the impact of the
proposed adjustment.
F. It is the expectation of the CSL that of employees who achieve bonus, the distribution
of levels earned (commonly referred to as the bell curve) will match the following:
Level 1 16%
Level 2 34%
Level 3 34%
Level 4 16%
The parties understand that the actual distribution of employees receiving bonuses as stated
above may vary for each quarter and may not exactly match or approximate the percent-
ages described above.
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G. Bonus levels and corresponding dollar awards attributable to each level are listed below:

H. Each eligible employee described in Subsections 8(b) through 8(h) shall be required

to work a qualifying period to be eligible for bonus.
1. Aqualifying period is defined as actually working in the territory or actually working
an assigned account list a minimum of sixty-five percent (65%) of actual available
work hours in a thirteen-week (13) quarter excluding holidays and weekends.
Formula: 13 weeks (91 days) less weekends (26 days) times 8 hours a day less holi-
day hours times 65% equals a qualifying period.
Example: A qualifying period in a quarter with no holidays equals 338 actual avail-
able work hours; a qualifying period in a quarter with one holiday equals 332.8 actual
available work hours.
2. Afulltime employee who works a qualifying period and who works in an assigned
territory or an assigned account list during the quarter is eligible for the appropriate
level borius achieved by that territory/account list during that quarter.
3. An intermittent employee who works a qualifying period and who works in a single
territory during the quarter is eligible for the appropriate level bonus achieved by that
territory/account list during that quarter.
4. An intermittent employee who works a qualifying period and who works in more
than one-territory in a single district during the quarter is eligible for the appropriate
level bonus achieved by that district during that quarter.
5. An intermittent employee who works a qualifying period and who works in more
than one territory and in more than one district in either the North or South region
during the quarter is eligible for the appropriate level bonus achieved by that region
during that quarter.
6. An intermittent employee who works a qualifying period and who works in more
than one territory in both the North and South regions during the quarter is eligible for
the appropriate level bonus achieved by the State during that quarter.
7. A permanent part-time employee who works a qualifying period and achieves a
sales bonus level in a product line during the quarter is eligible to receive a percentage
of the bonus dollar amount for that level consistent with the time base. The qualifying
period as defined in Subsection (a) is prorated to the time base.
Example: A three-fourths time DSR who works a qualifying period and who achieves

¢« Level 2 Scratcher bonus receives three-fourths of the bonus dollar amount for Scratcher
Level 2 and the qualifying period for eligibility is reduced by 25%.
8. An employee appointed to a limited-term or retired annuitant posilion of DSR or
KAS shall be eligible to participate in this program consistent with the criteria estab-
lished for full-time or intermittent employees.

1. Bonus payments shall be made within sixty (60) days after the quarter ends.

J. Bonus awards paid pursuant to this Section are excluded from compensation for retire-

ment purposes.

K. Bonus awards paid pursuant to this Section are considered compensation for taxation

purposes.

L. This Section shall be grievable only to Step 3 of the grievance procedure (Director,

California State Lottery).

11.21 California State Lottery Business Building Incentive (BBI) Program (Unit 1)
This provision is effective following ratification by both parties.
A. The objective of the Business Building Incentive (BBI) program shall be to add new
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and viable Lottery retailer locations. A new retailer location is one that has never sold
Lottery products or has contracted to sell “Scratcher-Only” products.
B. The Lottery Director or designee shall identify a “product game” that shall be the focus
of the BBI. The Lottery Director or designee shall also determine the specific criteria for
the product game.
C. The classifications of District Sales Representative (DSR) and Key Account Specialist
(KAS) shall be eligible for the incentive award.
D. For each new qualifying retailer location, the employee shall receive an incentive
award of $250.
E. The CSL will provide weekly BBI product sales advisory information on a bi-weekly
basis to allow tracking of retailer activation and sales activity. An official BBI product
sales report will be issued by the CSL following the end of each retailer’s qualifying period.
F. The employee shall submit a claim for the recruitment incentive award within thirty
(30) days following the issue date of the sales report referenced in Subsection E. Awards
shall be paid, upon verification by the CSL, no later than sixty (60) calendar days after the
completed claim is submitted by the employee.
G. Program criteria: In addition to specific criteria for the BBI product game determined
by the CSL Director or designee (reference in Subsection B.) the following program cri-
teria shall be met:
1. A new retailer shall be one that has never sold Lottery products or has contracted
to sell “Scratcher-Only” products.
2. A qualifying retailer shall be located within the employee's regularly assigned
territory or on the employee's regularly assigned account list at the date of activation.
3. In the event that more than one employee, DSR/KAS, has direct participation in
the recruitment of a qualifying retailer, the incentive award shall be divided evenly
equally between the recruiters. Direct participation shall be substantiated by the Lottery
Sales Manager or Key Accounts Chief, as appropriate. The Key Accounts Chief shall
determine, if necessary, the beginning and ending periods for targeted account recruit-
ing.
4. If the retailer location is re-assigned during a qualifying period from one employee’s
territory to another (DSR’s regularly assigned territory to another DSR’s regularly
assigned territory or from one KAS’s regularly assigned account list to another KAS's
regularly assigned account list, or if the employee does not have a regularly assigned
territory/account list, the award will be made in favor of the recruiting employee (DSR/
KAS).
5. Upon written request from an employee, an exception to specific product game
criteria may be granted by the CSL Director or designee prior to retailer activation.
H. Terminal Malfunction: Upon notification from the employee and verification by man-
agement that the on-line terminal of the qualifying retailer became inactive due to tech-
nical malfunction of the phone line or “the G-Tech” line after the initial activation date and
during the qualifying period, said qualifying period will be extended by the number of
inactive days. Extensions shall be approved by the Director (CSL) or designee.
I. Game Termination: A BBI product game may be modified or discontinued by the CSL
Director or designee due to technical, financial, or legal reasons. If the BBI product game
is discontinued, the CSL is not obligated to provide a replacement game. If a retail loca-
tion meets the criteria established for the game prior to its discontinuance, the recruiting
employee shall have qualified for the incentive award. If an employee recruits a new
retailer and the CSL subsequently discontinues the BBI product game due to financial,
technical, or legal reasons before the new retailer has on-line Status Cede 1 or 2, and the
CSL introduces a replacement target game within 120 days after the discontinued game,
the tracking period shall begin with the effective date of the replacement game. The union
shall be given notice and an opportunity, upon request, to meet and discuss the impact of
this action.
J. The employee shall submit discrepancy correction for a bona fide retailer within 90
days of the retailer activation. Discrepancies not submitted within the stated period will
not be eligible for bonus payment.
K. Incentive awards paid pursuant to this agreement shall be considered compensation for
taxation purposes.
L. Incentive awards paid pursuant to this agreement shall be excluded from compensation
and withholding for retirement purposes.
M. The provisions of this agreement shall be grievable only through Step 3 of the griev-
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ance procedure (Director, CSL).

11.22 California Housing Loan Insurance Fund (CHLIF) Mortgage Insurance Profit
Bonus (Unit 1)
Eligible employees in these assignments will be entitled to a bonus not to exceed 10 per-
cent of their base salary based on the performance of the loans insured by California Housing
Loan Insurance Fund (CHLIF) in the employee’s assigned territory annually. The bonus
will be based on maintaining a delinquency rate of less than | percent.
The delinquency rate is derived by dividing the number of CHLIF insured loans in the
eligible employee’s assignment that are delinquent for a period of 90 days or more by the
total number of CHLIF insured loans in the employee’s assigned territory.
If the delinquency rate for the year is not more than 0.5 percent, the eligible employce will
be entitled to the maximum bonus of 10 percent of base salary. If the delinquency rate is
more than 0.5 percent but less than 1 percent, the employee will be entitled to a propor-
tional bonus based on the difference between 1% and the actual delinquency rate, as a
percentage of 5 percent. For example, if the delinquency rate at the end of the year is 0.62
percent, the bonus percentage would be 76 percent of the maximum bonus payable, or 7.6
percent of base salary. It may be simpler to express this decimally, e.g., delinquency rate
of 0.0062 subtracted from 0.01 equals 0.0038 divided by 0.05 equals 0.076 to be applied
to the base salary.
The following chart is illustrative of the delinquency and claims bonus structure based on
five even delinquency rates. In actuality, the bonuses will be based on the delinquency
rate calculated to the nearest hundredth of one percent (0.0001), which translates to two-
tenths of one percent (0.002) of annual salary per the formula.
Delinquency Bonus

0.50% 10% of base salary
0.60% . 8% of base salary
0.70% i 6% of base salary
0.80% " 4% of base salary
0.90% 2% of base salary
1.00% 0% of base salary

Criteria and Calculations for Customer Services, Product Development, Technical Ser-
vices, and Underwriting Manager:

Employees performing these functions will be eligible to receive a bonus not to exceed 10
percent of their base salary based on the returm on equity percentage which exceeds 9
percent, as a percentage of 5 percent. The retumn on equity is based on the GAAP profit
on the average fund equity for the 12 calendar months. For example, if the returm on
"equity at the end of the year is 11 percent, the bonus would be 40 percent of the maximum
bonus payable, or 4 percent of salary (i.e., 11% minus 9% = 2%; 2% divided by 5% = 40%
of the maximum bonus, or 0.04 of salary).

The following chart is illustrative of the bonus structure for these employees. In actuality,
the bonuses will be calculated to the nearest tenth of one percent (0.001) of salary.

Bonuses for eligible employees in all categories will be based on the 12 months from
January through December and. will be paid once per year as soon after December 31 as
practicable. Bonuses will be prorated for employees not working a full year in an eligible
assignment.
11.23 Accounting Recruitment and Retention Differential - CDC (Unit 1)
A. Upon approval by the Department of Personnel Administration, the Department of Cor-
rectionis may provide recruitment and retention differentials to Unit | employees as fol-
lows:
(1) Either up to $200.00 per month (monthly differential); or
(2) Up to $2,400.00 per year (annual payment).

These differentials may be authorized for specific Unit 1 classifications in specific geo-
graphic locations or facilities based on the needs of the State.

B. When the annual payment is authorized, employees must complete twelve (12) con-
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secutive qualifying pay periods in order to receive the annual payment. No payment, nor
pro rata share of the payment, shall be given if the employee separates or is discharged
from State service, is rejected on probation, or voluntarily transfers to another location
where the differential is not authorized. Time spent on NDI does not count as a qualifying
pay period.

If an employee who is receiving a monthly differential transfers to a location where the
differential is not authorized, the differential shall be discontinued.

C. Part-time and intermittent employees shall receive a pro rata share of the annual recruit-
ment and retention differential based on the total number of hours worked, excluding
overtime, during the twelve (12) consecutive qualifying pay periods. Part-time and inter-
mittent employees shall receive a pro rata share of the monthly differential based on a total
number of hours worked within the monthly pay period.

D. Annual recruitment and retention payments shall not be considered as compensation for
purposes of retirement contributions.

E. Itis understood by the Union that the decision to implement or not implement annual
recruitment and retention payments or monthly differentials or to withdraw authorization
for such payments or differentials, and the amount of such payments or differentials, rests
solely with the State and that such decision is not grievable or arbitrable.

F. Classifications which are eligible for this differential include:

G. It is understood by the parties that this provision is designed to address recruitment and
retention problems that exist in specific classifications at individual facilities, and that the
decision to implement such a differential rests solely with the State.
11.24 Professional Competency Pay (Unit 1)
A. Subject to the criteria listed in Section B., a department may recommend to the DPA
that a permanent full-time employee who passes the written portion of the Certified Public
Accountant (CPA) Examination or the Certified Internal Auditor (CIA) Examination re-
ceive a bonus.
B. 1. The bonus shall consist of $3,600 regardless of the number of certifications re-
ceived and shall be paid in three equal installments of $1,200 at intervals of 12 qualifying
pay periods. The first installment shall be paid 12 qualifying pay periods after the
employee’s request and the employer’s verification.
2. In order to be eligible for the bonus, the employee's classification must include
internal auditing or fiscal examination as a major duty and for which the minimum
qualification requires professional accounting or auditing experience or successful
completion of prescribed professional accounting courses given by an accredited college
or university, including courses in elementary and advanced accounting, auditing, and
cost accounting.
3. The employee must have passed the examination after November 30, 1986. No
employee who has requested and received the previous form of professional compe-
tency pay shall be eligible for this bonus.
C. An employee who transfers to another State department and otherwise continues to
qualify for the bonus must request the new department to continue the bonus on schedule.
The new depariment may or may not agree to recommend the continuation of the bonus
to DPA. In any case the bonus shall not exceed $3,600.
D. A Professional Competency Bonus shall not be considered “‘compensation” for the
purposes of retirement.
11.25 Personnel Services Specialist /II Realignment (Unit 1)
Upon ratification of this contract, the State shall institute the following actions with regard
to the following two classifications:
Personnel Services Specialist I #1301
Personnel Services Specialist Il #1774
A. Issue allocation guidance to departments permitting reallocation of Personnel Services
Specialist (PSS) I to PSS 11, when sufficient complexity exists.
B. Within six months of contract ratification, develop a workload formula based on mea-
surable factors impacting the complexity of work assigned the PSS series.
C. Departments will consider administrative alternatives prior to mandatory overtime.
D. Establish a Joint Labor/Management “Task Force” to define the level and amount of
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work, and to establish a relationship with Unit 1 classifications. Employees serving in this
capacity shall serve without loss of compensation.
ARTICLE 12 - ALLOWANCES AND REIMBURSEMENTS
12.1 Business and Travel Expense
The State agrees to reimburse employees for actual, necessary and appropriate business
expenses and travel expenses incurred 50 miles or more from home and headquarters, in
accordance with existing DEPARTMENT OF PERSONNEL ADMINISTRATION rules
and as set forth below. Lodging and/or meals provided by the State or included in hotel
expenses or conference fees or in transportation costs such as airline tickets or otherwise
provtded shall not be claimed for reimbursement. Snacks and continental breakfasts such
as rolls, j julcc, and coffee are not considered to be meals. Each item of expenses of $25
or more requires a receipt; receipts may be required for items of expense that are less than
$25. When receipts are not required to be submitted with the claim, it is the employee’s
responsibility to maintain receipts and records of their actual expenses for tax purposes.
Each State agency shall determine the necessity for travel and the mode of travel to be
reimbursed.
A. Meals/Incidentals: Meal expenses for breakfast, lunch, and dinner will be reimbursed
in the amount of actual expenses up to the maximums. The term “incidentals” includes,
but is not limited to, expenses for laundry, cleaning and pressing of clothing, and fees and
tips for services, such as for porters and baggage carriers. It does not include taxicab fares,
lodging taxes or the cost telegrams or telephone calls.
1. Rates - Actual meal/incidental expenses incurred will be reimbursed in accordance
with the' maximum rates and time frame requirements outlined below:
Breakfast upto$ 6.00
Lunch : up to $10.00
Dinner . up to $18.00
Incidentals upto $ 6.00 (Every full 24 hours of travel)
Total up to $40.00
2. Time Frames - For continuous short-term (ravel of more than 24 hours but less than
31 days, the employee will be reimbursed for actual costs up to the maximum for each
meal, incidental, and ledging expense for each complete 24 hours of travel, beginning
with the traveler’s time of departure and return as follows:
a. On the first day of travel on a trip of more than 24 hours:
Trip begins at or before 6 a.m.  Breakfast may be claimed
Trip begins at or before 11 a.m. Lunch may be claimed
Trip begins at or before 5 p.m.  Dinner may be claimed
b. On the fractional day of travel at the end of a trip of more than 24 hours:
Trip ends at or after 8 a.m. Breakfast may be claimed
Trip ends at or after 2 p.m. Lunch may be claimed
Trip ends at or after 7 p.m. Dinner may be claimed
If the fractional day includes an overnight stay, receipted lodging may be claimed. No
meal or lodging expenses may be claimed or reimbursed more than once on any given date
or during any 24-hour period.
¢. For continuous travel of less than 24 hours, the employee will be reimbursed for
actual expenses up to the maximum as follows:
Travel begins at or before 6 a.m. and ends at or after 9 a.m.:
Breakfast may be claimed.
Travel begins at or before 4 p.m. and ends at or after 7 p.m.:
Dinner may be claimed
If the trip extends overnight, receipted lodging may be claimed.
No lunch or incidentals may be claimed on a trip of less than 24 hours.
B. Lodging: All lodging reimbursement requires a receipt from a commercial lodging
establishment such as a hotel, motel, bed and breakfast inn, or public campground that
caters to the general public. No lodging will be reimbursed without a valid receipt.
1. Regular State Business Travel
a. Statewide, in all locations not listed in (c) below, for receipted lodging while
on travel status to conduct State business:
With a lodging receipt: Actual lodging up to $79.00 plus applicable taxes.
b. Effective November 2, 1999, Statewide, in all locations not listed in (c) be-
low, for receipted lodging while on travel status to conduct State business.
With a lodging receipt: Actual lodging up to $84.00 plus applicable taxes.
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c. Effective November 2, 1999 through June 30, 2000, when employees are
required to do business and obtain lodging in the counties of Alameda, San
Francisco, San Mateo and Santa Clara, and Central and Western Los Angeles
reimbursement will be for actual receipted lodging to a maximum of $110 plus
applicable taxes. Central and Western Los Angeles is the territory bordered by
Sunset Boulevard on the north, the Pacific Ocean on the west, Imperial Blvd/
Freeway 105 on the South and Freeways 110, 10, and 101 on the east. This area
includes downtown L.A., Inglewood, L.A. International Airport, Playa del Rey,
Venice, Santa Monica, Brentwood, West L.A., Westwood Village, Culver City,
Beverly Hills, Century City, West Hollywood and Hollywood.
2. State Sponsored Conferences or Conventions - For receipted lodging while attend-
ing State Sponsored conferences and conventions, when the lodging is contracted by
the State sponsor for the event, and the appointing authority has granted prior ap-
proval for attendance and lodging at the contracted rate and establishment.
Statewide, with a lodging receipt: Actual lodging up to $110 plus applicable taxes.
3. Non-State Sponsored Conferences or Conventions - For receipted lodging while
attending Non-State sponsored conferences and conventions, when the lodging is con-
tracted by the sponsor for the event, and the appointing authority has granted prior
approval for attendance and lodging at the contracted rate and establishment.
Statewide, with a lodging receipt: Actual lodging when approved in advance by the
appointing authority.
Reimbursement of lodging expenses in excess of specified amounts, excluding taxes
requires advance written approval from the Department of Personnel Administration.
The Department of Personnel Administration may delegate approval authority to
departmental appointing powers or increase the lodging maximum rate for the geo-
graphical area and period of time deemed necessaty to meet the needs of the State. An
employee may not claim lodging, meal, or incidental expenses within 50 miles of his/
her home or headquarters.
C. Long-term Travel: Actual expenses for long term meals and receipted lodging will be
reimbursed when the employee incurs expenses in one location comparable to those aris-
ing from the use of establishments catering to the long-term visitor.
1. Full Long-term Travel - In order to qualify for full long-term travel reimbursement,
the employee on long-term field assignment must meet the following criteria:
« The employee continues to maintain a permanent residence at the primary headquar-
ters, and
« The permanent residence is occupied by the employee’s dependents, or
* The permanent residence is maintained at a net expense to the employee exceeding
$200 per month. The employee on full long-term travel who is living at the long-term
location may claim either:
a. Reimbursement for actual individual expense, substantiated by receipts, for lodg-
ing, water, sewer, gas and electricity, up to a maximum of $1,130 per calendar
month while on the long-term assignment, and actual expenses up to $10.00 for
meals and incidentals, for each period of 12 to 24 hours and up to $5.00 for actual
meals and incidentals for each period of less than 12 hours at the long-term loca-
tion, or
b. Long-term subsistence rates of $24.00 for actual meals and incidentals and $24.00
for receipted lodging for travel of 12 hours up to 24 hours; either $24.00 for actual
meals or $24.00 for receipted lodging for travel less than 12 hours when the em-
ployee incurs expenses in one location comparable to those arising from the use of
establishments catering to the long-term visitor.
2. An employee on long-term field assignment who does not maintain a separate resi-
dence in the headquarters area may claim long-term subsistence rates of up to $12.00
for actual meals and incidentals and $12.00 for receipted lodging for travel of 12 hours
up to 24 hours at the long-term location; either $12.00 for actual meals or $12.00 for
receipted lodging for trave! less than 12 hours at the long-term location.
3. Employees, with supervisor’s approval, after completing the work shift remain at
the job or LTA location past the Friday 12-hour clock will receive full per diem for
Friday. Those staying ovemight shall not receive any additional per diem regardless
of the Saturday departure time. An employee returning to the temporary residence on
Sunday wilt receive full per diem. This does not change Department Of Personnel
Administration policy regarding the per diem clock which starts at the beginning of
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the work shift on Monday. If the normal workweek is other than as stated above, the
same principle applies.
The following clarifies Department Of Personnel Administration policy regarding an
employee leaving the LTA location on personal business:
The reference to leaving the LTA location for personal business and not claiming per
diem or transportation expenses assumes that the employee stays overnight at a loca-
tion other than the long-term accommodations.
D. Out-of-State Travel: For short-term out-of-State travel, State employees will be reim-
bursed actual lodging, supported by a receipt, and will be reimbursed for actual meal and
incidental expenses in accordance with above. Failure to furnish lodging receipts will
limit reimbursement to the meal/incidental rate above. Long-term out-of-State travel will
be reimbursed in accordance with the provisions of Long-term Travel above.
E. Out of Country Travel: For short-term out of country travel, State employees will be
reimbursed actual lodging, substantiated by a receipt, and will be reimbursed actual meals
and incidentals up to the maximums published in column (B) of the Maximum Travel per
Diem Allowances for Foreign Areas, Section 925, U.S. Department of State Standardized
Regulations and the meal/incidental breakdown in Federal Travel Regulation Chapter 301,
Travel Allowances, Appendix B. Long-term Out of Country travel will be reimbursed in
accordance with the provisions of Long-term travel above, or as determined by the Depart-
ment of Personnel Administration.
Subsistence shall be paid in accordance with procedures prescribed by the Department of
Personnel Administration. It is the responsibility of the individual employee to maintain
receipts for their actual meal expenses.
F. Transportation: Transportation expenses include, but are not limited to, airplane, train,
bus, (axi fares, rental cars, parking, mileage reimbursement, and tolls that are reasonably
and necessarily incuired as a result of conducting State business. Each State agency shall
determine the necessity for travel, and the mode of travel to be reimbursed.
1. Mileage Reimbursement
a. When an employee is authorized by his/her appointing authority or designee to
operaie a privately owned vehicle on State business the employee will be allowed
to claim and be reimbursed $.31 cents per mile.
b. When an employee is required to report to an alternative work location, the
employee may be reimbursed for the number of miles driven in excess of his/her
normal commute.
2. Specialized Vehicles — Employees who must operate a motor vehicle on official
State business and who, because of a physical disability, may operate only specially
equipped or modified vehicles may claim from $.31 cents up to $.37 cents per miile,
with certification. Supervisors who approve claims pursuant to this subsection have
the responsibility of determining the need for the use of such vehicles.
3. Private Aircraft Mileage - When an employee is authorized by his/her department,
reimbursement for the use of the employee's privately owned aircraft on State busi-
ness shall be made at the rate of $.50 cents per statute mile. Pilot qualifications and
insurance requirements will be maintained in accordance with the Department of
Personnel Administration Rule 599.628.1 and the State Office of Risk and Insurance
Management.
4. Mileage to/from a Common Carrier - When the employee’s use of a privately owned
vehicle is authorized for travel to or from a common carrier terminal, and the employee's
vehicle is not parked at the terminal during the period of absence, the employee may
claim double the number of miles between the terminal and the employee’s headquar-
ters or residence, whichever is less, while the employee occupies the vehicle. Excep-
tion to “whichever is less:” If the employee begins travel one hour or more before he
normally leaves his home, or on a regularly scheduled day off, mileage may be com-
puted from his/her residence. :
G. Receipts: Receipts or vouchers shall be submitted for every item of expense of $25 or
more. Inaddition, receipts are required for every item of transportation and business expense
incurred as a result of conducting State business except for actual expenses as follows:
1. Railroad and bus fares of less than $2§ when travel is wholly within the State of
California.
2. Street car, ferry fares, bridge and road tolls, local rapid transit system, taxi, shuttle
or hotel bus fares, and parking fees of $10.00 or less for each continuous period of
parking or each separate transportation expense noted in this item.
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3. Telephone, telegraph, tax, or other business charges related to State business of
$5.00 or less.
4. Inthe absence of a receipt, reimbursement will be limited to the nonreceipted amount
above.
5. Reimbursement will be claimed only for the actual and necessary expenses noted
above. Regardless of the above exceptions, the approving officer may require addi-
tional certification and/or explanation in order to determine that an expense was ac-
tually and reasonably incurred. In the absence of a satisfactory explanation, the ex-
pense shall not be allowed.
12.2 Moving and Relocation Expenses
Whenever an employee is reasonably required by the State to change his or her place of
residence, the State shall reimburse the employee for approved items in accordance with
the lodging, meal, and incidental rates and time frames established in Section 12.1, and in
accordance with existing requirements, time frames and administrative rules and regula-
tions for reimbursement of relocation expenses that apply to excluded employees.
12.3 Parking Rates
A. For the term of this contract, the parties agree that the State may increase parking rates
in existing lots, in urban congested areas, no more than $20 per month above the current
rate charged to employees in specific locations where they park. Congested urban areas
are areas such as Sacramento, San Francisco Bay, Fresno, Los Angeles, San Bernardino,
Riverside, and San Diego areas. Every effort shall be made to provide employees 60 days
but no less than 30 days notice of a parking rate increase. The State shall not increase rates
for existing parking lots where employees do not currently pay parking fees. Rates at new
lots administered by the State will be set at a level comparable to rates charged for similar
. lots in the area of the new lot, ¢.g., rates for open lots shall be compared to rates for open
lots, rates for covered parking shall be compared to rates for covered parking.
B. By April 1, 2000, the State shall develop a system for employees where parking fees
may be paid with pretax dollars.
12.4 Commute Program
A. Employees working in areas served by mass transit, including rail, bus, or other com-
mercial transportation licensed for public conveyance shall be eligible for a 75 percent
discount on public transit passes sold by State agencies up to a maximum of $65 per month.
This shall not be considered compensation for purpose of retirement contributions. The
State may establish and implement procedures and eligibility criteria for the administra-
tion of this benefit.
B. The State shall provide $100 per month to each State employee who meets the eligi-
bility criteria and complies with program procedures as developed by the State for prin-
cipal vanpoot drivers. This shall not be considered compensation for purposes of retire-
ment contributions. The State may establish and implement procedures and eligibility
criteria for the administration of this benefit.
C. Employees headquartered out of State shall receive reimbursement for public transpor-
tation expenses for 75 percent of the cost up to a maximum of $65 per month. The ap-
pointing power may establish and implement procedures regarding the certification of
expenses required of the employees.
12.5 Transportation Incentives
A. The State and Union agree hat the State shall encourage employees to use alternate
means of transportation to commute to and from work in order to reduce traffic congestion
and improve air quality.
B. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Contract, the Union agrees that the State
may implement new policies or change existing ones in areas such as transit subsidies,
vanpool/carpool incentives, walking/biking incentives, parking, parking fees, hours of work
and other actions to meet the goals of transportation incentives. The State agrees to notice
and meet and confer regarding the impact of such new or changed policies.
C. The State shall entertain recommendations from the Union and meet if requested on
ways to encourage the use of alternative forms of transportation.
12.6 State Owned Housing
A. Housing
Effective July 1, 1989 and annually thereafter for the duration of this Contract, current
rental rates for all types of State-owned employee housing, including trailers and/or trailer
pads, may be increased by the State as follows:
1. Where employees are currently paying rent, the State may raise such rates up to 25
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percent each year. :
2. During the term of this Contract, where no rent is being charged, the State may raise
rents up to $75 per month, or when an employee vacates State-owned housing, includ-
ing trailers and/or trailer pads, the State may raise rents for such housing up to the Fair
Market Value.
3. Employee rental of state housing shall not ordinarily be a condition of employment.
In any instance after July 1, 1989 and annually thereafter, where rental of state hous-
ing is made a condition of employment, the State may charge the employee 10 percent
less than the regular rate of rent.
4. Employees renting State-owned housing occupy them at the discretion of the State
employer. [f the State decides to vacate a State-owned housing unit currently occu-
pied by a State employee, it shall give the employee a minimum of 30 days advance
notice.
B. Utilities
Effective July 1, 1989, and annually thereafter, current utility charges for all types of State-
owned employee housing, including trailers and/or trailer pads, may be increased by the
State as follows:
1. Where employees are currently paying utility rates to the State, the State may raise
such rates up to 8 percent each year.
2. Where no utilities are being charged, the State may impose such charges consistent
with its costs.
3. Where utilities are individually metered to State-owned housing units, the employee
shall assume all responsibility for payment of such utility rates, and any increases
imposed by the utility company.
C. Notwithstanding any of the above, the Department of Fish and Game will meet and
confer with union representatives prior to the implementation of rental increases. The
department will meet and confer over any amount of necessary increases, the implemen-
tation dates, and the necessity for the increase.
D. The Department of Fish and Game is committed to improving the quality of State-
owned housing under its jurisdiction. To that end, the department will seek funding au-
thority for maintenance and improvement of department-owned housing.
This subsection is not subject to the provisions of Article 6 of this contract.
E. The Department of Fish and Game will reimburse its Bargaining Unit 11 employees,
who occupy department-owned housing, for possessory interest tax. Employees shall follow
department procedures for filing claims for reimbursement. The department will not be
responsible for any late charges or assessments incurred by the employees due to delin-
quent payment of the possessory interest tax. Reimbursement under this provision shall
begin with possessory interest taxes paid on or after the effective date of this contract.
12.7 Overtime Meal Benefits and Allowances - CDC and CYA
A. Overtime meal allowances will be granted when an employee is required to work at
least two (2) consecutive hours prior to or two (2) consecutive hours after the regular work
shift. If the employee is required to work for more extended periods of time, he/she may
be allowed an additional meal allowance for each additional six (6) hour period of as-
signed work. No more than three (3) overtime meal allowances will be claimed during any
24-hour period. If the cafeteria is closed then reimbursements shall be made pursuant to
D (2) below.
B. Unit 4 employees who meet the above criteria shall be provided an overtime meal ticket
(local form) on the day it is eamed. The date and time of issue will be recorded on the
ticket.
C. Employees who are on travel status, and are being reimbursed under the business and
travel portion of this contract, will not receive a meal at State expense nor be reimbursed
for an overtime meal under the provisions of this Section.
D. The value of the meal ticket at the institution snack bar or employee dining room shall
be established by management. The value will be sufficient to purchase a complete hot
meal. If used to purchase a meal, the meal will constitute full and complete reimburse-
ment.
The employee may use the meal ticket as provided in (1) and (2) below:
1. If the employee chooses to use the assigned meal ticket at the employees® snack bar
or dining room, the employee must use it within twenty-four (24) hours of the time
recorded on the meal ticket. If used to purchase a meal, the meal itself will constitute
full and complete reimbursement. If the employee does not purchase a meal, he/she
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may follow the procedure as outlined in (2) below;
2. Employees requesting reimbursement under this option will receive $6.00, regard-
less of the value assigned to the meal ticket by local management;
3. Employees in assignments which do not allow the State to provide a meal ticket
shall be provided altenative methods, determined by the State, to receive the $6.00
reimbursement for overtime meal alfowances earned.
E. Meal tickets held prior to the signing of this Contract shall be cashed out in accordance
with this article if there is no on-site employee facility which serves hot meals.
12.8 Overtime Meal Allowance
A. Up to $8 may be reimbursed for an overtime meal. Receipts may be required. An
overtime meal allowance of $8 will only be provided when an employee is required to
work two (2) consecutive hours prior to or two (2) consecutive hours after the regular
work shift. .
B. No overtime meal allowances will be paid to employees who are working overtime on
aregular day off or holiday unless they work two (2) or more hours in excess of the number
of hours worked on their regularly scheduled workdays.
12.9 Damaged or Destroyed Personal Property
In accordance with established procedures, when requested by an employee, a department
may pay the cost of replacing or repairing eyeglasses, hearing aids, dentures, watches, or
articles of clothing necessarily worn or carried when damaged in the line of duty without
fault of the employee. If the eyeglasses, hearing aids, dentures, watches, or clothes are
damaged beyond repair, the depariment may pay the actual value of such eyeglasses, hearing
aids, dentures, watches, or clothing. The value of such eyeglasses, hearing aids, dentures,
waltches, or clothing shall be determined as of the time of the damage hereto.
12,10 Uniform Replacement Allowance
A. When the State requires a uniform to be worn as a condition of employment and does
not provide such a uniform, the State shall authorize a uniform replacement allowance
based on actual costs substantiated with a receipt for an amount to be determined by the
State, but not to exceed $405 per year.
1. Uniform means outer garments, excluding shoes, which are required to be wom
exclusively while carrying out the duties and responsibilities of the position and which
are different from the design'or fashion of the general population. This definition
includes items that serve to identify the person, agency, function performed, rank, or
time in service.
2. In those cases where the State provides the uniform to be worn, the uniform items
provided pursuant to the section are State-owned or leased property which will be
maintained as the State deems necessary. Employees issued State-provided uniform
items shall be responsible for loss of or damage to the uniform items other than that
incurred as the result of normal wear or through no fault of the employee.
3. In those cases where the State does not provide the uniform to be worn, employees
shall be responsible for the purchase of the required uniform as a condition of employ-
ment. After an employee has the equivalent of one (1) full year in a permanent po-
sition, which requires a uniform, he/she must submit a request in accordance with
existing departmental practice in order to receive a uniform replacement allowance.
4. Employees shall wear their required uniforms only in an official capacity except
that employees may wear such uniforms on the grounds of their facility and to and
from their work location including associated incidental travel.
5. The Uniform Replacement Allowance shall not be considered compensation for
retirement purposes.
B. Single Source Vendor
1. During the life of this Contract, departments may establish a single source vendor
system to replace the cucrent uniform replacement allowance program. If a single
source vendor system is established, employees shall use the system to obtain depart-
ment-authorized uniform replacement items. Departments that participate in a single
source vendor system may establish an anniversary date for the uniform replacement
credit with the vendor. Employees will receive their credit on that date based on the
number of qualifying pay periods in the uniformed classification and in accordance
with existing State laws, rules, and regulations.
2. Employees newly appointed (new hire to State service, promotion, transfer, or de-
motion from a nonuniformed classification) shall be required to purchase the uniform
as a condition of employment and such purchase shall be through the single source
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vendor. Such employees will be eligible for a prorated uniform replacement credit on
_the established anniversary date, and a uniform replacement credit on each subsequent
anniversary date.
12.11 Tools, Business Equipment, Materials and Supplies
A. The State shall determine what special items of tools, equipment, materials, and sup-
plies are necessary for employees to perform their jobs. Such items shall, within budget-
ary constraints, be made available by the State.
B. Employees issued State-provided items shall be held responsible for loss of and/or
damage due to negligence.
12.12 Professional Dues
Inrecognition of the professional nature of employees, each department, commission, board,
or agency may reimburse an employee for up to $50.00 per year for membership dues in
one (1) job-related professional society or association of the employee’s choice, or for a
job-related professional license fee. Both parties agree and understand that a different
amount of reimbursement, if any, may be provided to employees in the same or similar
situation.
12.13 Reimbursement of Fees
The State agrees to pay the full renewal cost of professional and/or technical licenses,
certificates, or credentials which are required as a condition of employment.
12.14 Aviation Consultants (Unit 1)
The Department of Transportation agrees to continue its practice of:
A. Reimbursing Aviation Consultants the cost of their annual second-class flight physical
examinations.
B. Providing the biennial flight checks in Department of Transportation aircraft during or
connected to regularly authorized operation of the aircraft for business purposes and uti-
lizing Department of Transportation employces who are personally qualified and volun-
teer to conduct and certify the flight checks.
12.14 Pest Control License (Unit 11) :
A. When a State agency determines that it is in the employers best interest to require
employees to acquire and maintain an Agricultural Pest Control License as defined in
Food and Agriculture Code Section 12201 et seq., the affected employees shall be so notified
by their supervisors.
B. The employer will reimburse employees for filing, examination and renewal fees asso-
ciated with acquisition of the license provided:
1. The employee is authorized in advance to take the exam or renew the certificate
and,
2. The employee successfully passes the required examination and is issued the li-
cense.
12.15 PERS Auditor Affiliation (Unit 1)
The Office of Audit Services (CalPERS) will provide a maximum $500 reimbursement in
any fiscal year, for each professional audit staff for fees, dues, and professional compe-
tency certification licensing costs associated with memberships in and affiliations with the
following professional organizations. If any other audit-related professional organiza-
tions are identified, management will reimburse based on consistency with the organiza-
tions listed below.

California Society of Certified Public Accountants

12.16 Professional License Fees (Unit 1)
Property Appraisal Investigators shall be reimbursed in full upon cetification of license
renewal,
12,17 Actuary Dues — Department of Insurance (Unit 1)
The Department of Insurance will reimburse department employees in the classes listed
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for membership dues in the American Academy of Actuaries, the Casualty Actuarial So-
ciety, the Society of Actuaries, or other actuarial associations approved by the department.
The amount of reimbursement is to be determined by the department. [f dues are reim-
bursed for less than full-time employees, the reimbursed amount shall be prorated.

ARTICLE 13 - CAREER DEVELOPMENT

13.1 Personnel and Evaluation Materials
A. An employee’s official departmental personnel file shall be maintained at a location
identified by each department head or designee.
B. Information in an employee’s official departmental personnel file shall be confidential
and available for inspection only to the employee's department head or designee in con-
nection with the proper administration of the department’s affairs and the supervision of
the employee; except, however, that information in an employee's official departmental
personnel file may be released pursuant to court order or subpoena. An affected employee
will be notified of the existence of such a court order or subpoena.
C. Evaluation material or material relating to an employee’s conduct, attitude, or service
shall not be included in his/her official personnel file without being signed and dated by
the author of such material. Before the material is placed in the employee's file, the de-
partment head or designee, shall provide the affected employee an opportunity to review
the material, and sign and date it. A copy of the evaluation material relating to an employee’s
conduct shall be given to the employee.
D. An employee or his/her authorized representative may review his/her official personnel
file during regular office hours. Where the official personnel file is in a location remote
from the employee’s work location, arrangements shall be made to accommodate the
employee or his/her authorized representative at the employee’s work location.
E. The employee shall have a right to insert in his/her file reasonable supplementary material
and a written response to any items in the file. Such response shall remain attached to the
material it supptements for as long as the material remains in the file.
F. Any performance evaluation conducted of an employee who is a participant in the Union/
State Collective Bargaining negotiations shall recognize the employee's frequent absence
from his/her State job and the impact of such absences on the employee’s performance.
This is not intended to abrogate the right of the State to take disciplinary action against any
employee who happens to be involved in such representational activities.
G. Materials relating to an employees performance included in the employee’s official
departmental personnel file shall be retained for a period of time specified by each depart-
ment, except that at the request of the employee, materials of a negative nature shall be
purged after three years. This provision, however, does not apply to formal adverse ac-
tions as defined in applicable Government Code Sections or to material of a negative nature
for which actions have occurred during the intervening three year period. Except that, by
mutual agreement between a department head or designee and an employee, adverse ac-
tion material may be removed.
H. Supervisors may keep working files on the performance and conduct of employees to
provide documentation for matters such as, but not limited to, probation reports, perfor-
mance appraisals, training needs, MSA reviews, bonus programs, adverse actions, em-
ployee development appraisals, or examination evaluations. An employee and/or his/her
authorized representative may, upon request, review the contents of his/her file with his/
her supervisor.

13.2 Personal Performance Session
Meetings between employees and management concerning unsatisfactory work perfor-
mance or work-related problems shoutd, whenever practicable, be held in private or in a
location sufficiently removed from the hearing range of other persons. The Union recog-
nizes that the circumstances of the situation may require an immediate response from
management, and thereby preclude privacy.

13.3 Education and Training (Unit 1)
A. ltis the policy of the State to assure quality service to the public by developing the
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skills and abilities of Unit 1 employees through training activities. These interests are
served by having competent employees capable of maintaining productivity, able to adjust
to changes in service requirements, and prepared to assume increased responsibilities.
B. Each State department shall make available at the work site to Unit 1 employees its
training policies and, annually, its training course list. Each department shall provide to
the Union a copy of its training course list.
C. Each State department shall be required to complete an annual Individual Development
Plan for each permanent full-time employee and for permanent intermittent employees
who work 750 hours or more annually.
D. Working within budgetary and workload constraints, each State department, through
its annual training plan process, will provide training in handling hostile and threatening
behavior where required ‘for job performance.
E. The parties agree that training on rape prevention, sexual harassment awareness, and
stress reduction are appropriate subjects for high priority consideration by the appropriate
Joint Labor/Management Health and Safety Committees.
E. The State and the Union recognize that certain benefits accrue 1o the State and Unit 1
employees through participation in professional job-related conferences and conventions.
The State, working within the framework of budgetary and workload constraints, will
support such activities.
G. The State agrees to reimburse Unit 1 employees for expenses incurred as a result of
passing training or education courses required by the department to assure adequate per-
formance or increase current job proficiency. When such courses are offered during nor-
mal working hours, the employee shall receive his/her regular salary. When such courses
are taken outside of normal working hours, an employee in Work Week Group 1, 2, 0r4A
shall be reimbursed in cash or the work hours may be adjusted on an hour-for-hour basis
commensurate with the houss necessary to attend classroom instruction. The reimburse-
ment will include:

1. Tuition and/or registration fees.

2. Cost of course-related books.

3. Transportation or mileage expenses.

4. Toll and parking fees.

5. Lodging and subsistence expenses.
An employee who does not satisfactorily complete a training or education course required
by the department according to the department’s predetermined standards shall not be
eligible for reimbursement of tuition and other necessary expenses and shall agree to re-
turn any advance payment received.
H. Reimbursement for the above expenses shall be in accordance with Article 12 of this
Contract.
L When assigning an employee to career-related out-service training, the department may
establish policies regarding (1) allocation of time with pay (including adjustments of work
hours) for assignments during normal working hours, and (2) reimbursement for tuition
and other necessary expenses. Except as established by the department, reimbursement
should be for 50 percent of costs incurred. Reimbursement for travel and per diem shall
not be allowed for an assignment during non-working hours, except when the appointing
power determines that such reimbursement is justified in order to avoid substantial ineq-
uity.
J. The employee or his/her estate shall receive reimbursement for tuition and other nec-
essary expenses, if the training assignment is terminated prior to completion either (1) at
the convenience of the State, or (2) because of death, prolonged illness, disability, or other
eventuality beyond the control of the employee.
K. Each department, upon request of an eligible employee as defined in Subsection 21.3(a),
will make available any information prepared by the Department of Motor Vehicles cov-
ering the commercial driver’s license examination,

13.3 Education and Training (Unit 3)

A. The State agrees to reimburse Unit 3 employees for expenses incurred as a result of
satisfactorily completing training or education courses required by a department to assure
adequate performance. Such reimbursement shall be limited to:

1. Tuition and/or registration fees;

2. Cost of course-required books;

3. Transportation or mileage expenses;

4. Toll and parking fees;
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S. Lodging and subsistence expenses.
Where applicable, reimbursement rates for the above expenses shall be in accordance with
Article 12, Section 12.1 of this Contract.
B. If the State agrees with a Unit 3 employee’s participation in non-required career-related
training, the State may reimburse the employees for up to 50 percent of tuition, fees, and
books, not to exceed department limits after the employee has satisfactorily completed the
course. Travel, per diem and miscellaneous expenses are not reimbursable. Normally,
attendance will be on the employee's own time.
C. Advance Application - An employee may receive reimbursement for tuition or other
necessary expenses only if application is made prior to enrollment in an out-service train-
ing program or when the employer has requested the employee attend.
D. Incomplete Assignment - (1) General. An employee who does not satisfactorily com-
plete an out-service training assignment shall not be eligible for reimbursement of tuition
and other necessary expenses and shall agree to return any advance payment received. (2)
Exceptions. The employee or hisfher estate shall receive reimbursement for tuition and
other necessary expenses: (a) at the convenience of the State, provided that the training
facility reports satisfactory performance by the employee during the assignment; or (b)
because of death, prolonged illness, disability, or other event beyond the control of the
employee. ’
E. Employee Obligations and Agreement - An employee assigned to full-time out-service
training shall agree in writing to reimburse the State within 30 calendar days for tuition
costs and other expenses paid to him/her by the State if, after completion of the training
assignment, he/she does not continue employment in State service, for a period of six (6)
months or twice the period of training, whichever is greater.
F New employees will, within a reasonable time after reporting to work, be given an
orientation of the department.
G. The Department of Personnel Administration and the Department of Rehabilitation
shall jointly formulate procedures for the selection and orderly referral of disabled State
employees who can be benefitted by rehabilitation services and might be retrained for
other appropriate positions within the State service. The Department of Rehabilitation
shall cooperate in devising training programs for the disabled employees. Management
shall provide the Union an opportunity to discuss and make recommendations regarding
formulation of said procedures.
H. The State and the Union recognize that certain benefits accrue to the State and Unit 3
employees through participation in professional job-related conferences and conventions.
The State, working within the framework of budgetary and workload constraints, will
support such activities as are of value to the State.
I. Training mandated by the department head or designee shall not be deducted from
educational leave balances unless as a result of Section (J) below. However, it is the
employee's responsibility to maintain a valid credential as a condition of employment.
J. When a Unit 3 employee is required to obtain an additional, new or modified credential,
the affected department will meet in good faith upon request of the Union, to explore
procedures and methods of obtaining such new or revised credentials.
K. Working within budgetary and work load constraints, each department through its
annual training plan process, will provide training in handling hostile and threatening
behavior where required for job performance.
L. The parties agree that training in infectious disease control is an appropriate subject for
high priority consideration by the appropriate Joint Labor/Management Health and Safety
Committee.
M. This Section shall apply to Unit 3 civil service and exempt employees,

13.3 Training (Unit 4)

A. The State agrees to reimburse Unit 4 employees for expenses incurred as a result of
satisfactorily completing training or education courses required by the department to as-
sure adequate performance or increase job proficiency. Such reimbursement shall be lim-
ited to:

1. Tuition and/or registration fees;

2. Cost of course-required books;

3. Transportation or mileage expenses;

4. Toll and parking fees;

5. Lodging and subsistence expenses.
B. Reimbursement for the above expenses shall be in accordance with the Business and
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Travel Expense provision of this Contract. When training occurs during normal working
hours, the employee shall receive his/her regular salary. When required training occurs
outside of normal working hours, Unit 4 employees shall be reimbursed in cash or CTO,
in accordance with their work week group, or the work hours shall be adjusted on an hour-
by-hour basis for the hours of classroom instruction.
C. If the State agrees with a Unit 4 employee’s participation in non-required career-related
training, the State may reimburse the employee for up to 50 percent (50%) of tuition, fees,
and course-required books, not to exceed department limits after the employee has satis-
factorily completed the course, Travel, per diem, and miscellaneous expenses are not re-
imbursable. Normally, attendance will be on the employee’s own time.
D. An employee may receive reimbursement only if application is made prior to enroll-
ment in non-required career-related training.
E. With prior authorization by a department head or designee, the State may reimburse
Unit 4 employees up to 100 percent (100%) of the cost for course-required books, tuition,
and/or provide an amount of time off without loss of compensation for attendance at upward
mobility career related training. Release time without loss of compensation may be for up
to 100 percent (100%) of the time required for course attendance. Both parties agree and
understand that a different amount of reimbursement and release time may be provided to
employees with the same or similar situations.
F. An employee who does not satisfactorily complete a non-required carcer-related train-
ing course shall not be eligible for reimbursement of expenses and shall agree to return any
advance payment received. The employee or his/her estate shall receive reimbursement
for authorized expenses if the training is terminated prior to completion either:

1. At the convenience of the State, provided that the training facility reports satisfac-

tory performance by the employee during the training; or

2. Because of death, prolonged illness, disability, or other eventuality beyond the control

of the employee.
G. To ensure equitable treatment among employees, each department shall make available
to interested employees its training policy. Unit 4 employees may make application for
scheduled training courses. Each department shall give consideration to all requests for
training.
H. To the extent practicable and within available training resources, the department shatl
arrange for such counseling, education, and training of employees as may be reasonably
needed to prepare them for placement in other State civil service positions when their
positions have been and are about to be changed substantially or eliminated by automa-
tion, technological changes or other management initiated changes.
I. The parties agree that training on rape prevention, sexual harassment awareness, man-
aging assaultive behavior, and stress management are appropriate subjects for high prior-
ity consideration by Joint Union/Management Health and Safety Committees.
J. Upon union request, each department shall provide the union with a copy of its upward
mobility policy. If the State makes revisions to the policy, the State shall provide the union
a copy. Upon employee request, each department agrees to make available its policy/or
information regarding Upward Mobility Training for its Unit 4 employees.

13.3 Education and Training (Unit 11)

A. The State agrees to reimburse Unit 11 employees for expenses incurred as a result of
attending job-required or job-related training courses as authorized by the department.
This includes in-service training courses offered by the department. Such reimbursement
shall be limited to:

1. Tuition and/or registration fees.

2. Cost of course-required books.

3. Transportation or mileage expenses.

4. Toll and parking fees.

5. Lodging and subsistence expenses.
B. Reimbursement for the above expenses shall be in accordance with Article 12, Section
1 of this Contract.
C. Unit 11 employees who are directed to attend a training course required by the State
shall be granted reasonable time off without loss of compensation. For courses that are
scheduled during off-duty hours, such hours shall be considered work time.
D. The State shall not seek reimbursement for tuition and other necessary expenses if the
training assignment is terminated prior to completion either:

1. At the convenience of the State; or
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2. Because of death, prolonged illness, disability or other similar eventuality.
E. Upon request, each department utilizing Bargaining Unit 11 employees shall furnish the
Union with the name of the individual responsible for that department’s training program.
The Union may notify the department of their designated Union representative for Bar-
gaining Unit 11 with responsibility for education and training matters.
F. For career-related training, the State will reimburse a Unit 11 employee up to 50% of
course required books, tuition, materials and régistration fees upon successful completion
of approved training or educational courses. Normally the employee will attend the train-
ing on his or her own time. On an exception basis, individual department policy or indi-
vidual agreements may provide other arrangements for the payment of costs noted above
and for the time used to attend the training.
Employees may not grieve unequal application based upon comparison of other individual
agreements nor the terms of their own agreement unless the terms of the individual's
agreement are violated.
G. For job-related training, upon mutual agreement between the employee and the depart-
ment head or designee, the employee may be authorized time off without loss of compen-
sation in lieu of expenses as provided in paragraph (a). Employees may not grieve unequal
application based upon a comparison of other individual agreements nor the terms of their
own agreement unless the terms of the individual’s agreement are violated.
H. Training Definitions
1. Categories
a. Job-Required Training is designed to assure adequate performance in an
employee's current assignment or classification and includes training necessary for
newly assigned employees; refresher training for the maintenance of ongoing pro-
grams; and training mandated by law or other State authority.
b. Job-Related Training is designed to increase an employee’s job proficiency and
includes training to improve job performance above the acceptable level of com-
petency established for specific job assignment or classification, and training to
prepare an employee for assuming increased responsibility.
¢. Career-Related Training is designed to assist an employee in the development of
career potential and is intended to help provide an employee with an opportunity
for self-development while also assisting in the achievement of the State’s mission.
This training does not have to be related to the employee’s current classification or
assignment.
2. Types
a. In-Service Training is sponsored, administered or contracted for, by the State for
its employees. Such training includes courses or activities designed and adminis-
tered by State departments individually or in joint agreement; offered by the De-
partment of Personnel Administration; designed or contracted exclusively for the
State although private consultants or firms, regional training centers, accredited
colleges or universities, or other non-State agencies.
b. Out-Service Training is sponsored by a non-State agency and is open to the public
as well as State employees.
3. Training conferences are training activities conducted primarily for educational de-
velopment purposes and not primarily for professional and social affiliation purposes.
Training conferences may be a job-required, job-related, or career related training
activity.
1. Each department, upon request of an eligible employee as defined in Section 21.3(a),
will make available any information prepared by the Department of Motor Vehicles cov-
ering the commercial driver’s license examination.
J. Each department shall make available to interested employees its training policy. Unit
11 employees may make application for scheduled training courses by following depan-
mental training procedures. Each department shall give consideration to all requests for
training.
K. The parties agree that training on rape prevention, sexual harassment, managing as-
saultive behavior, and stress management are appropriate subjects for consideration by
Joint Union/Management Health and Safety Committees.
L. Upon request, a department shall provide the Union with a copy of its upward mobility
policy.
13.4 Performance Appraisal of Permanent Employees
A. The performance appraisal system of each department may include annual written per-
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formance appraisals for permanent employees. Such performance appraisals may be
completed at least once each 12 calendar months after an employee completes the proba-
tionary period for the class in which hefshe is serving. In the absence of any current
annual performance appraisal, or performance evaluation material to the contrary, the
employee's performance shall be deemed satisfactory.
B. An employee may grieve the content of his/her performance appraisal through the third
step of the grievance procedure when he/she receives a substandard rating in either a majority
of the performance factors or an overall substandard rating.
C. In the event that a Unit 3 civil service employee who provides classroom instruction
receives an “Improvement Needed" rating regarding teaching ability from a non-teacher
supervisor on their performance appraisal summary, the Unit 3 civil service employee may
request the rating be reviewed by a credentialed supervisor or a supervisor with a teaching
background designated by the department head or designee. This section is not to be con-
strued as a limitation on supervisory personnel responsibility for the overall evaluation of
employees.
D. ‘This section shall also apply to the exempt staff of the Special School of the Depart-
ment of Education.
13.5 Performance Standards (Units 1 and 4)
A. The employer shall, in developing performance standards, adhere to the following:
Employee performance standards shall be based upon valid work-related criteria, which
insofar as practicable, include qualitative, as well as quantitative measures. Such stan-
dards shall, reflect the amount of work which the average trained employee can reasonably
turn out in a.day.
B. Employee performance standards shall be established in accordance with the following
guidelines: *
1. When a department intends to establish new performance standards or add to or
alter existing performance standards, the Union will be notified and given an oppor-
tunity to meet and confer on the proposed standards with the department.
2. Normally, new performance standards or changes in existing performance stan-
dards shall not be implemented until they have been tested for an appropriate period.
During the test period, employees will not be held accountable to the proposed stan-
dards. Following any test period, the State may implement the standards and, upon
request, shall meet with the Union to discuss the findings.
C. Where a performance standard exists, employees may review data concerning the
employee’s own production and error rates where such information is available.
13.5 Professional Certification or Registration (Unit 11)
A. For purposes of this Section “permanent” means that unit member has completed at
least one full probationary period in a Bargaining Unit 11 represented classification and
achieved permanent status in that classification.
B. The State shall provide to a permaneat Unit 11 employee application reimbursement
and up to eight (8) hours CTO time at straight rate upon successful completion of a Pro-
. fessional License or Certification as listed. CTO is applicable only when the examination
was taken on the employee’s own time,
The Professional License or Certification examination are any of the following:
1. Engineer-in-Training
2. Engineer
3. Land Surveyor-in-Training
4. Land Surveyor
5. Landscape Architect Registration Examination (LARE)
6. Structural Architect Registration
C. The State shall reimburse permanent employee’s renewal fees for Professional Licenses
listed above. . :
D. Notwithstanding Section 13.3 (G), the State shall reimburse permanent employees for
engineering general review courses relative to the above professional license or certifica-
tion examinations on a one-time basis only. Certificate-of-completion shall be required.
Employees must receive prior approval from their supervisor, in accordance with each
department’s procedures, and be signed up to take the examination in order to reccive
review course reimbursement.
E. Employees in remote areas (where review courses may be unavailable) will be reim-
bursed on a one-time basis only for either a correspondence course, video tape course,
personal computer course, purchase of review course books or a specially designated course.
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F. State release time, during working hours, without loss of compensation will be provided
for attendance at review courses. Transportation costs involved with review courses will
not be reimbursed by the State.
G. The State will pay a one-time bonus of $500 to any permanent Unit 11 employee who
attains any of the above applicable license or certification.
13.6 Joint Apprenticeship Committee (Unit 1)
A. Ttis the policy of the State employer and Union to support the establishment of appren-
ticeship programs in Unit I where such programs are deemed appropriate. The Union and
the State agree that such apprenticeship programs shall be administered in accordance
with the Shelley - Maloney Apprentice Labor Standards Act of 1939 (Labor Code Section
3070, et seq.) and pursuant to the following provisions:
1. The classification of positions and the selection process shall be governed by the
SPB. The State retains the right to hire.
2. A Joint Apprenticeship Committee shall evaluate and discipline any employee
participating in an apprenticeship program under the scope of civil service rules and
regulations.
3. Apprenticeship programs shall operate under the Joint Apprenticeship Committee
concept, i.e., each committee shall contain an equal number of representatives se-
lected by the Union and by the State in addition to an Apprenticeship Consultant of
the Department of Industrial Relations, Division of Apprenticeship Standards.
4. Each Joint Apprenticeship Committee shail determine the training program for the
classes included for their program.
5. Union representatives who have been selected as Joint Apprenticeship Committee
members shall serve with no loss of compensation during Commiltee meetings.
B. The State agrees to continue existing apprenticeship programs.
C. The Union and the State agree to jointly explore areas of possible expansion of the
existing and the creation of additional apprenticeship programs for Unit 1 occupations,
The Union and the State agree to meet and confer on this matter at the request of either
party. Any new Joint Apprenticeship Committees shall function in accordance with this
Section.
D. To enhance the understanding of formal, on-the-job apprenticeship training the State
and Union shall request an Apprenticeship Standards Consultant from the Department of
Industrial Relations, Division of Apprenticeship Standards, to attend any exploratory
meeting. :
13.6 Support for Lateral Transfers (Unit 3)
The State will support and advocate to the State Personnel Board for Unit 3 members, to
have lateral transfer eligibility to Correctional Counselor I and Parole Agent I positions.
13.6 Special Certification Requirements — Caltrans (Unit 11)
A. This section applies to incumbents and future Caltrans employees in the following
classifications: Assistant and Associate Steel Inspector, Structural and Lead Structural
Inspector, Non-Destructive testing as described below.
1. Incumbent employees trained at State expense to become certified by the American
Welding Society (AWS) at acceptable levels described below.
2. Employees hired after November, 1998, who already possess an active AWS cer-
tification for welding inspection as part of the requirement for participating in the
€xam process. .
3. Employees trained and certified at Level II (limited) in Ultrasonic testing, radio-
graphic testing, magnetic particle testing, and penetrant testing.
B. The State will assume the cost of certifying incumbents and will pay costs for future
re-certification for all employees in this series.
C. Certification by the AWS may be obtained and is acceptable to the department at the
following levels:
American Petroleum Institute, (API) 1103
American Society of Mechanical Engineers {ASME) Section 8 & 9
AWS D1.1 Welding Code
AWS D1.5 Welding Bridge Welding
D. No employees will be adversely affected for failure to become certified in one of these
disciplines but will be provided administrative time off to participate in re-examination in
order to maintain their certification.
E. This section shall be subject to re-negotiation resulting from changes enacted by the
American Welding Society of federal mandates affecting performance of these inspec-
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F. Employees obtaining these certifications will not be expected to perform the actual
testing, but will be expected to ensure that the tests are performed in accordance with Code
and contract specs. .
G. Employees holding any of the centificates in section (A)(2) shall receive a one-time
bonus of $500 for obtaining an American Welding Society certified welding inspection
certification. Employees holding any of the certificated in section (A)(3) shall receive a
one-time bonus of $500. The most a single employee can receive is $1,000 regardless of
the number of certificates she/he receives.
H. Employees hired after November 1998 will be required to maintain an AWS certifica-
tion as part of their employment in their respective class.
13.7 Employee Recognition and Morale Program — Franchise Tax Board (Unit 1)
A. The Franchise Tax Board agrees to continue the Employee Recognition and Morale
Program to recognize individual employees and/or group of employees for outstanding
contributions on the job. All Bargaining Unit 1 employees are eligible for recognition
under the program.
B. Recognition given under this program will be in the form of either monetary or non-
monetary awards. Neither the amount of cash nor the value of a nonmonetary award shall
exceed $50 per employee. Cash awards under this Section are excluded from compensa-
tion for the purpose of retirement.
C. Employee Peer Group Nominating Committee(s) (Committee) will develop criteria for
granting recognition consistent with the current guidelines. Any Unit 1 employee who
volunteers to be on the Committee will be selected to participate as a Committee member
through a Peer Group election.
D. This Section is not subject to Article 6 of this Contract.
13.7 Consolidation of Technician Classes — Caltrans (Unit 11) )
A. Caltrans and the Union agree to pursue the consolidation of the following classifica-
tions into separate multiple level promotional and deep class series: (1) Materials and
Research Engineering Associate (MREA), Transportation Engineering Technician (TET),
Landscape Technician, Delineator, Sr. Delineator and (2) Structural Design Technician,
Mechanical Engincering Technician, Electrical Engineering Technician, and other techni-
cian classes as mutually agreed upon. )
B. In pursuit of this endeavor, Caltrans and the Union shall jointly review and evaluate all
available information pertaining to these job classifications including individual job duty
statements, previous classification evaluation and analysis, etc. It is anticipated that this
effort will result in establishment of a new series of transportation oriented technician
classifications that meet the demands of Caltrans and offers its employees advancement
potential and new compensation opportunities.
1. In attempting to achieve this objective the parties shall be governed by provisions
of the Ralph C. Dills Act and any provisions provided for by this contract.
2. Upon agreement regarding classification specifications and compensation levels,
Caltrans agrees to finalize specification and proposals on the consolidated classes for
submission to the State Personnel Board (SPB) for adoption.
3. The Union and Caltrans agree to a one time only suspension of Unit 11, Article 13.8
Technician Rotation — Caltrans. However, in the event that negotiations regarding
consolidation of Technician Classes are terminated, a rotation program for Transpor-
tation Engineering Technicians shall be implemented within 60 days. One year sub-
sequent to the effective date of this contract, Caltrans agrees to develop and imple-
ment an effective rotation program and training materials under the following condi-
tions.
a. Caltrans shall implement a Transportation Technician (TT) Rotation Program in
all districts.
b. Headquarters Units will coordinate with districts to become involved. Manage-
ment willt consider requests of headquarters technicians if assignment are available
in adjacent districts that would not require a change in the employee's residence,
or long term per diem assignment.
¢. The rotation participation shall be voluntary by employees. To qualify to be
involved in a rotation program, the TT must have permanent status as a TT (com-
pleted probation period).
d. Once an employee is committed to participate he/she shall complete the rota-
tional assignment unless a mutual agreement by management and the employee is
reached to terminate rotation. The participant’s request of an assignment at the end
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of rotation shall be considered, however, operational needs shall determine the
employee’s assignment at the time of completion.
¢. An employee’s participation in the rotation program will not exceed two (2) years
from the date it is started except in unusual circumstances. Generally, an assign-
ment will be six (6) months, unless mutually agreed upon by the employee and
Caltrans.
f. Rotational training assignments can involve any 4 of the following areas based
on agreement between the employee and Caltrans: Construction, Design/Project
Development, Surveys, Traffic, Right of Way, Project Studies, Hydraulics, Main-
tenance, Material Lab, Transportation Planning and Environmental.
g. Each employee participating in the rotation program shall be assigned a Coun-
selor for the purpose of jointly assessing the program and individual’s progress on
a periodic basis.
h. Caltrans will provide instructions regarding the participation in the Technician
Rotation Program to newly hired or promoted TT's.
i. The Department will provide Transportation Training Materials to all Transpor-
tation Technicians.
13.8 Independent Research/Professional Papers (Unit 1)
A. Upon prior approval of the department head or designee, the State may provide a Unit
1 employee up to 40 hours per year and/or necessary travel expenses for the purpose of
research, preparation, and presentation of professional papers, provided that the profes-
sional papers are directly related to the employee’s job assignment and the department
head or designee has determined that the presentation of the research paper will benefit the
State’s operational needs.
B. The department head or designee may deny the employee’s request for presentation for
reasons related to training, employee supervision, job performance and operational needs.
If the employee’s request is denied, the reason for denial shall be stated in writing.
C. Upon request by the employee, the department will review professional papers for
publication. Upon approval by the department head or designee, a copy of the paper may
be provided to appropriate departmental and State libraries. This Section is not grievable
under the grievance provisions.
D. Signature credit shall be given employees who author or co-author any independent
research/professional papers research document.
13.8 Technician Rotation - Caltrans (Unit 11)
A. Caltrans will implement a Transportation Engineering Technician (TET) Rotation Pro-
gram in the large Districts (3, 4, 6, 7, 8, 10, and 11).
B. Headquarters units desiring to participate will coordinate with Districts to become
involved. Management will consider requests of Headquarters technicians if assignments
are available in adjacent districts that would not require a change in the employee’s resi-
dence.
C. Requests of employees in small districts {1, 2, 5, 9, and 12) who desire an individual
rotational program will be considered.
D. The rotation program participation shall be voluntary by employees. To qualify to be
involved in a rotation program, the TET:
(1) Must have permanent status as a TET (completed probation period); and
(2) Must demonstrate, if requested, a knowledge of algebra and trigonometry, and
(3) Must have been in present functional area for one year (time can be reduced on an
individual basis). :
E. Once an employee is committed to participate he/she shall complete the rotational
assignment unless a mutual agreement by management and the employee is reached to
terminate rotation. The participant’s request of an assignment at the end of rotation shall
be considered, however, operational needs shall determine the employee’s assignment at
the time of completion.
F. The rotation program will not exceed two (2) years from the date it is started except
in unusual circumstances. Generally an assignment will be no less than three (3) months
and no more than six (6) months. Assignments may be extended or reduced based on
operational needs.
G. Rotational training assignments will involve three (3) major engineering functional
areas: Construction, Design/Project Hydraulics, Maintenance, Material Lab, Transporta-
tion Planning and Environmental.
H. Each employee participating in the rotation program shall be assigned a Counselor for
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the purpose of jointly assessing program and the individual's progress on a periodic basis.
1. Caltrans will provide instructions regarding the participation in the Technician Rotation
Program to newly hire promoted TETs.
J. The Depariment will provide a Transportation Training Manual to all Transportation
Engineering Technicians and to Junior Engineering Technician upon request.
ARTICLE 14 - CLASSIFICATION
14.1 Classification Changes
A. The State and the Union agree to conduct a 1-year pilot of the following classification
change process, beginning October 1, 1999 and ending September 30, 2000. All classi-
fication proposals for which the Union has been notified under the current Contract lan-
guage, shall continue under the existing process.
B. Both parties agree to meet by July 1, 2000, to discuss and evaluate the pilot process.
If both parties agree that the trial process is successful, the pilot process will continue
through the term of this contract. If either party disagrees, the trial process will be discon-
tinued and the classification change process reverts to language in the contract for the
respective bargaining units from July 1, 1992 through June 30, 1995.
C. When the Department of Personnel Administration or a department proposes establish-
ment of a new class or modification of an existing one, the Department of Personnel Ad-
ministration or a department shall inform the Union in writing of the proposal. The Union
may request to meet and confer with the Department of Personnel Administration and the
department regarding the classification proposal within 15 calendar days of the receipt of
the notice. Such meeting(s) shall be for the purpose of negotiating the classification and
compensation proposal.
D. The first meeting shall take place within 20 calendar days of the Union’s request.
E. If the parties reach an agreement, the classification proposal shall be placed on the State
Personnel Board’s (SPB) non-hearing calendar.
F. If the parties do not reach an agreement within 30 calendar days of the date of their first
meeting, the classification proposal shall be submitted to the State Personnel Board for
hearing.
G. The Department of Personnel Administration shall meet and confer, if requested in
writing, within 5 working days from the date the State Personnel Board approved the clas-
sification change, regarding any compensation or non-merit provisions of the classifica-
tion that remain unresolved.
H. If there is still no agreement within 30 days of the State Personnel Board hearing, the
parties will go to mediation in accordance with the provisions of the Ralph C. Dills Act.
1. Neither the classification nor the compensation provisions shall be subject to the griev-
ance and arbitration procedure in Article 6.
J. Within 30 days of ratification of this Contract, the union shall provide to the State a list
of classification changes that were noticed under the prior process but which were not the
subject of a meet and confer between the State and the Union. The Union may process
such changes pursuant to this pilot project, if so requested, within 30 days of providing the
list to the State.
14.2 Out-of-Classification Grievances and Position Allocation Hearing Process
A. Definitions
1. An employee is working “out-of-class™ when she/he spends a majority (i.e., more
than 50 percent) of hisfher time over the course of at least two (2) consecutive work
weeks performing duties and responsibilities associated with a higher level existing
classification that do not overlap with the classification in which said employee holds
an appointment.
Dulies that are appropriately assigned to incumbents in the employee’s current clas-
sification are not out of class. Duties appropriately assigned are based on the defini-
tion and typical tasks enumerated in the California State Personnel Board specifica-
tion.
Training and Development assignments are not out-of-class work.
2. For purposes of this article, a classification is at a “higher level” if the maximum
salary of the highest salary range (excluding altemate range criteria other than deep
class criteria) is any amount more than the maximum salary of the highest range of the
class in which the employee holds an appointment.
3. When an employee is performing the duties of a vacant position properly assigned
to a higher class or the duties of an absent employee whose position is properly as-
signed to a higher classification, the employee shall be considered to be working out
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of class.
B. Authorization and Rate of Pay
1. Notwithstanding Government Code Sections 905.2, 19818.8, and 19818.16, an
employee may be temporarily required to perform out-of-class work by his/her de-
partment for up to 120 calendar days in any 12 consecutive calendar months when it
determines that such an assignment:
a. Is of unusual urgency, nature, volume, location, duration, or other special char-
acteristics; and,
b. Cannot feasibly be met through use of other civil service or administrative alter-
natives.
2. Departments may not use out-of-class assignments to avoid giving civil service
examinations or to avoid using existing eligibility lists created as the result of a civil
service examination.
3. When an employee is assigned out-of-class work, s/he shall receive the rate of pay
sthe would have received pursuant to Title 2, California Code of Regulations, Sections
599.673, 599.674, or 599.676 if appointed to the higher classification.
4. Out-of-class work may be discontinued by departments at any time; however, de-
partments may not rotate employees in and out of out-of-class assignments to avoid
payment of out-of-class compensation.
5. Out-of-class pay shall not be considered as part of the employee’s base pay when
computing the rate due upon promotion to a higher level.
C. Out-of-Class Grievances and Allocation Appeals
1. The grievance and arbitration procedure described in Subsection (D) below shall be
the exclusive means by which alleged out-of-class assignments shall be remedied,
including requests for review by the Department of Personnel Administration refer-
enced in Government Code Section 19818.16 or the State Board of Control.
2. The grievance and arbitration procedure described in this section shall be the ex-
clusive means for appealing position allocation or reallocation referenced in Govern-
ment Code Sections 19818.6 and 19818.20.
3. Employees may not separately file out-of-class grievances and position allocation
or reallocation grievances pertaining to the same duties and responsibilities.
4. The only remedy that shall be available (whether claiming out-of-class work or
position misallocation) is retroactive pay for out-of-class work. Said pay shall be
limited to out-of-class work performed (a) during the one (1) year calendar period
before the employee’s grievance was filed; and (b) the time between when the griev-
ance was filed and finally decided by an arbitrator.
5. Arbitrators shall not have the authority to order reclassification (reallocation) of a
grievant’s position or discontinuance of out-of-class work assignments.
D. Grievance Procedure and Time Limits
1. An employee’s grievance initially shall be discussed with the employee’s supervi-
sor.
2. An employee must file a written grievance on a form provided by the State within
120 calendar days of the date when his/her duties allegedly changed such that she/he
was working out-of-classification or his/her position became misallocated.
3. Out-of-class and misallocation grievances shall be filed with a designated supervi-
sor or manager identified by each department head as the third level of appeal in the
usual grievance procedure found in Article 6.
4. The person designated by the department head as the third level of appeal shall
respond to the grievance in writing within 45 calendar days after receipt of the griev-
ance.
5. If the grievant is not satisfied with the decision rendered by the person designated
by the department head at the third level of appeal, she/he may appeal the decision in
writing within 21 calendar days after receipt to the Director of the Department of
Personnel Administration.
6. The Director of the Department of Personnel Administration or designee shall re-
spond to the grievance in writing within 60 calendar days after receipt of the appealed
grievance.
7. 1f the grievance is not resolved by the Department of Personnel Administration, the
Union shall have the right to submit the grievance to arbitration in accordance with
Article 6, Section 6.12.
8. Article 6, Section 6.12, “Formal Grievance - Step 5" shall apply to out-of-class and

69



misallocation grievances except as otherwise provided in this Section.
E. The arbitrator’s decision regarding out-of-class and misallocation grievances shall be
final and binding on the parties. Said awards shall not be subject to challenge or review
in any forum, administrative or judicial, except as provided in Code of Civil Procedure
Section 1286.2 et seq.
F. The parties agree to support leglslauon to amend Govemment Code Section 19818.8 as
follows. Said legislation must be enacted into law before the provisions of this Section
take effect.
1. Government Code Section 19818.8 (a) A person shall not be assigned to perform
the duties of any class other than that to which his or her position is allocated, except
as permitted by Section 19050.8.
2. If the provisions of this Section are in conflict with the provisions of a memoran-
dum of understanding reached pursuant to Section 3517.5, the memorandum of un-
derstanding shall be controlling without further legislative action, except that if those
provisions of the memorandum of understanding require the expenditure of funds, the
provisions shall not become effective unless approved by the Legislature in the annual
Budget Act.
14.3 Classification/Pay Data
Upon request, the State shall, on an annual basis, provide the Union with a list of classi-
fications and salaries for Units I, 3, 4 and 11 rank-and-file employees.
14.4 Duty Statements
An employee, upon request, shall be provided a duty statement for their position.
14.5 Automation and New Technology
The State shall endeavor to notify the Union 180 days, but no less than 60 days, prior to
implementation of automation or technological changes that will result in a significant
impact on bargaining unit employees. Upon request of the Union within 30 days of such
notification, the State shall negotiate with the Union on the impact of such changes.
ARTICLE 15 - EMPLOYEE TRANSFERS
15.1 Appeal of Involuntary Transfers
A. An involuntary transfer which reasonably requires an employee to change his/her resi-
dence may be grieved under Article 6 only if the employee believes it was made for the
purpose of harassing or disciplining the employee. If the appointing authority or the
Department of Personne! Administration disapproves the transfer, the employee shall be
returned to his or her former position; shall be paid the regular travel allowance for the
period of time he/she was away from his/her original headquarters; and his/her moving
costs both from and back to the original headquarters shall be paid in accordance with the
Department of Personnel Administration laws and rules.
B. An appeal of an involuntary transfer which does not reasonably require an employee to
change his/her residence shall not be subject to the grievance and arbitration procedure.
It shall be subject to the complaint procedure if the employee believes it was made for the
purpose of harassing or disciplining the employee.
15.2 Employee Opportunity Transfer (Unit 3)
A. The parties recognize that when the State deems it necessary to fill a vacant position,
the needs of the State must be given first priority. The needs of the State include the right
to fill vacant positions using existing eligible or promotional lists, involuntary transfers,
reassignments, or other selection methods for reasons such as affirmative action, special
skills, abilities, or aptitudes.
B. The parties also recognize the desirability of permitting a permanent employee to transfer
within his/her department and classification to another location which the employee deems
to be more desirable. To this end, permanent full-time employees may apply for an
Employee Opportunity Transfer to a position at another location within his/her department
in accordance with the following procedure:
1. Employees desiring an Employee Opportunity Transfer shall apply in writing to
his/her department head or designee in a manner prescribed by the department. Such
transfer requests shall be to permanent positions in the same department within his/
her current classification.
C. Whenever a department head or designee elects to fill a vacancy through an Employee
Opportunity Transfer, a permanent full-time employee who already has an Employee Op-
ponumty Transfer application to that location on file with the depariment shall be selected.
If there is more than one employee with an Employee Opportunity Transfer application to
the same location on file, one of the top three (3) employees with the greatest amount of
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department service by class shall be selected. When an employee is formally interviewed,
the department head or designee will notify the employee of the nonselection.

D. Permanent employees who wish to submit Employee Opportunity Transfer applications
may do so during a 30-calendar day open period, to be scheduled once every six (6) months
by each department. No employee shall submit more than four (4) Employee Opportunity
Transfer applications during an open period.

ARTICLE 16 - LAYOFF

16.1 Layoff and Reemployment
(Excluding Unit 3 Employees in the Special Schools of Department of Education)

A. Application. Whenever it is necessary because of a lack of work or funds, or whenever
it is advisable in the interest of economy to reduce the number of permanent and/or pro-
bationary employees (hereinafter known as “Employees”) in any State agency, the State
may layoff employees pursuant to this Section.

B. Order of Layoff. Employees shall be laid off in order of seniority pursuant to Govern-
ment Code Sections 19997.2 through 19997.7 and applicable State Personnel Board and
Department of Personnel Administration Rules.

C. Notice. Employees compensated on a monthly basis shall be notified thirty (30) cal-
endar days in advance of the effective date of layoff. Where notices are mailed, the thirty
(30) calendar day time period will begin to run on the date of the mailing of the notice.
The State agrees to notify the Union no later than sixty (60) calendar days prior.to the
actual date of layoff. The notice to the Union shall also include the reason for the layoff,
the area of the layoff, the anticipated classifications affected, the total number of employ-
ees in each affected classification, the estimated number of surplus employees in each
classification and the proposed effective date of the layoff.

D. Grievance and Arbitration. Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of
any portion of this layoff provision shall be resolved solely through the grievance and
arbitration procedure. }
E. Transfer or Demotion in Lieu of Layoff. The State may offer affected employees a
transfer or a demotion in lieu of layoff pursuant to Government Code Sections 19997.8
through 19997.10 and applicable Department of Personnel Administration rules. If an
employee refuses a transfer or demotion, the employee shall be laid off.

F. Reemployment. In accordance with Government Code Sections 19997.11 and 19997.12,
the State shall establish a reemployment list by class for all employees who are laid off.
Such lists shall take precedence over all other types of employment lists for the classes in
which employées were laid off. Employees shall be certified from department or
subdivisional reemployment lists in accordance with Section 19056 of the Government
Code.

G. State Service Credit for Layoff Purposes. In determining seniority scores, one point
shall be allowed for each qualifying monthly pay period of full-time State service regard-
less of when such service occurred. A pay period in which a full time employee works 11
or more days will be considered a qualifying pay period except that when an absence from
State service resulting from a temporary or permanent separation for more than 11 con-
secutive working days falls into two (2) consecutive qualifying pay periods, the second
pay period shall be disqualified. Veterans will receive additional credits in accordance
with Government Code Section 19997.6.

H. Departmental Vacancies. Departments filling vacancies shall offer positions to em-
ployees facing layoff, demotion in lieu of layoff or geographic transfer in accordance with
current State Restriction of Appointment procedures.

16.2 Reducing the Adverse Effects of Layoff
Whenever the State determines it necessary to layoff employees, the State and the Union
shall meet in good faith to explore alternatives to laying off employees such as, but not
limited to, voluntary reduced work time, retraining, early retirement, and unpaid leaves of
absence.

16.3 Alternative to Layoff
The State may propose to reduce the number of hours an employee works as an alternative
to layoff. Prior to the implementation of this alternative to a layoff, the State will notify
and meet and confer with the Union to seek concurrence of the usage of this alternative.

16.4 Military Installations
The State agrees to notify the Union at such time as the State becomes aware of federal
govemnment plans to regain jurisdiction of military installations currently loaned (or leased)
to the State Department of the Military.
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16,5 Layoff Employee Assistance Program
Employees laid off shall be provided services in accordance with the Emiployee Assistance
Program. Such services are term limited for six (6) months from the actual date of layoff.

ARTICLE 17 - RETIREMENT

17.1 First Tier Retirement Formula (2% @ 55)
A. The Union and the State (parties) agree that the legislation implementing this contract
shall contain language to enhance the current age benefit factors on which service retire-
ment benefits are based for Miscellaneous and Industrial members of the First Tier plan
under the Public Employees’ Retirement System (CalPERS). The parties further agree
that the provisions of this article will be effective only upon the CalPERS board adopting
a resolution that will employ, for the June 30, 1998 valuation and thereafter, 95 percent of
the market value of CalPERS’® assets as the actuarial value of the assets, and to amortize
the June 30, 1998 excess assets over a 20 year period, beginning July 1, 1999. The parties
agree 10 jointly request the CalPERS board to extend the 20 year amortization period in
the event the cost of these benefits or unfavorable returns on investments results in an
increased employer contribution by the State.
B. The legislative language would provide the enhanced benefit factors to State employees
who retire directly from State employment on and after January 1, 2000.
C. The table'below compares the current First Tier age benefit factors to the improved
factors that the proposed legislation would place in the part of the Government Code
administered by CalPERS.

D. There would be factors for attained quarter ages, such as 52 /4, that will be included in

the proposed legislation. These improved age benefit factors will apply for service ren-
dered on and after the effective date of the memorandum of understanding between the
State and the Union. The improved factors will also apply to past service that is credited
under the First Tier and the Modified First Tier. -
E. The amount of member contributions required of employees who will be covered under
these new factors will continue to be 5 percent of monthly compensation in excess of
$513.

17.2 Second-Tier Retirement Plan .
The Union and the State agree lo participate in the second-tier retirement plan as pre-
scribed by law.

17.3 First Tier Eligibility For Employees In Second Tier
A. The Union and the State (parties) agree that the legislation implementing this contract
shall contain language to allow employees who are currently in the Second Tier retirement
plan to elect to be covered under the First Tier, as described in this article. The parties
further agree that the provisions of this article will be effective only upon the CalPERS
board adopting a resolution that will employ, for the June 30, 1998 valuation and there-
after, 95 percent of the market value of CalPERS’ assets as the actuarial value of the assets,
and to amortize the June 30, 1998 excess assets over a 20 year period beginning July 1,
1999. The parties agree to jointly request the CalPERS board to extend the 20 year am-
ortization period in the event the cost of these benefits or unfavorable returns on invest-
ments results in an increased employer contribution by the State.
B. The legislative language would allow an employee in the Second Tier to exercise the
Tier 1 right of election at any time after the effective date of this legislation. An employee
who makes this election would then be eligible to purchase past Second Tier service. The
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parties will work with CalPERS to establish more flexible purchase provisions for em-
ployees. These include, but are not limited to, increasing the installment period from 96
months (8 years) to 144 months (12 years) or up to 180 months (15 years), and allowing
employees to purchase partial amounts of service.
C. New employees who meet the criteria for CalPERS membership would be enrolled in
the First Tier plan and have the right to be covered under the Second Tier plan within 180
days of the date of their appointment. If a new employee does not make an election for
Second Tier coverage during this period, he or she would remain in the First Tier plan.
D. Employees who purchase their past service would be required to pay the amount of
contributions they would have paid had they been First Tier members during the period of
service that they are purchasing. As required by CalPERS law, the amount will then in-
clude interest at 6 percent annually compounded.

17.4 2.5% @ 55 Retirement Formula for Safety Members
A. The Union and the State (parties) agree that the legislation implementing this contract
shall contain language adding new age benefit factors on which service retirement benefits
are based for employees of this unit who are safety members of the Public Employees’
Retitement System (CalPERS). The parties further agree that the provisions of this article
will be effective only upon the CalPERS board adopting a resolution that will employ, for
the June 30, 1998 valuation and thereafter, 95 percent of the market value of the CalPERS’
assets as the actuarial value of the assets, and to amortize the June 30 excess assets over
a 20 year period, beginning July 1, 1999. The parties agree to jointly request the CalPERS
board to extend the 20 year amortization period in the event the cost of these benefits or
unfavorable returns on investments results in an increased employer contribution by the
State.
The parties agree to support legislation that will improve the age benefit factors from age
50 to 55 for Safety members. The age benefit factor at age 55 for members of this Union
will be 2.5 pereent of compensation for each year of service. These improved benefit
factors will apply to employees who retire directly from State service on and after January
1, 2000, and for service rendered as a Safety member prior to and after that date.

There would be factors for attained quarter ages, such as 5234, that will be inctuded

in the porposed legislation.
B. The Union agrees that the rate of contribution for Safety members who are subject to
the new 2.5 percent @ 55 formula shall be no greater than 8 percent of monthly compen-
sation in excess of $238, effective on and after July 1, 2001.

17.5 Employer-Paid Employee Retirement Contributions
The State and the Union agree to continue the January 28, 1985, agreement regarding the
Internal Revenue Service ruling permitting CalPERS contributions to be excluded from
taxable salary for the duration of this Contract.
17.6 Alternative Pre-Retirement Death Benefit .

The Union agrees to support legislation that would provide State employees with an im-
proved “alternative pre-retirement death benefit” and for the ability for the surviving spouse
and dependent children to continue to receive health and dental benefits coverage. The
enhanced death benefits would also be payable to surviving spouses or dependent children
who are currently receiving the former death benefit, as would health and dental coverage.
A. Section 21547 of the Government Code is amended, to read:
21547. Notwithstanding any other provision of this article requiring attainment of the
minimum age for voluntary service retirement to him or her in his or her last employment
preceding death, upon the death of a state member on or after January 1, 1993, who is
credited with 20 years or more of state service, the surviving spouse, or eligible children
if there is no eligible spouse, may receive a monthly allowance in lieu of the basic death
benefit. The board shall notify the eligible survivor, as defined in Section 21546, of this
alternate death benefit. The board shall calculate the monthly allowance that shall be
payable as follows:

(a) To the member’s surviving spouse, an amount equal to what the member would
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have received if he or she had retired for service at minimum retirement age on the
date of death and had elected Option Settlement 2 and Section 21459.
(b) To the children under age 18 collectively if there is no surviving spouse or the
spouse dies before all of the children of the deceased member are age 18, an amount
equal to one-half of and derived from the same source as the unmodified allowance
the member would have been entitled to receive if he or she had retired for service at
minimum retirement age on the date of death. No child shall receive any allowance
afier marrying or attaining the age of 18. As used in this section, a “surviving child”
includes a posthumously born child of the member.
(¢) This section shall only apply to members employed in state bargaining units for
which a memorandum of understanding has been agreed to by the state employer and
the recognized employee organization to become subject to this section, members who
are excluded from the definition of state employees in subdivision (c) of Section 3513,
and members employed by the executive branch of govemment who are not members
of the civil service.
(d) For purposes of this section, “state service” means service rendered as a state
employee, as defined in Section 19815. This section shall not apply to any contracting
agency nor to the employees of any contracting agency.
B. Section 21547.5 is added to the Government Code, to read:
21547.5 For any survivor receiving a monthly allowance provided by Section 21547
prior to the effective date of its amendment, the allowance shall be adjusted to equal an
amount that the member would have been eligible for if his or her death had occurred on
or after the amendment effective date of Section 21547. The adjusted amount would be
payable only on and after that amendment effective date.
C. Section 22811.6 of the Government Code is repealed.
D. Section 22957.5 of the Government Code is repealed.
17.7 1959 Survivor’s Benefits - Fifth Level
A. Employees in Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 who are members of the Public Employee’s Retire-
ment System (PERS) will be covered under the Fifth Level of the 1959 Survivor’s Benefit,
which provides a death benefit in the form of a monthly allowance to the eligible survivor
in the event of death before retirement. This benefit will be payable to eligible survivors
of current employees who are not covered by Social Security and whose death occurs on
or after the effective date of the memorandum of understanding for this Section.
B. The contribution for employees covered under this new level of benefits wilt be $2 per
month. The rate of contribution for the State will be determined by the PERS board.
C. The survivor’s benefits are detailed in the following schedule:
1. A spouse who has care of two or more eligible children, or three or more eligible
children not in the care of spouse ... $1,800. ’
2. A spouse with one eligible child, or two eligible children not in the care of the
spouse ... $1,500.
3. One eligible child not in the care of the spouse; or the spouse, who had no eligible
children at the time of the employee’s death, upon reaching age 62 ... $750.00
17.8 Enhanced Industrial Retirement
Eligible employees shall be covered by Government Code Section 20047 “Enhanced In-
dustrial Disability Retirement.”
17.9 Safety Retirement Studies (Unit 1)
The State shall conduct studies on the feasibility of safety retirement for the following
classes and copies of these studies shall be provided to the Union no later than six months
after ratification of this Contract by the membership:

ARTICLE 18 - PERMANENT INTERMITTENT APPOINTMENTS
A. A permanent intermittent position or appointment is a position or appointment in which
the employee is to work periodically or for a fluctuating portion of the full-time work
schedule. A permanent intermittent employee may work up to 1,500 hours in any calendar
year based upon Government Code Section £9100 et. seq. The number of hours and schedule
of work shall be determined based upon the operational needs of each department. The
use of the State Personnel Board Rule 277 is one of the many employment altematives the
appointing power may elect to use to fill vacant positions within a competitive selection
process.
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B. Each department may establish an exclusive pool of permanent intermittent employees
based upon operational necd.
C. Each department shall provide a permanent intermittent employee with a minimum of
72 hours notice of their work schedule, except when they are called in to fill in for un-
scheduled absences or for unanticipated operational needs.
D. Upon mutual agreement, a department head or designee may grant a permanent inter-
mittent employee a period of nonavailability not to exceed 12 months during which the
employee may not be given a waiver. The period of nonavailability may be revoked based
on operational needs. An employee on nonavailable status who files for unemployment
insurance benefits shall be immediately removed from such status.
E. A permanent intermittent employee will become eligible for leave credits in the follow-
ing manner:
1. Sick Leave: A permanent intermittent employee in BU 11 who has completed 160
hours of paid employment will be eligible for up to eight (8) hours of sick leave credit
with pay. The hours in excess of 160 hours in a qualifying monthly pay period shall
not be counted or accumulated. On the first day of the qualifying monthly pay period
following the completion of each period of paid employment, the permanent intermit-
tent employee shall earn eight (8) hours of credit for sick leave with pay subject to the
following provisions:
a. Sick leave may be requested and taken in fifteen (15) minute increments.
b. A permanent intermittent employee shall not be removed from scheduled work
hours because he/she is on sick leave.
¢. The administration of sick leave for permanent intermittent employees shall be
in accordance with Article 8, Section 8.2, Sick Leave.
2. Vacation Leave: A permanent intermittent employee will be eligible for vacation
leave credit with pay as defined in Article 8, Section 8.1, on the first day of the fol-
lowing qualifying monthly pay period following completion of 960 hours of compen-
sated work. Thereafter, a permanent intermittent employee will be eligible for vaca-
tion credit with pay in accordance with the schedule in Article 8, Section 8.1, on the
first day of the qualifying monthly pay period following completion of each period of
160 hours of paid employment. The hours in excess of 160 hours in a qualifying
monthly pay period shall not be counted or accumulated. When it is determined that
there is a lack of work, a department head or designee may:
a. Pay the permanent intermittent employee in a lump-sum payment for accumu-
lated vacation leave credits; or
b. By mutual agreement, schedule the permanent intermittent employee for vaca-
tion leave; or
c. Allow the permanent intermittent employee to retain his/her vacation credits; or
d. Effect a combination of (a), (b), or (c) above.
3. Holidays: A permanent intermittent employee will be eligible for holiday pay on
a pro rata basis, based on hours worked during the pay period when the holiday oc-
curred in accordance with Article 7, Holidays, and Department of Personnel Admin-
istration policies and rules.
4. Bereavement Leave: A permanent intermittent employee may only be granted be-
reavement leave in accordance with Article 8, Section 8.3, if scheduled to work on the
day(s) for which the leave is requested and only for the number of hours the employee
is scheduled to work on the day or days. A permanent intermittent employee shall not
be removed from scheduled work hours because he/she is on bereavement leave.
5. Jury Duty: A permanent intermittent employee may only be granted jury duty leave
in accordance with Section 8.14 if the employee is scheduled to work on the day(s)
in which the service occurs and only for the number of hours the employee is sched-
uled to work on the day or days. If payment is made for such time off, the employee
is required to remit to the State the fee(s) received. A permanent intermittent em-
ployee shall not be removed from scheduled work hours because he/she is on jury
duty. When night jury duty is required of a permanent intermittent employee, the
employee shall be released without loss of compensation for such portion of required
time that coincides with the permanent intermittent employee’s work schedule. This
includes any necessary travel time.
6. Non-Industrial Disability Leave: Where employment is intermittent, the payments
shall be determined on the basis of the proportionate part of a monthly rate established
by the total hours actually employed in the eighteen (18) monthly pay periods imme-
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diately preceding the pay period in which the disability bggins as compared to the
regular rate for a full-time employee in the same group or dlass. A permanent inter-
mittent employee will be eligible for NDI payments on the first day of the monthly
pay period following completion of 960 hours of compensated work.
F. Each department will establish a date by which its permanent intermittent employees
shall receive their regular pay. .
G. Dental Benefits: A permanent intermittent employee will be efigible for dental benefits
during each calendar year if the employee has been credited with a minimum of 480 paid
hours in one of two control periods. To continue benefits, a pek‘manem intermittent em-
ployee must be credited with a minimum of 480 paid hours in a gontrol period or 960 paid
hours in two consecutive control periods. For the purposes off this section, the control
periods are January 1 through June 30 and July 1 through December 31 of each calendar
year. An eligible permanent intermittent employee must enrol] in a dental benefit plan
within 60 days from the end of the qualifying control period.
H. Health Benefits: A permanent intermittent employee will be eligible for health benefits
during each calendar year if the employee has been credited with a minimum of 480 paid
hours in one of two control periods. To continue benefits, a peymanent intermittent em-
ployee must be credited with a minimum of 480 paid hours in a dontrol period or 960 paid
hours in two consccutive control periods. For the purposes of| this section, the control
periods are January 1 through June 30 and July 1 through December 31 of each calendar
year. An eligible permanent intermittent employee must ensoll in a health benefit plan
within 60 days from the end of the qualifying control period.
1. Vision Service Plan: A permanent intermittent employee will pe eligible for the State's
vision services plan during each calendar year if the employee fhas been credited with a
minimum of 480 paid hours in one of two control periods. To cqntinue benefits, a perma-
nent intermittent employee must be credited with a minimum of|480 paid hours in a con-
trol period or 960 paid hours in two consecutive control periods| For the purposes of this
section, the control periods are January 1 through June 30 and July 1 through December
31 of each calendar year. An eligible permanent intermittent employee must enroll in the
vision service plan within 60 days from the end of the qualifying control period.
J. Permanent intermittent employees will be entitled to continuation of health, dental, and
vision benefits pursuant to Public Law 99-272, Title X, Consolidated Omnibus Reconcili-
ation Act (COBRA).
K. FlexElect Program: Permanent Intermittent employees may oply participate in the Pre-
Tax Premium and/or the Cash Option for medical and/or dental insurance. Permanent
intermittent employees choosing the Pre-Tax Premium must qualify for State medical and/
or dental benefits. Permanent intermittent employees choosing the Cash Option will qualify
if they work at least one-half time, have an appointment for more than six months, and
receive credit for a minimum of 480 paid hours within the six{month control period of
January 1 through June 30 of the plan year in which they are eprolled.
L. The call-in/scheduling of a permanent intermittent employee and the hours of work an
individual permanent intermittent employee may reccive shall be applied without preju-
dice or personal favoritism.
M. A permanent intermittent employee that is offered a permangnt full-time or part-time
job within a department shall not be denied release from their permanent intermittent em-
ployee position by management.
N. All remaining conditions of employment that relate to the peymanent intermittent em-
ployee shall be administered in accordance with existing rules and regulations, unless modi-
fied by this Contract.
ARTICLE 19 - HOURS OF WORK AND OVERTIME
19.1 Hours of Work
A. Unless otherwise specified herein, the regular workweek of full-time employees shall
be forty (40) hours Monday through Friday, and the regular work shift shall be eight (8)
hours.
B. Workweeks and work shifts of different numbers of hours
employer in order to meet varying needs of the State agencies.
C. Employees’ workweeks and/or work shifts shall not be permanently changed by the
State without adequate prior notice. The State shall endeavor tq give thirty (30) calendar
days but in no case less than fifteen (15) calendar days notice.
D. The State shall endeavor to provide employees with at least five (5) working days
advance notice of a temporary change in their workweek hours and workday. This ad-
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vance notice is not required if:
1. The change is due to an unforeseen operational need;
2. The change is made at the request of the employee.
E. Classifications are assigned to the workweek groups as shown in the Lists of Classifi-
cations attached to this Contract.
F. Workweek group policy for FLSA - Exempt/Excluded Employees
State employees who are exempt/excluded from the FLSA are not hourly workers. The
compensation they receive from the State is based on the premise that they are expected
to work as many hours as is necessary to provide the public services for which they were
hired. Consistent with the professional status of these employees, they are accountable for
their work product, and for meeting the objectives of the agency for which they work.
Following is the State’s policy for all employees exempt/excluded from the FLSA:
1. Management determines, consistent with the current Contract the products, ser-
vices, and standards which must be met by FLSA - exempt/excluded employees;
2. The salary paid to FLSA - exempt/excluded employees is full compensation for all
hours worked in providing the product or service;
3. FLSA - exempt/excluded employees are not authorized to receive any form of
overtime compensation, whether formal or informal;
4. FLSA - exempt/excluded employees are expected to work within reason as many
hours as necessary to accomplish their assignments or fulfill their responsibilities and
must respond to directions from management to complete work assignments by spe-
cific deadlines. FLSA exempt/excluded employees may be required to work specific
hours to provide services when deemed necessary by management;
5. FLSA - exempt/excluded employees shall not be charged paid leave or docked for
absences in less than whole-day increments. Less than full-time employees shall be
charged time proportionate to their scheduled hours of work. Record keeping for
accounting, reimbursements, or documentation relative to other applicable statutes,
such as the Family Medical Leave Act, is permitted.
For Unit 3 employees: partial day absences for medical appointments should be schedule
during non-student contact time unless otherwise authorized by management;
6. FLSA - exempt/excluded employees shall not be suspended for less than five days
when facing discipline;
7. With the approval of the appointing power, FLSA - exempt/excluded employces
may be allowed absences with pay for one or more whole days due to excessive work
load or other special circumstances without charging leave credits;
8. Subject to prior notification and management concurrence, FLSA exempt/excluded
employees may alter their work hours. Employees are responsible for keeping man-
agement apprised of their schedule and whereabouts. Prior approval from manage-
ment for the use of formal leave (e.g., vacation, sick leave, personal leave, personal
day) for absences of an entire day or more is required.
19.2 Overtime
A. Overtime is all ordered work time in excess of the regularly scheduled workweek.
B. Overtime is earned at the rate of one and one-half times the hourly rate for all hours
worked in excess of 40 hours in a regular workweek and is compensable by cash or CTO
if it meets the following criteria:
1. Ordered overtime of at least 15 minutes at any one time;
2. Overtime will be credited on a 15 minute basis with a full 15 minute credit to be
granted if seven (7) minutes is worked. Smaller fractional units will not be accumu-
lated.
C. Overtime may be compensated on a cash or CTO basis at the discretion of the depart-
ment head or designee. Both parties agree and understand that a different type of overtime
payment (cash or CTO) may be provided to employees at different times and may even be
different for employees in the same or similar situations.
D. In order to be compensable by cash or CTO, overtime must be authorized in advance,
except in an emergency, by the State or its designated representative. This authorization
must also be confirmed in writing not later than 10 days after the end of the pay period
during which the overtime was worked. Each State agency shall maintain complete and
accurate records of all compensable overtime worked by its employees.
E. The time when CTO may be taken shall be at the discretion of the State. When CTO
is ordered, reasonable advance notice (at least 24 hours) should be provided to the em-
ployee.
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F. CTO may be taken only in units of time of 15 minutes or multiples thereof.

G. CTO for employees shall be eamed on a time and one-half (1/2) basis and may be
authorized in lieu of cash compensation. If an employee is not allowed CTO within twelve
(12) pay periods following the pay period in which the overtime was worked, payment
shall be made for such overtime on the next payroll,

H. Employees may accrue up to 240 hours of CTO. The first 200 hours of CTO shall be
at the option of the department head or designee. The next 40 hours of CTO shall be at
the option of the employee. All hours in excess of 240 CTO hours shall be compensated
in cash.

1. Normally, an employee who has an accumulation of 240 hours or 30 days of authorized
overtime shall not be required to work additional overtime.

J. Notwithstanding any other contract provision, departmental policy, or practice, the travel
time of employees who are covered by FLSA shall only be considered as time worked if
it meets the definitions and requirements of travel time in Sections 785.34 through 785.41
of Title 29 of the Code of Federal Regulations.

19.3 Rest Periods

A. An employee may be granted a rest period on State time not to exceed fifteen 15 min-
utes each four (4) hours of his/her work shift not to exceed thirty (30) minutes each work-
day. A rest period will not normally be granted during the first or last hour of the work
shift. An employee shall be permitted to leave hisfher work area during the rest period.
Employees in 24-hour institutions, hospitals, State Special Schools, or Developmental
Centers may be required to notify their supervisors before.leaving their work area and
inform them of their location for the rest period.

B. An additional 5 minute break per continuous hour of work on a computer shall be
granted to an employee in an hour when no other break or rest period has been granted.
Upon the Union's request, the State shall consider permitting other employees the addi-
tional rest periods.

C. Rest periods may not be accumulated nor may they be used to “make up” time.

D. Sections A, B and C of this Article shall not apply to Unit 3 employees with student,
ward, inmate, client or patient instructional and supervision responsibilities; however,
management recognizes that these Unit 3 employees have limited opportunity to take care
of their personal hygiene needs during instructional and supervision time. It is the intent
of management, working with the Union to find mutually satisfactory solutions to this
problem, consistent with programmatic, operational, safety and security needs, within 90
days of the State and the Union’s ratification of this agreement.

E. Normally, Unit 3 employees with instructional and supervision assignments are ex-
“pected 1o use other than scheduled instruction and supervision time for personal hygiene
needs; however, the State shall endeavor to provide for supervision of assigned students,
wards, inmates, clients or patients for short periods of time in the event of an employee’s
personal hygiene need. .

F. Upon the request of the Union, the health and safety committee at a facility shall review
and recommend changes to the procedure consistent with safety, security, programmatic
and operational needs for providing Unit 3 employees the opportunity to take care of their
personal hygiene needs. If a health and safety committee does not exist at a facility, upon
the request of the Union, management shall meet with the Union to review and recom-
mend changes to the procedure consistent with safety, security, programmatic and opera-
tional needs for providing Unit 3 employees the opportunity to take care of their personal
hygiene needs. Any agreements between the parties shall be reduced to writing.

19.4 Meal Periods

A. Except for employees who are assigned to a straight 8 hour shift, full-time employees
shall normally be allowed a meal period of not less than 30 minutes or not more than 60
minutes which shall be scheduled near the middle of the work shift. Meal periods taken
shall not be counted as part of total hours worked.

B. When employees assigned to a straight eight or more hour shift are assigned by the
employer to training, a committee, task force, or a special project, an unpaid meal period
of not less than 30 minutes nor more than 60 minutes shall be granted and scheduled near
the middle of the work shift.

C. Employees working more than 5 hours per day, but less than 8 hours per day shall be
entitled to a meal period of at least 30 minutes. Meal periods shall not be counted as part
of total hours worked.
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19.5 Set Up/Shut Down Time
Time necessary to “set up” and/or “shut down™ a State function shall be part of the
employee’s workday.
19.6 Flexible Work Hours
A. Upon request by the Union or an employee, the State shall not unreasonably deny a
request for flexible work hours, an alternate workweek schedule or reduced workweek
schedule. Employees who have flexible work hours or are placed on an alternate work-
week or reduced workweek schedule will comply with procedures established by the
department.
B. Any denial of requests made under subsection (A) shall be provided in writing. In
addition, a department head or designee may, upon 30 days notice to affected employees
cancel or make permanent changes to flexible work hours, alternate work schedules, or
reduced work time schedules. X
C. An “alternate workweek schedule” is a fixed work schedule other than standard work
hours. “Flexible work hours” allows for the change of work schedules on a daily basis.
“Reduced work time” is defined in Government Code Sections 19996.20 through 19996.29.
19.7 Exchange of Time Off - Multi-Shift Operations
A. Permanent employees employed by departments with multiple shift operations may be
permitted to exchange hours of work with other employees in the same classification or
level (determined by the supervisor), performing the same type of duties in the same work
areas, provided:
1. The employees make a written request to their supervisor(s) at least 24 hours prior
to the exchange;
2. The supervisor(s) approve the exchange; and
3, The employees exchanging time off shall not be entitled to any additional compen-
sation (e.g., overtime or overlime meals, holiday credit/pay, shift differential), which
they would not have otherwise received.
B. Each employee shall be responsible for the coverage of the work assignment he/she
accepts. If the employee who exchanges with another employee fails to report for duty for
the exchange, he/she shall be subject to repaying the actual time (hour-for-hour) of filling
in behind the assignment; however, in the event the employee fails to report for duty because
of illness or injury, he/she may be required to provide medical verification in accordance
with Section 8.2 of this contract.
C. An employee who fails to report for duty for the exchange and has not provided a
medical verification of illness as described, shall not be altowed to participate in an ex-
change for 180 calendar days from the date of the missed exchange.
D. All exchanges must occur during the same work week.
E. Probationary employees are excluded from participating in exchanges of time off.
F. No exchange shall result in an employee working double shifts.
G. This seclion is not subject to the grievance and arbitration procedure of this contract.
19.8 Work In Multiple Time Zones
When traveling into a different time zone, the first day’s time is computed using the time
zone in which the employee started. The time worked on subsequent days is computed by
using the time zone in which the employee is working. The time worked on the return trip
is computed using the time zone from which the employee departed.
19.9 Call Back Time
A. An employee who has completed a normal work shift, when ordered back to work, shall
be credited with a minimum of four (4) hours work time provided the call back to work
is without having been notified prior to completion of the work shift, or the notification
is prior to completion of the work shift and the work begins more than three (3) hours after
the completion of that work shift.
B. When such an employee is called back under these conditions within 4 hours of the
beginning of a previous call or an additional call is received while still working on an
earlier call back, the employee shall not receive an additional 4 hours credit for the new
call back.
C. When such an employee is called back within four (4) hours of the beginning of the
employee’s next shift, call back credit shall be received only for the hours remaining before
the beginning of the employee's next shift.
D. When staff meetings, training sessions, or work assignments are scheduled on an
employee’s authorized day off, the employee shall be credited with a minimum of 4 hours
of work time. When staff meetings and training sessions are scheduled on an employee’s
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normal workday and outside the employee's normal work shift, overtime compensation
shall be received in accordance with the rules governing overtime.
E. For reporting purposes, compensable time begins when the employee reports to the
jobsite or begins work from a site approved by the department head or designee.
19.10 Standby Time
A. “Standby” is defined as the express and absolute requirement that an employee be avail-
able during specified off-duty hours to receive communication regarding a requirement to
return to work and be fit and able to return to work, if required. It shall not be considered
standby when employees are contacted or required to return to work but have not been
required to be available for receipt of such contact.
B. Each department or designee may establish procedures with regard to how contact is
to be made (e.g., electronic paging device, phone) and with regard to response time while
on standby.
C. An employee who is required to be on standby status will be compensated in the fol-
lowing manner: for every eight (8) hours on standby, an employee shall receive two (2)
hours of compensating time off (CTO).
D. No standby credit will be eamed if the employee is called back to work and receives
call back credit.
E. Standby and CTO credited as a result of standby shall not be considered time worked
for purposes of qualifying for overtime.
19.11 Standby Duty - Department of Fish and Game (Unit 11)
A. Standby duty is defined as the time that an employee is required to remain on the
Department of Fish and Game fish hatchery grounds during non-work hours for immedi-
ate response to duty or to emergencies that may arise.
B. Affected employees are thase who are assigned to Work Week Group 2 who reside in
State-owned housing at Department of Fish and Game hatcheries, and are required to
perform standby duty at the fish hatcheries. .
1. While on standby duty, employees shall receive standby compensation at the rate
of two hours of compensating time off for fifteen (15) hours of standby duty. If an
employee does not complete the 15 hours of standby duty, the Department of Fish and
Game shall pro-rate the compensation earned in accordance with departmental proce-
dure.
2. During any period of time an employee is assigned to standby duty, the compensat-
ing time off eamed shall not be considered compensation for any and all hours worked.
Where compensating time off is not practical, the appointing authority may authorize
cash compensation. Required work in excess of the minimum work week is compens-
able as overtime in accordance with the basic workweek group that the particular class
and position is allocated 1o, except for the time on standby duty.
3. Employees on sick leave status or an assigned day off shall not be required to work
standby duty.
19.12 Double Backs — Department of Food and Agriculture (Unit 1)
A.Employees shall be given a minimum of twelve (12) hours off between scheduled shifts,
unless it becomes necessary for them to return earlier because of unforeseen operational
need or emergency.
B. Nothing in this Section precludes employees from requesting, and management from
granting, double-back shifts.
19.13 Rotating Shift Program — Department of Fish and Game (Unit 11)
The State and CSEA agree to continue the 12-hour rotating shift program for Bargaining
Unit 11 employees at the John E. Skinner Fish Protective Facility consistent with the
agreement reached by DFG and CSEA on February 2, 1999.
ARTICLE 20 - WORK AND FAMILY PROGRAMS
A. The parties agree that work and family programs have a positive impact on employee
productivity and morale, as well as the productivity of the State and its business. Program
topics may include, but are not limited to childcare, children’s health, elder care, family
leave and a variety of other programs, such as hardship transfers, and domestic violence
leave. -
B. The State agrees to establish a State Labor/Management Work and Family Advisory
Committee with management and labor co-chairs to identify altematives to assist State
employees in addressing family needs and to encourage State employees to participate in
work and family programs. The committee shall be comprised of an equal number of
union and management representatives. Membership on the committee is open to all union

80



bargaining units that want to participate. The Union shall have four (4) representatives.
Those representatives who are State employees shall serve without loss of State compen-
sation. The committee shall meet and report regularly and shall issue a report with rec-
ommendations for implementation of work and family programs by June 1, 2000. One
management appointed employee and one State employee, appointed by the Union, shall
serve the committee full time until July 1, 2000. The State employee appointed by the
Union shall serve without loss of compensation.
C. The State employer agrees to establish a Work and Family Fund. On July 1, 2000, the
State employer will appropriate $5,000,000 in funds to the Work and Family Fund which
shall be administered by the Department of Personnel Administration. The amounts to be
allocated and expended annually from the Work and Family Fund shall be determined by
the Department and the State Labor/Management Work and Family Commitice.
D. The union agrees to support lcgistation that would establish and maintain the Work and
Family Fund.
ARTICLE 21 - MISCELLANEOUS
21.1 Telecommute/Telework Program
A. Where operational considerations permit, a department may establish a telework pro-
gram. If the telework arrangement conforms to telework criteria established in the
department’s telework policy and guidelines, no employee’s request for telework shall be
unreasonably denied. Such programs shall operate within the policies, procedures, and
guidelines established by the Telework Advisory Group, as described in the Telecommuting
Work Option: Information Guidelines and Model Policy, June 1992.
B. Formal written telework or telecommuting policies and programs already adopted by
departments before the date of this Contract will remain in effect during the term of this
contract.
C. Departments that desire to establish a telework or telecommuting policy and/or pro-
gram or departments desiring to change an existing policy and/or program shall first notify
the Union. Within 30 calendar days of the date of such notification, the Union may request
to meet and confer over the impact of a telework or telecommuting policy and/or program
or change in an existing telework or telecommuting policy and/or program. Iterns of dis-
cussions may include concerns of layoff as a result of a telecommuting/telework program,
performance or productivity expectations or standard changes; access to necessary office
space in the State work sites on nontelecommuting days; and equipment, supplies, phone
lines, fumiture, etc.
D. Telework is defined as performing work one or more days per pay period away from
the work site to which the employee is normally assigned (e.g. “hoteling™). Such locations
must be within a preapproved work space and during preapproved work hours inside the
teleworker's residence, telework centers, or other offices of the State, as approved pursu-
ant to the department's telework policy and guidelines. A teleworker is a State employee
who engages in telework,
21.2 Electronic Monitoring
If an employee believes that the State’s use of current or future technology is being used
for the purpose of harassment he/she may grieve such action under Article 6.
21.3 Class A and Class B Commercial Driver’s License
A. Training ’
Each department, at the request of an employee required to upgrade his/her current driver’s
license to a Class A or Class B commercial driver’s license and appropriate endorsements
because of the new State Law effective January 1, 1989, will make available to the em-
ployee any information prepared by the Department of Motor Vehicles covering the com-
mercial driver’s license examination and any video training programs, relating to the ob-
taining of a commercial driver’s license, which become available to the State.
B. Medical Examinations
1. Effective with the signing of this contract, the State agrees to pay the cost of medi-
cal examinations for employees required to have either a Class A or Class B driver’s
license, provided the employees either receive their exams from a contractor physi-
cian or clinic, or are specifically authorized in advance to be examined by their per-
sonal physician, and to be reimbursed for the cost upon presenting a voucher from the
examining physician.
2. The State will pay the cost of a second medical examination and/or referrals by the
examining physician, not to exceed the cost of the first medical examination provided
that:
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a. The employee fails the first medical examination, or the certification submitted
is not accepted by DMV; and
b. A second medical examination is authorized and conducted; and
¢. The second medical certification is accepted by DMV. The State will not reim-
burse the employee for a second medical that sustains the results of the first. Costs
for additional medical reexamination shall be the responsibility of the affected em-
ployee.
C. Fee Reimbursements
1. Each department will reimburse a permanent employee for filing and examination
fees associated with obtaining the appropriate commercial driver’s license and
endorsement(s) if the employee is: (1) in a classification that requires the operation
of equipment which requires either a Class A or Class B commercial driver’s license
and any endorsement(s), or (2) the classification designated by the department re-
quires the employee to upgrade his/her driver's license to a Class A and/or Class B
commercial driver’s license and any endorsement(s), or (3) in a classification where
a Class A and/or Class B commercial driver’s license is an additional desirable quali-
fication, provided:
a. The employee is authorized at least 10 workdays in advance by hisfher supervi-
sor to-take the examination; .
b. The employee has a valid, current medical certification acceptable to the Depart-
ment of Motor Vehicles (DMV);
¢. The employee successfully passes the required examination and is issued the
license and appropriate endorsement(s).
2. Employees applying for renewal or reinstatement of a license due to an illegal
violation will not be reimbursed for any costs associated with obtaining a license as
required by DMV.
3. The State will not pay any additional cost incurred as a result of an employee’s
failure 10 pass the written and/or performance test within the opportunities allowed by
the original application fee.
4. Reimbursement for commercial driver’s license fees will be for that portion of the
commercial driver’s license fee {including the cost of endorsement(s) required by the
appointing power] which exceeds the cost of the regular noncommercial Class Cdriver’s
license, provided the employee applies for the required license and any required
endorsement(s) simultaneously. If an employee fails to take all required extras simul-
taneously, reimbursement will not exceed the cost that would have been incurred had
the tests been taken simultaneously.
D. Release Time for Class A and/or Class B Commercial Driver’s License and Medical
Examination
1. Upon ten (10) workdays advance nolice to the department head or designee, the
department shall provide reasonable time off without loss of compensation for a per-
manent employee required to take the Class A and/or B commercials driver’s license
examination and related medical examination(s), provided:
a. The examination is scheduled during the employee’s scheduled work hours; and
b. The examination does not interfere with the operational needs of the department.
2. If the employee’s examination is rescheduled by the examining physician or by
DMV, the employee shall be granted reasonable release time for the subsequent date,
in accordance with the requirements specified above.
3. Upon ten (10) workdays advance notice the department will allow the employee to
use a State owned or leased vehicle or equipment appropriate for the Class A and/for
Class B commercial driver’s license examination. It is understood by the parties that
use of the equipment or vehicle may be delayed for operational reasons.
21.4 Business and Identification Cards (Unit 1)
A. When the State determines that Unit 1 employees in public contact positions need to
be identified as State employees, the State shall provide the employee with standard busi-
ness and/or identification cards at no cost to the employee.
B. Business cards and identification cards remain the property of the State and are to be
used only for official State business. Employees may be required to return such identifi-
cation cards to the appoinling power upon their separation from the State or upon their
transfer to another appointing power.
21.4 Class Size (Unit 3)
A. Itis the policy of the State that the educational needs of its students are of primary
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importance taking into consideration needs of the staff, available facilities, equipment,
financial resources and other operational needs. In adhering to this policy, the State agrees
to meet and confer with the Union over the impact of management-proposed changes to
existing class size criteria. I is recognized that final class size determinations shall be
within the authority and discretion of management.
B. The Union may request from the Department of Corrections an exemption from the
existing class size to the superintendent or designee. The affected department shall, within
twenty (20) calendar days, either grant or deny the requested exemption and inform the
Union and the affected teacher in writing of the department’s decision. The parties may
agree to mutually extend the twenty (20) calendar day time frame. If the request for class
size exemption is denied by the Warden, the Union may appeal to the next level of author-
ity for review.
The exemption review process shall consider, but not be limited to, the following:
1. Operational/Program needs
2. Physical space
3. Safety of the staff, inmates or wards
4. Diagnosed psychological, physiological and leaming characteristics of the stu-
dents. ’
The Union may request from the California Youth Authority an exemption from existing
class size to the Superintendent or designee pursuant to the department’s class size exemp-
tion policy.
C. Upon request of the Union, the Department of Corrections will provide available class
attendance statistics for the Union’s review such as the number of teachers with actual
classroom assignments by facility and the monthly education report.
D. The CDC and CYA shall provide a copy of their departmental class size exemption
policy to Unit 3 teachers and the Union within 4 months after the ratification of the Con-
tract by the Union and the Legislature, whichever is later. In addition, the CDC and CYA
shall provide a copy to newly hired teachers as part of their new employee orientation.
E. Class size criteria established by department policy may only be grieved to the third
step of the grievance process.
21.4 Drug and Alcohol Testing (Unit 11)
A. Commercial Drivers' License Holders
1. Unit 11 employees whose job assignment requires them to have a commercial driv-
ers' license (CDL) are subject to drug and alcohol testing as defined in 49 CF.R. 382,
et al.
2. Employees who operate commercial vehicles scasonally as part of their required
job duties for their employer may elect to deactivate their commercial driver status
and remove themselves from the random testing pool by providing notice in writing
to their employer at the end of each season of operating a commercial vehicle. Em-
ployees not electing to deactivate their commercial driver status for their employer
will be deemed to continue to be available to operate a commercial vehicle for their
employer and will remain subject to drug and alcohol testing under 49 C.F.R. 382, et
al and 49 C.E.R. 40, et al. Employees who have received notice for a drug and alcohol
test that was mailed or given to the employee prior to their employer’s receipt of the
employee’s request to deactivate from commercial driver status must complete all
such outstanding random tests.
3. The Union and the State jointly encourage unit employees to seek counseling and
treatment when appropriate for substance and alcohol abuse issues. Accordingly, an
employee whose job duties do not require the employee to possess a CDL, and who
requests to deactivate his/her CDL status and voluntarily utilizes the resources avail-
able 1o him/her in evaluating and resolving problems associated with the misuse of
alcohol and the use of controlled substances, shall not be required to complete any
outstanding random tests nor shall the employee be disciplined for exercising his/her
rights under this section. :
. B. Class C Drivers’ License Holders
Employees who operate State equipment requiring a class C drivers® license are sub-
ject to reasonable suspicion drug and alcohol testing while on duty, Such testing will
conform to the requirements and procedures of Department of Personnel Administra-
tion Rules 599.960, 599.962, 599.964, 599.965, and 599.966; 49 Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR) Part 40, et al; and 49 C.F.R. Part 382, et al. Whenever the State's
rules are broader or are in direct conflict between State and Federal regulations, the
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State’s rules shall prevail.

C. Miscellaneous Provisions Applying To CDL And Class C Drivers’ License Holders
1. Notwithstanding section 5.10(b), the State shall only test for amphetamines and
methamphetamines, cocaine, marijuana/cannabinoids (THC), opiates (narcolics),
phencyclidine (PCP) and alcohol and shall use the cut-off levels for determining positive
test results contained in 49 C.F.R. 40, et al, and 49 C.F.R. 382, et al.

2. The State reserves full discretion to dismiss an employee for a first positive drug
or alcohol test or for refusing to test. Employees so dismissed, except those on pro-
bation, shall have an opportunity to stipulate to a last-chance agreement. This oppor-
tunity may not extend to cases in which the employee has a past adverse action history
or in which the positive test or refusal to test occurs in conjunction with a serious
offense which in itself would result in dismissal. Serious offenses include but are not
limited to workplace violence, acts that result in personal injury, acts that result in
significant property damage, etc.
Last-chance agreements shall include a provision which requires an employee’s evalu-
ation by a substance abuse professional as referenced in 49CFR382.605 and follow-
up testing after returning to duty. The State will pay for the substance abuse
professional’s evatuation and counseling by the same substance abuse professional
when it is oblained through a State contract provider. While participating in rehabili-
1ation as recommended by the substance abuse professional and with prior approval
of the employer, employees may use accrued sick leave, vacation, annual leave, com-
pensatory time off, or other accrued paid leave. Employees who have insufficient
leave credits may use unpaid leave for the duration of this rehabilitation period.
3. At the employee's request, the State shall send the second portion of the split urine
specimen (Sample B) to another centified drug testing laboratory of the employee’s
choice, and the state shall pay for the test when the test of Sample B fails to confirm
the test of Sample A.
4. Employees who appeal a drug- or alcohol-related adverse action or reject on pro-
bation to the State Personnel Board shall automatically be deemed to have withdrawn
with prejudice any related grievance filed pursuant to Article 6 of this contract and
shall have no right to file any additional grievances related to the adverse action or
rejection on probation. A grievance filed pursuant to this Article shall be filed with
the department head or his/her designee within thirty (30) days after the Skelly Officer’s
decision. In the event the grievance is denied and not settled by the parties within ten
(10) working days from the date of its filing, the unton may invoke the procedures in
Article 6 to select an arbitrator. Adverse actions or rejections on probation may be
arbitrated only after the grievant signs an express waiver of all rights to appeal the
action or rejection to the State Personnel Board. In arbitrations involving adverse
actions, the arbitrator shall determine if just cause exists and, if not, the appropriate
remedy. Grievants arbitrating a rejection on probation shall have the burden of going
forward and the burden of proof.

21.5 Incompatible Activities (Unit 1)

A State officer or employee shall not engage in any employment, activity, or enterprise

which is clearly inconsistent, incompatible, in conflict with, or inimical to his or her duties

as a State officer or employee.

Each department shall determine, subject to approval of the DPA, those activities which,

for employees under its jurisdiction, are inconsistent, incompatible or in conflict with their

duties as State officers or employees. Activities and enterprises deemed to fall in these
categories shall include, but not be limited to, all of the following:

A. Using the prestige or influence of the State or the appointing authority for the officer’s

or employee’s private gain or advantage or the private gain of another.

B. Using State time, facilities, equipment, or supplies for private gain or advantage.

C. Using, or having access to, confidential information available by virtue of State em-

ployment for'private gain or advantage or providing confidential information to persons

to whom issuance of this information has not been authorized.

D. Receiving or aceepting money or any other consideration from anyone other than the

State for the performance of his/her duties as a State officer or employee.

E. Performance of an act in other than his/her capacity as the State officer or employee

knowing that the act may later be subject, directly or indirectly, to the control, inspection,

review, audit or enforcement by the officer or employee.

F. Receiving or accepting, directly or indirectly, any gift, including money, or any service,
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gratuity, favor, entertainment, hospitality, loan, or any other thing of value from anyone
who is doing or is seeking to do business of any kind with the officer’s or employee’s
appointing authority or whose activities are regulated or controlled by the appointing
authority under circumstances from which it reasonably could be substantiated that the
gift was intended to influence the officer or employee in his or her official duties or was
intended as a reward for any official actions performed by the officer or employee consis-
tent with the DPA guidelines (Reference Code 85-05).
G. Subject to any other laws, rules, or regulations as pertain thereto, not devoting his/her
full time, attention, and efforts to his or her State office or employment during his/her
hours of duty as a State officer or employee.
When an appointing power determines there is a need to establish a new incompatible
activity statement or add to or alter an existing incompatible activity statement, the Union
will be notified and given an opportunity to meet on the proposed incompatible activity
statement with the appointing power.
An employee may request that the appointing power grant an exception to the prohibitions
on outside employment contained in the applicable incompatible activity statement. If the
exception is denied, it shall be reviewed, upon request by the employee, by a Committce
composed of two representatives of the appointing power and two representatives of the
Union. The Committee will issue a recommendation within fifteen (15) calendar days to
the department head or designee for decision. The department head or designee shall issue
a written final decision within fifteen (15) calendar days.
21.5 Student Discipline (Unit 3)
A. Upon request of the Union, the State employer agrees to consult with the Union rep-
resentatives on the development of a written student discipline program.
B. Teachers may recommend either temporary or permanent removal of a student when
in his/her professional judgment the teacher believes a student’s behavior is interfering
with the learning of others or when a teacher/instructor or other students are being threat-
ened; however, the State employer retains the authority to remove or suspend a student
from the classroom.
C. This Section shall apply to Unit 3 civil service employees and exempt Unit 3 employ-
ees in the Special Schools of the Department of Education.
21.6 Work Space Allocations (Unit 1)
A. The State recognizes the unique nature of Unit 1 employees work assignments and will
attempt to provide adequate work and storage space.
B. A Joint Labor/Management Committee shall be formed to formulate statewide space
allocation guidelines to be used in the design of newly constructed, leased, remodeled and
renovated office space. Employees serving in this capacity shall serve without loss of
compensation.
This Joint Labor/Management Committee shall have space allocation guidelines formu-
lated and recommended by February 1, 2001.
21.6 Student Class Assignment (Unit 3)
A. It is the common goal of management and the Union that students attending State
classes be assigned to appropriate classes. To facilitate this goal, an advisory committee
shall be established for each department to develop and periodically review student class
assignment procedures within 90 days of ratification of this Contract. These committces
shall have equal numbers of Union and Management members.
B. The assignment procedure shall include the decision-making process and the position(s)
responsible for classroom assignments and review of assignments.
C. Students shall be assigned according to the established policies. When a teacher be-
lieves a student is inappropriately assigned the assignment will be referred to the position
designated in the policy for review and appropriate assignment.
D. Final Class assignment procedures, as well as individual student assignments, shall be
within the authority and discretion of management.
21.7 Hearst Castle - Night Tours (Unit 1)
A. Guides in all categories will be required to work up to a maximum of 12 evening tour
shifts per fiscal year.
1. Guides will be assigned evening tour shifts based on the current scheduling pro-
cedures.
B. A volunteer pool will be established and used as follows:
1. Guides will be polled in July of each year as to whether they wish to volunteer
beyond the maximum 12 evening tour shifts.
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2. When needed, Guides who have volunteered will be placed on the schedule based
on their total monthly hours excluding hours worked in evening tour shifts. The Guide
with the least number of monthly hours will be scheduled first. '
C. If the evening tour shifts cannot be covered by A. and B. above, Guides will be as-
signed to the schedule based on the same seniority guidelines used for preferred day off
requests. Except that, the Guide with the lowest seniority will be assigned first, second
lowest will be assigned second, etc.
D. Scheduled shifts that include an evening tour shall not be counted towards monthly
hours totaled for the purpose of add-ons and call-ins. These hours shall be recorded on the
schedule in blue. These hours shall be counted towards the maximum yearly hours, not
to exceed 1500 hours. -~
E. Guides working an evening tour will not be scheduled for their next shift within 10
hours totaled for the purpose of add-ons and call-ins. These hours shall be recorded on the
schedule in blue.
F. Should the department determine that the above does not meet the needs of the Depart-
ment, the Department and CSEA mutually agree to meet and confer over the impact of any
proposed change.
21.7 Non-Instructional/Teacher Preparation Time (Unit 3)
A. During a teacher’s workday, there shall be scheduled non-instructional periods for
purposes of teacher preparation and for performance of other job duties.
Teacher preparation is work time to be used for the purpose of supporting classroom in-
struction at a level consistent with the diversity of student needs and changing program
demands. Management may grant additional preparation time to an individual teacher when
management has made a major change in the teacher’s assignment.
Although it is not the intent of the State to unnecessarily infringe upon teacher’s prepa-
ration time, it is recognized by both parties that it may be appropriate for teachers to be
assigned other duties during this time.
Job duties not directly in support of classroom instruction will be scheduled, to the extent
possible, with reasonable prior notice, taking into consideration teacher workload and op-
erational needs.
B. The CDC and CYA shall provide a copy of their departmental policy relative to student
instructional time to Unit 3 teachers within 4 months after the ratification of this Contract
by the Union and the Legislature, whichever is later. In addition, the CDC and CYA shall
provide a copy to newly hired teachers as part of their new employee orientation.
C. This Section shall apply to Unit 3 civil service and exempt employees.
21.8 Organizational Development (Unit 1)
No appointing power shall negotiate independently with rank-and-file employees via com-
mittee action, any agreement that is in conflict with the terms and conditions established
by the provisions of this Contract.
21.8 Off-Site Teacher Preparation Time (Unit 3)
Consistent with the provisions of Article 19.1 (Hours of Work), employees in Unit 3 teach-
ing classes may schedule their instructional preparation time off-site, provided the time
scheduled is during nonstudent contact time as determined by management.
21.9 Transfer from Annual Leave Program (Unit 1)
State employees in the annual leave program who transfer into Unit 1 shall have their
participation in the annual leave program discontinued upon the effective date of the Contract
and they shall be governed by the sick leave and vacation provisions of the Unit I Con-
tract. Accrued annual leave can be used at the employee's discretion.
21.9 Professional Responsibility (Unit 3) ~
It is the State’s policy to allow Unit 3 employees the exercise of professional judgement
in their work recognizing, nonetheless, that ultimate responsibility for determining work
methods and selecting methodologies, curricula, etc., rests with management.
21.10 Recognition of Authorship (Unit 3)
The State employer shall recognize authorship of Unit 3 civil service and exempt employ-
ees involved in the writing of publications by identifying principal contributors in the title
page, if any, of said publication. In the event of disputes involving the identity of principal
contributors to State publications, the department head shall resolve such disputes. Ar-
ticles or manuscripts, written under State auspices, shall give recognition of principal
authorship on the title page, if any.
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ARTICLE 22 - ENTIRE AGREEMENT AND DURATION
22.1 Entire Agreement
A. This Contract sets forth the full and entire understanding of the parties regarding the
matters contained herein, and any other prior or existing understanding or agreement by
the parties, whether formal or informal, regarding any such matters is hereby superseded.
Except as provided in this Contract, it is agreed and understood that each party to this
Contract voluntarily waives its right to negotiate with respect to any matter raised in
negotiations or covered in this Contract.
With respect to other matters within the scope of negotiations, negotiations may be re-
quired as provided in subsection (B) below.
B. The parties agree that the provisions of this subsection shall apply only to matters which
are not covered in this contract.
The parties recognize that it may be necessary for the State to make changes in areas
within the scope of negotiations. Where the State finds it necessary to make such changes,
the State shall notify the Union of the proposed change 30 days priortoits proposed imple-
mentation.
The parties shall undertake negotiations regarding the impact of such changes on the em-
ployees when all three of the following exists:
1. Where such changes would affect the working conditions of a significant number
of employees;
2. Where the subject matter of change is within the scope of representation pursuant
to the Ralph C. Dills Act;
3. Where the Union requests to negotiate with the State.
An agreement resulting from such negotiations shall be executed in writing and shall become
an addendum to this Contract. If the parties are in disagreement as to whether a proposed
change is subject to this subsection, such disagreement may be submitted to the arbitration
procedure for resolution.
The arbitrator’s decision shall be binding. In the event negotiations on the proposed change
are undertaken, any impasse which arises may be submitted to mediation pursuant to Section
3518 of the Ralph C. Dills Act.
22.2 Duration
A. Unless a specific provision provides for a different effective date, the terms of this Contract
shall go into effect on July 1, 1999 and shall remain in full force and effect through and
including July 2, 2001.
B. The Union reserves the right to reopen negotiations after March 1, 2001, by giving the
State written notice.
ARTICLE 23 SPECIAL SCHOOLS
23.1 Discipline and Discharge - Special Schools (Unit 3)
A. Purpose
The purpose of this Article is to provide a prompt and efficient procedure for the impo-
sition of discipline and discharge.
B. Applicability
1. This Article shall only apply to permanent tenure and pre-tenure exempt employees
(hereafter employee) of the Department of Education, Special Schools.
2. Appealable disciplinary action is defined as dismissal, demotion, or suspension
without pay for more than fifteen (15) calendar days or its equivalent as a reduction
in pay.
3. This Article shall not apply to the decision to grant or deny tenure.
C. Discipline Procedure
1. Discipline shall only be imposed for cause. “For cause” means a legitimate non-
arbitrary reason for dismissal, demotion, suspension without pay, or reduction in pay
as defined by B. (2) above.
2. The parties recognize that situations arise where circumstances necessitate the
immediate removal of the person from the work area for reasons related to the safety
of persons or property, disruption of program or operations, or investigation for any
disciplinary action or commission of a crime. The appointing power may place an
employee on a leave of absence with or without pay for a period not to exceed sixty
(60) days in circumstances described above.
If discipline is not taken on or before the date such leave is terminated, the leave shall
be with pay. If disciplinary action is taken on or before the date such leave is termi-
nated, the disciplinary action may be taken retroactive to any date on or after the date
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the employee was placed on leave. Notwithstanding any other Section of this Article,
disciplinary actions under such circumstances shall be valid if written notice is served
upon the employee not later than seven (7) calendar days after the employee is noti-
fied of the disciplinary action.
3. The department head or designee shall initiate any disciplinary action as specified
in this Article by written notice of disciplinary action served in person or served by
certified mail, retum receipt requested, to the employee’s last known address as listed
in the employee’s official personnel file. The notice of disciplinary action shall in-
clude:
a. A statement of the nature of the disciplinary action;
b. The effective date of the disciplinary action;
c. A statement in ordinary and concise language of the acts or omissions upon
which the disciplinary action is based;
d. A statement advising the employee of the right to answer the notice orally or in
writing;
e. A statement advising the employee of the time within which an appeal must be
fited; and
f. A statement advising the employee of his/her right to a representative of his/her
choice.
4. Atleast seven (7) calendar days prior to the effective date of any disciplinary action
as defined in C.(3) above, and at the request of the employee, the department head or
designee and the affected employee and his/her representative, if any, shall meet to
review the notice of pending disciplinary action. The employee may respond orally
or in writing. A written response shall be directed to the department head or designee
within seven (7) calendar days of the meeting, or within ten (10) calendar days if no
meeting is held. Based on the review of the pending disciplinary action and the
employee’s response, if any, the department head or designee shall provide written
notice to the employee within twenty (20) calendar days of his/her decision to rescind,
modify or affirm the disciplinary action.
D. Disciplinary Action Appeal Process
No later than twenty (20) calendar days after receipt of the notification to impose disci-
plinary action, an employee may appeal the disciplinary action to the State Personnel Board
(SPB). A hearing shall be conducted by an SPB hearing officer. The hearing shall be
conducted in accordance with existing law as set forth in Title II of the California Admin-
istrative Code. The proposed decision of the State Personnel Board hearing officer shall
be subject to review by the SPB, which shall render a final and binding decision.
E. Right to Representation
When an appointing power’s representative has a conference with an employee where at
the time the meeting is convened, the employee is the focus of a possible disciplinary
action, the employee is entitled, upon request, to a representative of his/her choice.
Nonavailability of the representative for more than two (2) workdays shall not delay the
conference. However, this right shall not extend to routine business communications such
as, but not limited to, performance evaluations, training, job audits, counseling sessions or
work-related instructions.
23.2 Academic Year - Special Schools (Unit 3)
A. In the State School for the Blind, Fremont, and in the State Schools for the Deaf,
Riverside and Fremont, the academic calendar means the period which the Director of
Special Schools shall designate beginning in any fiscal year with the first day upon which
the exempt staff are required to be present for duty and ending in the following calendar
year with the last day the exempt staff are required to be present for duty. The academic
calendar for exempt staff in the classification of Teacher shall be 184 workdays, of which
up to 176 shall be student contact days. The academic calendar for exempt staff in the
classification of Teacher Specialist shall be 194 workdays.
B. In the Diagnostic Centers at Fremont, Fresno, and Los Angeles, the academic calendar
means the period which the Director of Special Schools shall designate beginning in any
fiscal year with the first day upon which the exempt staff are required to be present for
duty and ending in the following calendar year with the last day the exempt staff are re-
quired to be present for duty, and shall be 209 workdays.
C. The Superintendent of a State Special School shall obtain input from exempt staff
during the development of the proposed academic calendar. In addition, if a Special School
proposes to change the number of in-service training days from the prior academic year,
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the Special School shall notify the teachers and obtain input.
D. During the term of this Contract, the Director of State Special Schools hereby agrees
that he/she will provide the Union with copies of proposed academic calendars for each
of the Special Schools for the following academic year by April 15. If the Union wishes
to meet and confer relative to these calendars, it must request to do so. If a request to meet
and confer is made and agreement on the calendar is not reached within 30 days from the
date of notice to the Union, the Director shall be free to implement the calendar or calen-
dars unilaterally. In the event of an emergency or of events beyond the control of the
Director, the State Special School shall be free to make such change in any or all of the
academic calendars for the Special Schools as are required by operational necessity.
E. Within 30 calendar days of the adoption of an academic calendar, the State Special
School shall provide a copy of the academic calendar to exempt Special School employ-
ees.
F. Time limits establisl\ied in Subsections D. and E. above can be extended by mutual
agreement of both parties.
23.3 Work Assignment Notification - Special Schools (Unit 3)
A. Management of the Department of Education Special Schools shall make a reasonable
effort to inform its teachers of their next year’s work assignment prior to the end of the
spring semester. If any change in assignment becomes necessary, the Department of
Education will endeavor to notify the affected teachers as soon as possible. Where changes
are made, the employee will be provided a written explanation of the need for such change.
23.4 Personal Days - Special Schools (Unit 3) .
The State and the Union agree to the following provisions regarding Personal Leave days
for Unit 3 employees at the California Department of Education State Special Schools:
A. Upon completion of six (6) pay periods, employees shall be eligible for up to two (2)
personal days which may be used during the academic year or the extended school year.
B. Personal leave days may be approved for use during the school year or extended school
year. A personal leave day may be disapproved if the operating needs of the school pre-
vents such leave. ’
C. The Superintendent or a designee may require an employee to provide five (5) working
days advance notice before taking his or her personal leave day. A personal leave day may
be granted with less than five (5) working days notice.
D. A maximum of two (2) personal leave days may be carried over from one school year
to the next. An employee may cary no more than four (4) personal days at any given time.
E. Employees who have not used their personal leave days upon termination of employ-
ment or retirement will receive cash payment.
F. Employees may transfer personal days in accordance with the provisions of Article 8
and the other provisions contained in Article 22.
23.5 Extra Duty Assignment - Special Schools (Unit 3)
A. Exempt teachers at the Special Schools of the Department of Education in Unit 3 may
be required to serve in supervisory or advisory assignments at athletic events, dances,
plays, and other after school and evening school-sponsored events for the benefit of stu-
dents, the curriculum, and job effectiveness with no additional compensation.
B. Exempt Special School teachers of the Department of Education who are required to
perform coaching duties in athletic or drama events or the yearbook will receive a coach-
ing differential in accordance with the schedule listed on Attachment B. The coaching
differential shall be subject to the following conditions:
1. The school superintendent or designee(s) shall sefect the coaches and the maxi-
mum number of head coaches and assistant coaches receiving the coaching differen-
tial;
2. Acoaching assignment may be terminated at any time by the school superintendent
or designee;
3. The coaching differential shall be paid to the exempt teachers at the conclusion of
the coaching activity;
4. Exempt teachers who are assigned coaching duty and perform for less than an
entire season, shall receive the coaching differential on a pro rata basis;
5. Special School exempt teachers who receive the coaching differential are not en-
titled to overtime, or any other premium pay;
6. Coaching position vacancies will be advertised.
C. Nothing in this Section shall prevent any school employee from volunteering their
services.
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D. This Section shall not be considered “compensation” for purposes of retirement.
23.6 Tenure - Special Schools (Unit 3)
A. Definitions.
1. The designation of classes of members of the teaching staff of a Special School
established by Section 17604 applies to this Article.
2. “Tenure” is the right, under the provisions of this Article, of an cmployee to con-
tinue full-time employment as a teacher at a particular special school, subject to
resignation, dismissal, suspension, or other disciplinary action for cause. A Supervis-
ing Teacher, Specialist, may acquire tenure only as a teacher.
3. A “pre-tenured employee” is a school term employce at a particular special school
who does not have tenure.
4. A “tenured employee” is a person who has tenure.
5. “Full-time service” means full-time service as one of the following:
a. A school term employee for 90% of the teacher workdays in one school term
applicable to the employee.
b. A Supervising Teacher, Specialist, for 90% of the workdays applicable to him/
her in one fiscal year.
B. Acquisition of Tenure.
Tenure is acquired by meeting all of the requirements specified in any one of the following
Subsections:
1. Full-time service as a pre-tenured employee at one speeial school in one or more
classes of employees for three successive school terms or fiscal year, as applicable;
and commencement of service upon reappointment for full-time service at that school
for the next school term or fiscal year, as applicable. The tenure is in that school.
2. Voluntary transfer, including transfer in lieu of layoff, of a tenured employce at one
special school to another special school for the same type of student; full-time service
for one school term, or fiscal year, as applicable, immediately following the transfer,
in the special school to which the employee so transferred; and commencement of
service upon reappointment for full-time service at that school for the next school
term or fiscal year, as applicable. At the date of commencement of service for the
second school term, or fiscal year as applicable, at that school, the transferee shall lose
tenure at the school from which he/she transferred and shall have tenure at the school
to which he/she transferred.
3. Transfer of a pre-tenured employee from a special school to a newly established
special scheol for the same type of student; rendition of full-time service for three
successive school terms or fiscal years, as applicable, at either or both of such schools,
and commencement of service under appointment for full-time service at the newly
established school for the next school term or fiscal year, as applicable. At the date
of such commencement of service, the transferee shall lose all rights toward tenure at
the school from which he/she transferred and shall have all such rights at the school
to which he/she transferred.
4. Full-time service in a special school by a pre-tenure employee for at least onc
school term or fiscal year, as applicable; transfer to an existing special school and
rendition of full-time service therein for two successive school terms or fiscal years,
as applicabie; and commencement of service therein under a reapportionment for full-
time service at that school for the next school term or fiscal year, is applicable. At the
date of commencement of service under such reappointment, the transferee shall lose
all rights toward tenure and shall have tenure in the school to which he/she trans-
ferred.
5. A pre-tenured employee’s probationary period may be extended by the superinten-
dent for at least an additional year when the pre-tenured employee is absent from work
for a semester or more or when the pre-tenured employee is unable to obtain an ap-
propriate special education credential within the three (3) year pre-tenure period.
C. Reappointment and Notice of Intention Not to Reappoint. A pre-tenured employee
shall be deemed to be reappointed for the school term or fiscal year, as applicable, suc-
ceeding the school term or fiscal year in which he/she is serving, unless by March 15, the
superintendent of the school gives him/her notice that he/she will not be appointed. The
notice shall be in writing, signed by the superintendent of the school, and given in either
of the following ways:
1. Mailed, by certified mail, retumn receipt requested, to the employee at his/her last
known address as listed in the employee’s official personnel file.
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2. Delivered to the employee in person and his/her written receipt of the notice se-
cured. If the employee refuses to sign the receipt of notice, an affidavit of service
made by the person deliveting the nolice and filed with the superintendent of the school
shall be deemed the equivalent of acknowledgment of receipt of notice. Notwith-
standing any provision of this Section to the contrary, no person shall be deemed to
be appointed or to have been awarded tenure because notice is not given or received
by the time or in the manner prescribed in this Section. Should it occur that o notice
is received by the times prescribed in this Section, it is the duty of the employee
concerned to make inquiry to determine the ultimate decision of the school.

D. Evaluation of Pre-Tenured Employee.

An exempt employee denied tenure may grieve the denial through the third step of the

grievance procedure which shall be the final step of appeal.

SIDE LETTER #1 - The Pay Plan
Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 hereby agree to support the following changes to Amcle 5 of the
Department of Personnel Administration regulations if all bargaining units agree to the
same.
599.666.2 THE PAY PLAN
As used in this article, terms are defined as follows:
1. “Salary range” is the range of rates between, and including, the minimum and
maximum rate currently authorized for the class;
2. “Step” for employees compensated on a monthly basis is a 5 perceat differential
above or below a salary rate rounded to the nearest dollar and for employees com-
pensated on a daily or hourly basis is a 5 percent differential above or below a rate
rounded to the nearest dollar and cents amount. One-step higher is calculated by
multiplying the rate by 1.05 (e.g., $2,300 x 1.05 = $2,415). One-step lower is cal-
culated by dividing the rate by 1.05 (e.g., $2,415 - 1.05 = $2,300);
3. “Rate” for employees compensated on a monthly basis is any one of the full
dotlar amounts found within the salary range and for employees compensated on a
daily or hourly basis is any one of the dollar and cents amounts found within the
salary range.
4, “Range differential” is the difference between the maximum rate of two salary
ranges;
5. “Substantially the same salary range” is a salary range with the maximum salary
rate less than two-steps higher than or the same as the maximum salary rate of another
salary range.
6. “Higher salary range” is a salary range with the maximum salary rate at least two-
steps higher than the maximum salary rate of another salary range;
7. “Lower salary range” is a salary range with the maximum salary rate any amount
less than the maximum salary rate of another salary range.
Unless otherwise provided, the lowest salary range currently authorized for the class is
used to make salary comparisons between classes except for deep classes. Any rate
falling within the salary range for a class may be used to accomplish appropriate step
differentials in movement between classes and salary ranges.
599.668.1 CORRECTION OF UNDERPAYMENT
The effective date of correction of any salary rate to which an employee is entitled under
Sections 599.676, 599.676.1, 599.679, 599.679.1, 599.681, 599.681.1, 599.683,
599.683.1, 599.685, 599.685.1, 599.688, 599.688.1, 599.689, or 599.689.1 shall be as of
the time earned except that it shall not be prior to three years from the date the corrective
action was initiated.
599.673.1 ENTRANCE RATE
1. The minimum limit in the salary range for each class is the entrance rate except
as otherwise provided in the act or in these rules. The appointing power may au-
thorize a higher entrance rate upon finding that the higher rate is required because
of labor market conditions or to hire a person with extraordinary qualifications. The
appointing power shall document the reasons for the higher entrance rate, as speci-
fied by the Department of Personnel Administration.
2. When there is more than one salary range for a class, the Department of Personnel
Administration shall provide criteria to determine:
_a. The range to which a position shall be assigned or the range which an em-
ployee shall receive,
b. Which rate in the range shall be received upon movement between ranges in
the class, and
c. The conditions under which movement may be made from one range to an-
other.
599.674.1 RATE ON MOVEMENT BETWEEN CLASSES WITH SUBSTANTIALLY
THE SAME SALARY RANGE
1. Such movement may be in the same or to another department and by transfer,
appointment from an employment list, temporary appointment, or reinstatement other
than mandatory.
2. Except as provided in Section 599.690 for trade rate classes the salary rate pay-
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able to a permanent or probationary employee upon movement without a break in
service between classes with substantially the same salary range shall be established
as follows:
a. When moving to a class with the same salary range or a range not to exceed one-
step higher at the maximum, the employee may, as recommended by the appoint-
ing power, receive any rate in the salary range not to exceed the total of the range
differential between the maximum salary rates.
b. When moving, other than from a promotional employment list, to a class with
a salary range more than one-step higher at the maximum, the employee may, as
recommended by the appointing power, receive any rate in the salary range not to
exceed one-step above the rate last received. When moving to this class by an
appeintment from a promotional employment list, the employee shall be entitled
to the rate in the salary range one-step above the rate last received.
If the employce receives an increase, a new salary adjustment anniversary date is
established subject to the provisions of Sections 599.682, 599.682.1, 599.683.1, and
599.685.1 otherwise the salary adjustment anniversary date is retained.
599.675.1 RATE ON MOVEMENT TO CLASS WITH LOWER SALARY RANGE
1. Such movement may be in the same or to another department and may be by
appointment from an employment list, temporary appointment, voluntary demotion,
disciplinary demotion, or reinstatement under Government Code Section 19140. The
provisions of this section do not apply to demotion in lieu of layoff or demotion under
Section 19253.5 after medical examination.
a. Except as provided in Section 599.690 for trade rate classes, a permanent or
probationary employee who without a break in service moves to a class with a
lower salary range may receive any rate in the salary range provided it does not
exceed the rate the employee last received. The employee’s salary adjustment
anniversary date shall be as provided under Sections 599.682, 599.682.1, 599.683,
599.683.1, 599.685, and 599.685.1 unless the appointing power and employee
agree designate a different date.
b. Upon appointment to a deep class and to prevent a loss of salary because of
ineligibility for appointment to a higher alternate salary range, the employee may
receive a plus adjustment in addition to his/her base salary rate to equal the rate
the employee last received. If a salary range change occurs before the employee
progresses to the higher altemate range, the employee shall be eligible for any
related salary adjustments, as they may be specified by the Department of Person-
nel Administration under Section 599.688.1 or 599.689.1. Upon movement to the
higher alterate salaty range, the employee may move to the salary rate within the
salary range that equals the combined rate of their base salary and the plus adjust-
ment unless the provision of Section 599.681.1 provides a greater benefit.
599.676.1 RATE ON MOVEMENT TO CLASS WITH HIGHER SALARY RANGE
1. Such movement may be in the same or to another department and by appointment
from an employment list, by temporary appointment, or by reinstatement.
2. Except as provided in Section 599.690 for trade rate classes, a permanent or pro-
bationary employee who, without a break in service, moves to another class with a
higher salary range shall be entitled to the rate in the salary range one-step above the
rate last received. If the movement is between two classes, one of which has an
established rate of compensation other than a monthly rate, and the increase resulting
from such adjustment amounts to less than one step in the salary range for a higher
class, the employee shall be entitled to the next higher rate in the salary range which
provides a one-step increase,
3. A new salary adjustment anniversary date is established subject to the provisions
of Sections 599.682.1, 599.683.1, and 599.685.1.
§99.677.1 RATE ON REAPPOINTMENT OR REINSTATEMENT
1. Upon the determination of the appointing power that it is in the best interest of the
State, an employee who is reappointed or reinstated, is provided the following:
Unless otherwise provided under 2. the employee shall receive the following:
a. As applicable, the employee shall receive the salary rate entitled to under Gov-
emment Code Sections 19141, 19253.5, 19997.9, 19997.12, and 19775.6.
b. Following a temporary separation, the employee shall receive the salary rate
received at the time of separation, adjusted for salary range changes for the class
since the separation.
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c. In cases not covered a. or b., the employee may receive any rate in the salary
range not to exceed the salary rate received at the time of separation, adjusted for
salary range changes for the class since the separation.
2. The appointing power may authorize a higher salary rate than allowed in 1. be-
cause of labor market conditions, recognition of prior service or extraordinary quali-
fications. The appointing power shall document the reasons for the higher salary
rate, as specified by the Department of Personnel Administration.
3. The salary adjustment anniversary date is established subject to the provisions of
Sections 599.682, 599.682.1, 599.683, 599.683.1, 599.685, 599.685.1, 599.687, and
599.687.1.
4. The Department of Personnel Administration may establish guides to be used in
the application of this rule.
599.678 RATE ON REAPPOINTMENT OR REINSTATEMENTAFTER TEMPORARY
SEPARATION
1. Reentry into State service may be in the same or another department and by ap-
pointment from a reemployment employment list or reinstatement.
2. A person who is reappointed or reinstated within the period of reinstatement or
reemployment list eligibility after temporary separation shall, if not entitled to a higher
rate under Sections 19141, 19253.5, 19997.9, 19997.12, and 19775.6, of the act, re-
ceive a salary rate as follows:
a. To the same class, the salary rate received at the time of separation adjusted for
the salary range changes for the class since the separation.
b. To another class with substantially the same salary range as the class from which
separated, the salary rate may either the same salary rate the employee would re-
ceive if appointed to such former class or the rate in salary range which does not
exceed the total number of range differentials above or below the rate the em-
ployee would receive if appointed to such former class.
¢. To a different class which has a lower salary range than the class from which
separated, a salary rate not to exceed the salary rate last received in the class from
which separated, adjusted for the salary range changes of the latter class since
separation.
d. This Department of Personnel Administration Regulation does not apply to State
employces in State Bargaining Units.
599.679.1 RETENTION OF SALARY ABOVE THE MAXIMUM UPON MOVEMENT
BETWEEN CLASSES
1. Upon movement without a break in service to a class with a higher salary range,
an employee receiving salary above the maximum shall be entitled to a promotional
adjustment as provided by these regulations unless such rate exceeds the maximum
of the new class. In this event, the employee shall be entitled to the same rate as was
received in the class the employee left until such time as the maximum of the new
class equals or exceeds this rate.
2. Upon movement without a break in service to a class with a satary range that is two
steps or more lower, an employee shall be entitled to the same dollar differential
above the step to which entitled in the lower class as received in the higher class, until
such time as the maximum of the new class equals or exceeds this rate. Such move-
ment may be in the same or to another department and may be by appointment from
an employment list, temporary appointment, voluntary demotion, disciplinary demo-
tion, or reinstatement under Government Code Section 19140.
3. Upon movement without a break in service to a class with substantially the same
salary range not covered by (a) or (b), an employee shall be entitled to the same rate
received in the class left until such time as the maximum of the new class ¢quals or
exceeds this rate. Such movement may be in the same or to another department and
by transfer and may be by appointment from an employment list, temporary appoint-
ment, voluntary demotion, or reinstatement under Government Code Section 19140.
599.681.1 MOVEMENT BETWEEN ALTERNATE RANGES
1. Unless otherwise authorized by alternate range criteria, when an employee quali-
fies under established criteria and moves from one alternate salary range to another
alternate salary range of a class, the following shall apply.
a. Upon meeting deep class criteria, the employee shall receive the rate in the new
salary range one-step above the rate last received. A new salary anniversary date
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shall be established subject to Sections 599.682.1, 599.683.1, and 599.585.1.
b. In instances not covered by (a) or specific alternate range criteria, the employee
shall receive an increase or a decrease equivalent to the total of the dollar differ-
ence between the maximum salary rates of the alternate salary ranges. The
employee’s salary adjustment anniversary date is retained.
599.682.1 QUALIFYING SERVICE FOR MERIT AND SPECIAL IN-GRADE SAL-
ARY ADJUSTMENT
1. Except as provided in Section 599.675.1, 599.687, or 599.687.1 one month of
qualifying service for merit and special in-grade salary adjustments shall be counted
for each monthly pay period which meets the conditions of Section 599.675.1 or
599.608 and has been:
a. In the State civil service or in an exempt appointment or office as provided in
Govemnment Code Section 19141, and
b. In the same class or in another class except for classes with a salary range that
are two steps or more lower; and
c. Under any of the following types of appointments:
1. A permanent appointment.
2. A Career Executive Assignment appointment.
3. A temporary, emergency, or limited-term appointment preceding a mandatory re-
instatement.
4. At the discretion of the appointing authority, credit may also be given for: a tem-
porary appointment in a seasonal class; or a temporary or special limited-term ap-
pointment or, a temporary, emergency or limited-term appointment not covered by
(3) above.
599.683.1 MERIT SALARY ADJUSTMENT
1. If the appointing authority certifies in the manner prescribed by the Department of
Personnel Administration that the employee has met the standards of efficiency re-
quired for the position, the employee who is not paid at the maximum step of the
salary range shall receive a merit salary adjustment equivalent to 5 percent in the
salary range provided that rate does not exceed the maximum salary rate effective on
the first of the monthly pay period next following completion of:
a. Twelve months of qualifying service after:
(1) Appointment; or
(2) Last merit salary adjustment; or
(3) Last special in-grade salary adjustment; or
(4) Movement between classes which resulted in a salary increase of five per-
cent; or
b. When movement between classes results in a salary increase of less than 5 per-
cent, the Department of Personnel Administration shall provide that the number of
months of qualifying service be proportionately reduced from 12 to the number of
months of qualifying service that will permit the employee to receive approxi-
mately the same annual salary the employee would have received with a 5 percent
increase.

599.684.1 APPEAL FROM MERIT AND SPECIAL IN-GRADE SALARY ADJUST-
MENT ACTION
When an employee has not met the standards of efficiency required for the position, the
supervisor shall so certify in the manner prescribed by the Director of the Department of
Personnel Administration or the Department of Personnel Administration and shall rec-
ommend that the merit or special in-grade salary adjustment not be granted. In such
cases, the adjustment shall not normally be considered again in less than three months.
An employee whose merit or special in-grade salary adjustment will not be recommended
by the supervisor shall be informed of the reasons for such action before the certification
is made by the supervisor. The employees shall be informed in writing of denial prior to
the effective date of the merit or special in-grade salary adjustment. Within 10 days after
the employee is informed that the merit or special in-grade salary adjustment will not be
recommended, the employee may file a written request with the appointing power for
reconsideration under the agency's Grievance Procedure. The employee may appeal to
the Department of Personnel Administration within 15 days after having exhausted the
departmental remedy as herein specified. In such appeal the determination of the ap-
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pointing power to withhold a merit or special in-grade salary adjustment shall be sus-
tained if supported by substantial evidence.
599.685.1 SPECIAL IN-GRADE SALARY ADJUSTMENT
1. If the appointing authority certifies in the manner prescribed by the Department
of Personnel Administration that the employee has met the standards of efficiency
required for the position, the employee who is paid at the minimum step of the salary
range in a class designated by the Department of Personnel Administration may re-
ceive a special in-grade salary adjustment to the second step of the salary range
effective on the first of the monthly pay period next following completion of:
a. Six months of qualifying service after the appointment; or
b. As otherwise may be provided by the Department of Personnel Administration.
When movement between classes to the minimum step results in a salary increase
of less than one step, the Department of Personnel Administration shall provide
that the months of qualifying service be proportionately reduced from 6 to the
number of months of qualifying service that will permit the employee to receive
approximately the same annual salary the employee would have received upon
appointment to the minimum step with a 5 percent increase.
599.687.1 EFFECTS OF BREAKS IN STATE SERVICE ON MERIT AND SPECIAL
IN-GRADE SALARY ADJUSTMENT
1. Periods of .absence from State service resulting from a permanent separation shall
not be counted as qualifying service for merit salary adjustments and special in-
grade salary adjustments.
2. Any monthly pay period in which an employee has been absent as a result of a
temporary separation of 11 working days or less, may be disqualified for merit salary
adjustment or special in-grade salary adjustment if the supervisor certifies that the
absence had affected the employee's ability to meet the standard of efficiency re-
quired for the position during the month.
3. Periods of absence from State service for the following reasons shall be counted
as qualifying service for merit and special in-grade salary adjustments:
a. Military leave and periods of rehabilitation provided by Section 19780 of the
Government Code.
b. Time during which the employee is receiving temporary disability for injury or
disease as provided in Section 19991.4 of the Government Code.
¢. Time during which the employee is receiving paid educational leave as pro-
vided in Section 19991.7 of the Government Code.
4. Monthly pay periods of qualifying service which immediately precede and follow
a return from a temporary separation from service shall be added together for merit
and special in-grade salary adjustmems. At the discretion of the appointing authority
monthly pay periods of qualifying service which immediately precede and follow a
return from a permanent separation froin service may be added togelher for merit
salary adjustment only.
599.688.1 EFFECT OF REALLOCATION OF POSITIONS.
When the State Personnel Board divides a class into two or more separate classes, or
consolidates two or more classes into a single class and grants status to incumbents, the
Department of Personnel Administration shall negotiate salary eligibility with the em-
ployee organization(s) which represent the affected employee. Incumbent employees
shall not receive a reduction in salary as a result of the classification separation or con-
solidation.
599.689.1 EFFECT OF SALARY RANGE CHANGES
1. Unless otherwise provided by the Department of Personnel Administration, when-
ever the salary range for a class is changed, the salary of each incumbent in the class
on the date the range change was made effective shall be adjusted by the total of the
range differentials between the maximum salary rates and shall retain the same sal-
ary adjustment anniversary date. When range changes are made effective retroac-
tively, incumbents in the class between the effective date of the range change and the
date of Department of Personnel Administration action, inclusive, shall also receive
the same adjustment.
2. When salary range changes become effective the same date as an employee s salary
adjustment anniversary date, the employee shall first receive any salary adjustment
to which entitled and then receive the range differential adjustment.
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3. Then salary range changes become effective the same date as an employee's pro-
motion, the salary adjustments shall be made in such order that the employee shall
gain the maximum benefit from the adjustments.
599,795.1 PERFORMANCE APPRAISAL OF PROBATIONERS
A report of the probationer's performance shalt be made to the employee at sufficiently
frequent intervals to keep the employee adequately informed of progress on the job. A
written appraisal of performance shall be made by the employee’s appointing power or
designee within 10 days after the end of each one-third portion of the probationary period.
If the employee is rejected during the probationary period, a final report may be filed for
the period not covered by previous reports. The foregoing provisions shall be construed
as directory. . '

SIDE LETTER #2 - Domestic Partners
Should legislation pass during the term of this contract regarding changes in eligibility of
domestic partners for health benefits, the Union and the State agree that those legislative
provisions shall apply to Units 1, 3, 4 and 11 employees.

SIDE LETTER #3 - Court Decisions
1f during the term of this contract the United State Supreme Court declares that State
employees may not enforce in State and Federal court their rights under the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA), the federal Family Medical Leave Act (FMLA), or the fed-
eral Age Discrimination in Employment Act (ADEA) the parties will, upon request, meet
and confer over the impact of such a ruling.

SIDE LETTER #4 - Public Contract Code
EXEMPTING DEPARTMENT OF PERSONNEL ADMINISTRATION FROM PUBLIC

CONTRACT CODE

A. The Union agrees to support legislation to amend Sections 10295 and 10430 and add

Section 10344.2 to the Public Contract Code to read

1. Section 10295 of the Public Contract Code is amended to read:

a. 10295. All contracts entered into by any State agency for (a) the hiring or pur-
chase of equipment, supplies, materials, or elementary school textbooks, (b) ser-
vices, whether or not the services involve the fumishing or use of equipment,
materials, or supplies or are performed by an independent contractor, (c) the con-
struction, alteration, improvement, repair, or maintenance of property, real or per-
sonat, or (d) the performance of work or services by the State agency for or in
cooperation with any person, or public body, are void unless and until approved by
the department. Every such contract shall be transmitted with all papers, estimates,
and recommendations concerning it to the department and, if approved by the de-
partment, shall be effective from the date of the approval. This section applies to
any State agency that by general or specific statute is expressly or impliedly autho-
rized to enter into transactions referred to in this section. This section does not
apply to any transaction entered into by the Trustees of the California State Univer-
sity or by a department under the State Contract Act or the California State Univer-
sity Contract Law, any contract of a type specifically mentioned and authorized to
be entered into by the Department of Transportation under Section 14035 or 14035.5
of the Government Code, Sections 99316 to 99319, inclusive, of the Public Utili-
ties Code, or the Streets and Highways Code, any contract entered into by the
Department of Transportation that is not funded by money derived by State tax
sources, but, rather, is funded by money derived from Federal or local tax sources,
any contract entered into by the Department of Personnel Administration for State
employees, as defined in Section 19815 in the Government Code, for employee
benefits, occupational health and safety, training services, or combination thereof,
any contract let by the Legislature, or any contract entered into under the authority
of Chapter 4 (commencing with Section 11770) of Part 3 of Division 2 of the In-
surance Code.
b. Provided that any such contracts entered into by the Department of Personnel
Administration shall not diminish or displace existing State employees.

SIDE LETTER #5 - Second Notice Request for Arbitration
If the second notice request for arbitration of grievances filed prior to July 1, 1998, is not
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received within six (6) months of the ratification of this contract by both parties, the griev-
ance is withdrawn.

SIDE LETTER #6 - Next Step Program
The parties agree that Government Code Sections 19876.5, 21159, 21160, 21161, and 21195
do not apply to Units 1, 3, 4, and 11 employees. This means that Units 1, 3, 4 and 11
employees shall no longer participate in the Next Step Program.

SIDE LETTER #7 — Set Aside Resignations and AWOL Separations
No later than 60 days from the ratification of this contract by both parties, the Union and
the State shall meet for the purpose of discussing the processing of appeals of set aside
resignations and AWOL separations under the grievance and arbitration procedure.

SIDE LETTER #8 - September 29, 1999

The State and CSEA agree to support the transfer of the Registration Specialist
Classification into the Pesticide Use Specialist class.

State Personnel Board and CSEA shall provide its endorsement and support.

SIDE LETTER #9 — Classification - review/Public Land Management Specialist
Series.

The State Lands Commission (SLC) and CSEA agree to cooperatively endeavor to
review the classification series for the Public Land Management Specialist Series.
SLC and CSEA recognize that this review includes reviewing the validity of the
concept, definitions of level, and tests of fitness by Department of Personnel
Administration and State Personnel Board. Further, that if there is cost associated
with the implementation of the review results, it shall be subject to availability of
funds.

If a proposal is made to the State Personnel Board, CSEA shall provide its endorsement
and support.

SIDE LETTER #10 — ARTICLE 19.7 (CALL-BACK) Clarification

The purpose of this side letter agreement is to clarify the intent of the parties regarding
the meaning and scope of application of the “call-back™ provision of the Tentative
Agreement for the 1999-2001 Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) governing State
Bargaining Unit 1. .

Section 19.7 of the Tentative Agreement for the 1999-2001 MOU provides, in relevant
part, that employees called back to work shall be paid a minimum of 4 hours pay, at
the overtime rate, if the hours otherwise qualify as overtime hours.

Section 19.8 of the Tentative Agreement for this same MOU provides that employees
who are on “stand-by” shall receive 2 hours of Compensated Time Off (CTQ) unless
they are called back to work. If called back to work, the employee will receive only
the 4 hours of call-back compensation.

The California State Employees Association (CSEA) and the Department of Personnel
Administration (DPA) hereby acknowledge and agree that the call-back provision of
the Tentative Agreement referred to above encompasses “on-call” work performed °
by Information Technology (IT) employees belonging to Bargaining Unit 1. “On-
call” work in the context of this side letter and the Tentative Agreement means
approved work, duties or service performed or provided by an IT employee to the
Department from the employee’s home or some other place where the employee is
located.

SIDE LETTER #11 — Permanent Intermittent Employees - Employment
Development Department

A permanent intermittent position or appointment is a position or appointment in
which the employee is to work periodically or for a fluctuating portion of the full-
time work schedule. A permanent intermittent employee may work up to 1500 hours
in any calendar year based upon Government Code Section 19100 et. seq. The number
of hours and schedule of work shall be determined based upon the operational needs
of the department.

The Employment Development Department and CSEA agree to meet and confer about
a pilot post and bid program for the conversion of permanent intermittent employees
within the Employment Program Representative (EPR) and Disability Insurance
Program Representative (DIPR) classifications to full-time base within the employee’s
classification. The parties will meet within 60 days of the ratification of the MOU by
the Union and the legislature to begin negotiations and the pilot program shall include
a mutually agreeable post and bid system based on seniority.

Any employee whose enrollment in the Annual Leave Program is terminated under sec-
tions 1 and 2 above, shall have the right to retain and use his/her Annual Leave credit
pursuant to the Contract language as specified in Article 8.12 Leave Credits Upon Trans-
fer in State Service, and Article 21.9, Transfer from Annual Leave Program, and shall
begin to be credited with vacation and sick leave effective the month following termina-
tion of the employeefs participation in the Annual Leave Program.

4. No later than June 30, 2000, the State shall provide the Union with an enumeration
of the employees enrolled in the Annual Leave Program, Bargaining Unit 1, as of May

D1 Side Letter #8 — Salaries .
Effective July 1, 1999, the salary for all Unit 3 classifications shall be increased
by 2.5 percent (2.5%). This increase shall be calculated by multiplying the base salary
by 1.025. The parties recognize that the actual salary increase for each classification
may vary slightly due to rounding.

D2 Side Letter #9 — Timely Payment of 403B - Tax Sheltered Annuities
The State recognizes the importance of processing tax shelter claims in a timely manner
and that these claims shall be given ongoing attention. The State will endeavor to
process tax shelter claims in 15 working days or less.
If the Union believes that a pattern has developed processing of tax shelter claims
beyond 15 working days, they may request to meet and confer over the impact of
this matter with a department head or designee.

D3 Side Letter #10 — Department of Education Performance Appraisal Systems
When the Department of Education intends to establish a new performance appraisal
system or makes major modifications in the existing performance appraisal system,
the Union will be notified and given an opportunity to meet and confer over the impact
of the change(s).

D4 Side Letter #11 — Special School Teacher Layoff
In the event a Special School Teacher will be laid off, the Special Schools shall consider
that teacher for vacant teaching positions in other Special Schools which require the
same credential.
The Special Schools will endeavor to inform teachers by April 1 of a schaol year if
they intend to layoff teachers. This does not preclude a Special School from laying
off teachers if notice is not given by April 1.

D5 Side Letter #12 — Education and Training for Special Schools
It is the understanding of the parties that employees may apply for and may be granted,
additional training under the provisions of the Education and Training section of the
Unit 3 Contract. An unpaid leave pursuant to Article 8.7 (Unpaid Leave of Absence)
may be granted in conjunction with this additional training. Employees are encouraged
to apply well in advance for such training.
This side letter is not subject to the grievance and arbitration article of this Contract.

D6 Side Letter #13 — Quality Education Program

The State and the Union recognize the value of providing quality education programs.
As a result, the State may establish committees relative to the delivery of vocational,
academic, and library services including curriculum development, planning of in-service
training, development of program procedures. Upon the Union's request, reports,
recommendations, or other documents of a substantive nature created by these
committees will be furnished. These committees may consist of represented and/or
management employees. Management may solicit reccommendations from the Union
for membership on the committees.

SIDE LETTER #8 — DMV — Senior Motor Vehicle Technician

Upon approval by the Department of Personnel Administration, the Department of
Personnel Administration on behalf of the Department of Motor Vehicles will submit
to the State Personnel Board a proposal to establish a superjourney lead level Senior
Motor Vehicle Technician class. The proposed salary range will be a minimum of
seven percent (7%) above the Motor Vehicle Techniclan, Range B. The proposed new
classification is expected to be established by November 30, 1999.

SIDE LETTER #9 - Recruitment and Retention Differential Study - DMV

The Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) is committed to recruit and retain qualified
employees in their field offices. DMV agrees to conduct a recruitment and retention
study for the Motor Vehicle Field Representative Classification.

The study shall commence within thirty (30) days from the date this Contract is ratified.
The State will complete the study by January 1, 2000.

The State agrees to provide a copy of the completed study to the Union and meet and
confer with the Union prior to any implementation.

SIDE LETTER #10 - California State Lottery (CSL) Scratcher Sales Bonus
The provisions of this section shall become effective with the first complete quarter
following the effective date of this Contract.

CSL reserves the right to manage the variety and quantity of Scratcher products offered
for sale in order to stay within its budgetary and legal mandates.

The classifications of Lottery Ticket Sales Specialist (LTSS) and Lottery Ticket Sales
Senior Specialist (LTSSS) shall be eligible to receive sales bonuses as governed by
the following provisions:

A. The sales bonus shall be based solely on sales of Scratcher products. Scratcher
product sales are defined as only those packs that have been financially settled by
retailers. Prior to the beginning of each new quarter of the fiscal year, the CSL Director
or designee shall set a statewide sales goal for Scratcher products. The statewide sales
goal is then broken down into “market shares” for each individual “retailer assignment.”
Individual achievement for bonus eligibility is measured against the “market share”
established for the individual retailer assignment.

B. The CSL Sales Department shall issue a quarterly report showing the percentage of
statewide sales (commonly referred to as “market share™) for Scratcher products for
each retailer assignment, The market share of each sales area is defined as the percentage
contribution of the employee’s retailer assignment to actual statewide sales during the
quarter ending one quarter prior to the “goal quarter,” also idefitified as the “quarter
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before last.”

Example: The goal of Quarter 1 of FY 99-00 is based upon market share from Quarter
3 of 98/99.

C. Upon completion of each quarter and a qualifying period as defined in subsection
(F), if the retailer assignment achieves at lease the first level sales goal in Scratcher
products, the eligible employee receives the appropriate bonus award for that level.
Subsequent awards are based upon achieving greater sales levels for the Scratcher-
only products.

Example: If a retailer assignment achieves Level I goal in Scratcher sales, the participant
receives Level 1 bonus.

D. Bonus levels and corresponding dollar awards attributable to each level are listed
below:

Bonus Level Level 1 Level 2 Level 3 Level 4
% of sales goal achievement 102% 105% 108% 112%
Lottery Ticket Sales Specialist ~ $300 $600 $900 $1,200
Lottery Ticket Sr. Sales Spec. $300 $600 $900 $1,200

E. Each eligible employee described below shall be required to work a qualifying period
as defined in subsection (F) to be eligibie for bonus.
1. A full-time employee who works a qualifying period and who works a single
regular retailer assignment during the quarter shall be eligible for the appropriate
level bonus achieved by that retailer assignment during that quarter.
2. An intermittent employee who works a qualifying period and who works a single
regular retailer assignment during the quarter shall be eligible for the appropriate
level bonus achieved by that retailer assignment during that quarter. -
3. An intermittent employee who works a qualifying period and who works more
than one retailer assignment in either the North or the South region during the
quarter shall be eligible for the appropriate level bonus achieved by that region.
4. An intermittent employee who works a qualifying period and who works more
than one retailer assignment in both the North and South regions during the quarter
shall be eligible for the appropriate level bonus achieved by the State.
5. A part-time employee who works a qualifying period shall be eligible for a
percentage of the bonus dollar amount consistent with the employee’s time base.
The qualifying period as defined in subsection (F) shall be prorated to the time
base.
Example: A 3/4 time employee who work’s a qualifying period and who achieves
Level 1 sales shall be eligible to receive 3/4 of the dollar amount for that level.
The qualifying period for eligibility is proportionately reduced by 25 percent (25%).
F. For purposes of this bonus provision, the following definitions shall apply:
1. “Qualifying period” is defined as actually working a regular retailer assignment
no less than 65 percent (65%) of actual available work hours in a quarter, excluding
holidays and weekends.
Formula: Thirteen weeks (91) days less weekends (26 days) multiplied by eight
hours a day less holiday hours multiplied by 60 percent (60%) equals a qualifying
period.
Example: A qualifying period in a thirteen (13) week quarter with no holidays
would require the participant to work a regular retailer assignment 338 hours. A
qualifying period in a quarter that has one holiday would require the participant to
work a regular retailer assignment of 333 hours.
2. “Retailer assignment” is defined as a preassigned group of retailers for which
the employee has Scratcher inventory management responsibilities either through
the use of a Scratcher inventory management system or through regular retailer
telephone activity. Retailer assignment does not include activity with retailers which
are redirected to an employee because of coworker absences.
G. Bonus payments shall be made quarterly within sixty (60) days after the end of the
quarter.
H. Bonuses paid pursuant to this section are excluded from compensation for retirement
purposes.
1. Bonuses paid pursuant to this section are considered compensation for taxation
purposes.
J. This section is grievable to Step 3 of the grievance procedure (Director, CSL).

SIDE LETTER #11 - FTB Tax Program Technician Pay Differential

The State agrees to pay a $30 per month pay differential to the following employees
of the Franchise Tax Board in recognition of the complex work load and level of skill
and knowledge required to receive and respond to unassigned collection calls, business
entity issue calls, and/or California district office public service counter contracts.
A. Full-time employees in the Tax Program Technician I and Il classifications required
to perform the work described above and permanently assigned to the Franchise Tax
Board, Taxpayer Secrvices Center Section, Tax Practitioner Support Group, or the
district office public service counter.

B. Part-time and intermittent employees performing the duties described above shall
receive the differential on a pro rata basis, according to their time base.

SIDE LETTER #12 - Board of Equalization Information Center/800 Number and
District Office Counter Differential )

The State agrees to pay a $30 per month pay differential to Tax Technicians VII/II
employees of the Board of Equalization who perform at least 50 percent (50%) of
their normal duties in the following assigned tasks, in recognition of the increased
complexities and level of skills/knowledge required due to the implementation of the
Automated Call Distribution System:

A. Full-time employees in Unit 4 assigned to the Information Center/800 Number,
Customer and Taxpayer Services Division.

B. Full-time employees in Unit 4 assigned to the Board of Equalization District Offices
performing taxpayer counter services.

C. Less than full-time employees assigned to the above duties shall receive the
differential on a pro rata basis, according to their reduced time base.

SIDE LETTER #13 - California State Lottery Call Center 800 Number

The State agrees to pay $30 per month pay differential to employees of the California
State Lottery who perform full time as Call Center 800 Operators (Lottery Customer
Service Division) in recognition of the increased complexities and level of skills and
knowledge required due to the implementation of the Automated Call Distribution
System.

SIDE LETTER #14 - Employment Development Department (EDD)

EDD and CSEA agree to meet to consider the feasibility of EDD providing a salary
differential to Bargaining Unit 4 employees within EDD’s Tax Branch whose primary
duties are to provide direct customer service. Customer service duties include those
performed by direct phone service, automated call distribution systems, and public
counter. The joint EDD and CSEA meeting shall convene within six (6) months of the
ratification of the Bargaining Unit 4 Memorandum of Understanding.

SIDE LETTER #15 - Calendaring Function Differential - California
Unemployment Insurance Appeals Board

The State agrees to add criteria D. to the Calendaring Function Differential for the
Office Technician (Typing) class at the California Unemployment Insurance Appeals
Board and will continue to pay $150 per pay period as established May 1, 1997.
Criteria:

A. Alleligible full-time employees must be assigned sole responsibility for the hearing
calendaring function.

B. One employee per Field Operation’s field office, per pay period, is eligible to receive
this pay differential.

C. An employee is eligible to receive this pay differential if he/she performs the hearing
calendaring function for eleven (11) or more calendar days per pay period.

D. Upon movement to another class in State service, an employee receiving
compensation under this pay differential shall move from the combined rate (base
salary plus pay differential) not to exceed the maximum of the class when computing
the appointment rate.

SIDE LETTER #16 - Hearing Reporters and Scopists (CPUC)
Hearing Reporters, in addition to their base salary, will receive three dollars and twenty-
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five cents ($3.25) for each “daily” or “expedited” page which is reported and/or
proofread by that reporter as required. Effective November 2, 1999, Hearing
Reporters, in addition to their base salary, will receive one dollar and forty cents
($1.40) per page for each “daily” or “expedited” page which is scoped andfor
proofread by that hearing reporter as required which may include completing
final transcript and electronic (or otherwise) delivery thereof. A qualified Hearing
Reporter, in addition to their base salary, will receive one dollar and no cents ($1.00)
per page for setting up and reporting a “realtime” hearing. If more than one reporter
works on a hearing, their collective page total shall not exceed the total pages for that
hearing.

Scopists, in addition to their base salary, will receive one dollar and forty cents ($1.40)
per page for each “daily” or “expedited” page which is scoped and/or proofread by that
scopist as required. If more than one Scopist works on a hearing, their collective page
total shall not exceed the total pages for that hearing.

A “daily transcript” is a transcript of a hearing of which the presiding officer or the
Chief Reporter or a person assigned by the Chief Administrative Law Judge has
requested be delivered (in hard copy or electronic form) the same day that the hearing
has occurred. An “expedited transcript” is a transcript of a hearing of which the presiding
officer or the Chief Reporter or a person assigned by the Chief Administrative Law
Judge has requested to be delivered (in hard copy or electronic form) within seven
calendar days of the hearing. A “realtime transcript” is a transcript of a hearing that
will be delivered to the presiding officer or a.party contemporaneously via a Computer
Assisted Transcription (CAT) system. To qualify for per page rate pay all realtime,
expedited and daily transcripts and respective page counts (reported or scoped) must
be approved by the Chief Reporter or a person assigned by the Chief Administrative
Law Judge.

F10 SIDE LETTER #17 - Toll Collectors Night Shift
Caltrans only: Toll Collector Night Shift Differential
A. Caltrans will pay a night shift differential to Toll Collectors whose regularly
scheduled shifts include at least three (3) hours on the night shifts as defined in Section
11.4 of the 1999-2001 Unit 4 MOU. In all other respects the provisions in Section 11.4
will continue to apply to Caltrans Toll Collectors.
B. This provision will become effective July 1, 1999.

F11 SIDE LETTER i18 - Pilot Post and Bid Program for Toll Collectors

Post and Bid - Permanent Full-Time Toll Collector Classification, Department of

Transportation (Caltrans)

The Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and CSEA agree to a pilot Post and Bid

Program for permanent full-time employees in the Toll Collector classification. The

pilot will commence within sixty (60) days of the ratification of the MOU by the Union

and Legislature. Caltrans and CSEA agree to meet six (6) months from the

implementation of the pilot program to evaluate its effectiveness and the need to continue

based on its impact on the administrative personnel processes, operational/program

needs, employee morale, training needs, and performance. Unless mutually agreed

otherwise, this pilot program will be terminated on December 31, 2000.

Vacancy/Shift Assignment shall be deemed to exist when a position is unoccupied as

a result of retirement, transfer, termination, reassignment, or new funding and the

Department elects to fill the position based on the following criteria:

A. Eligibility to participate:
1. Employee must have permanent civil service status. Permanent status is when
the employee has successfully passed his/her probationary period in the class.
2. Any employee appointed under the terms of this side letter must possess the

- requisite skills and abilities required of the position. Any employee who has

sustained a disciplinary action or received a substandard performance report within
the twelve (12) months preceding the occurrence of the vacancy, may, at the
discretion of management, not be eligible for transfer.

B. Criteria to participate:

There will be a thirty (30) calendar day open Post and Bid period semiannually (January

thru June and July thru December). The Post and Bid Vacancy/Shift Assignment requests
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shall be kept on file for the qualifying six (6) months.

C. Toll Collector vacant positions will be filled in the following order:

1. Permanent full-time Toll Collectors who are currently assigned to the toll bridge
of the vacancy and who have a valid Post and Bid Request on file shall be offered
first right of refusal to the vacancy in seniority order. Seniority is based on total
months of State service. In cases of tied seniority, the decision will be made by
lot.

2. Permanent intermittent Toll Collectors who are currently assigned to the toll
bridge of the vacancy and who have a valid Post and Bid Request on file shall be
offered first right of refusal to the vacancy in seniority order. Seniority is based
on total months of State service. In cases of tied seniority, the decision will be
made by lot. : ’

3. If none of the local Toll Collectors with a Post and Bid Request on file accept
the position, then permanent full-time Toll Collectors who are not assigned to the
toll bridge with the vacancy and who have a valid Post and Bid Request on file
shall be offered the position in seniority order based on total months of State
service. In cases of tied seniority, the decision will bé made by lot.

4. If none of the Toll Collectors in 1, 2, or 3, accept the position, then permanent
intermittent toll collectors who are not assigned to the toll bridge with the vacancy
and who have a valid Post and Bid Request on file shall be offered the job in
seniority order based on total months of State service. In cases of tied seniority,
the decision will be made by lot.

5. If either no Toll Collector with a valid Post and Bid Request accepts the position
or there is no valid Post and Bid Request on file, the employer may then fill the
vacancy as deemed necessary.

D. Time frames to accept and move to a new position: .
1. Employees selected under the terms of this side letter shall have a maximum of
five (5) workdays in which to accept or reject a job offer unless otherwise agreed
by the hiring supervisor. Once the five (5) workdays have expired without response
from the employee being considered for reassignment, the employer shall consider
it a refusal of the job offer.

2. If a job offer is accepted, the employee. will report when the department has

completed the Post and Bid process. If a transfer reasonably requires a relocation

in accordance with Section 12.2 of the MOU the employee has a maximum of

thirty (30) calendar days to report to the new work location.

3. Employces being reassigned under this side letter waive any rights to claim

moving and relocation expenses. This does not preclude payment of such expenses,

at management’s discretion.

4, This side letter does not preclude management from transferring employees for

verifiable security, safety, or clearly articulated operational reasons.
Permanent Intermittent Toll Collectors, Department of Transportation (Caltrans).

A permanent intermittent position or appointment is a position or appointment in which
the employee is to work periodically or for a fluctuating portion of the full-time work
schedule. A permanent intermittent employee may work up to 1500 hours in any
calendar year based upon Government Code Section 19100 et. seq. The number of
hours and schedule of work shall be determined based upon the operational needs of
the department,;

The Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and CSEA agree to a pilot Post and Bid

Program for the conversion of permanent intermittent employees in the Toll Collector

classification to full-time base. The pilot will commence within sixty (60) days of the

ratification of the MOU by the Union and Legislature. Caltrans and CSEA agree to
meet six (6) months from the implementation of the pilot program to evaluate its
effectiveness and the need to continue based on its impact on the administrative
personnel processes, operational/program needs, employee morale, training needs, and
performance. Unless mutually agreed otherwise, this pilot program will be terminated

on December 31, 2000. h

F12 SIDE LETTER #19 - Employee Recognition and Morale Program - Franchise

A. The Franchise Tax Board agrees to establish the Employee Recognition and Morale
Program to recognize individual employees and/or a group of employees for outstanding
contributions on the job. All Unit 4 employees are eligible for recognition under the
program.
B. Recognition given under this program will be in the form of either monetary or
non-monetary awards. Neither the amount of cash nor the value of a non-monetary
award shall exceed $50 per employee. Cash awards under this section are excluded
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from compensation for the purposes of retirement.

C. The Director, Franchise Tax Board, or designee will develop the criteria for granting
recognition.

D. This section is not subject to Article 6 of this contract.

F13 SIDE LETTER #20 - Classification Study

The State agrees to éstablish a joint labor/management comumittee to study the Office
Assistant, Office Technician and Word Processing Technician classifications.
A. The State agrees that the Union will have four representatives who will serve and
participate on the committee without loss of compensation. The Union will provide a

" representative from each of the three classes being studicd and a fourth representative
of their choice. Management will have an equal number of representatives on the
committee.
B. The committee will conduct a study and present recommendations and alternatives
within twelve months from the time the study commences.
C. The State shall provide administrative support to the committee.
D. Any recommendations resulting from this study are subject to approval by both
parties.

F14 SIDE LETTER #21 - Salary Adjustments .
Effective July 1, 1999, or the first pay period following ratification of this contract,
whichever occurs later, the salary for the classifications of Dispatcher-Clerk (CR50),
Dispatcher-Clerk, Caltrans (CR490), and Library Technician Assistant I (CG90) and
the salary of the incumbents in the classifications shall be increased by five percent
(5%). The increase shall be calculated by muitiplying the base salary by 1.05. The
parties recognize that the actual salary increase for each classification may vary slightly
due to rounding.

F15 SIDE LETTER #22 - State Special Schools Ten Month Compensation
Within 90 days of ratification of this agreement, the State shall negotiate with CSEA
the 10-month Compensation Agreement with the State Specials Schools. The State is
committed to reaching a mutually satisfactory agreement with respect to this issue.

F16 SIDE LETTER #23 - Department of Consumer Affairs Information Center/
800 Number
Effective December 1, 1999, the State agrees to pay $30 per month pay differential
to Program Technicians 1/l employees of the Department-of Consumer Affairs who
perform at least 50% of their normal duties in the following assigned tasks, in
recognition of the complex workload and level and knowledge required to receive and
respond to consumer calls:
A. Full-time employees in Unit 4 assigned to the Information Center/800 Number,
Consumer Information Center. ’
B. Full-time employees in Unit 4 assigned to the Contractor's State License Board
call center.
C. Less than full-time employees assigned to the above duties shall receive the
differential on a pro rata basis, according to their reduced time base.

F17 SIDE LETTER #24 - 1% Salary Inequity
Effective July 1, 1999, employees in Bargaining Unit 4 shall receive a 4% general
salary increase and a 1% increase which equals 5.04%. The parties recognize that the
actual salary increase for each classification may vary slightly due to rounding.

F18 SIDE LETTER #25 - $12.00 Retirement Offset

The State agrees to reduce each Unit 4 employee’s Public Employees Retirement
System retirement contribution $12.00 per month from January 1, 2000 through August
31, 2000. For the purpose of making such payments, the State Controlier shall increase
the amount of salaries and wages currently excluded from the Public Employees
Retirement System's normal rate of contribution to a level which will provide up to
a maximum reduction of $12.00 per month in each employee’s monthly retirement
contribution to Public Employees Retirement System.
